Need to increase Qdisha's labour budget under the MGNREGA to 25 crore person
days for the year 2021-22

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Thank you, Sir. Even though the economy recovery
is taking shape -- it is disputable whether it is in the form of V' or 'K' -- the fact
remains that the pressure on rural jobs has increased all over the country. The
people's demand for jobs under NREGA has increased manifold. In Odisha, we have
seen that compared to 2019-20, in 2020-21, the increase is to the extent of 81 per
cent, so much so that we have been able to create about 20 lakh crore mandays of
jobs in 2020-21. In 2021-22, the hon. Chief Minister of Odisha, Shri Naveen Patnaik,
has made a request to the Central Government that we need at least 25 lakh crore
mandays of labour budget to be made for Odisha. We would request the Central
Government to kindly consider this particular demand of the State of Odisha because
not only have the urban jobs decreased, the people who have migrated have also not
yet left for the places where they had earlier migrated. Therefore, we hope that this
particular demand will be considered by the Central Government. Thank you.
