Creation and establishment of new South Coast Railway Zone with
headquarters at Visakhapatnam in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, Thank you for
giving me this opportunity to raise an important issue. The hon. Railway Minister is
also here. | draw the attention of the hon. Railway Minister to this issue because there
is a lot of confusion among the people of Andhra Pradesh.

The erstwhile State of Andhra Pradesh was bifurcated in the year 2014. As per
the provisions of the Reorganisation Act, the Central Government shall take all
necessary measures as enumerated in the Thirteenth Schedule for the progress and
sustainable development of the successor States within a period of ten years from the
appointed day. In the Thirteenth Schedule, under the heading 'Infrastructure’ at item
no. 8, it has been stated that Indian Railways shall, within six months from the
appointed day, examine establishing a new railway zone in the successor State of
Andhra Pradesh and take an expeditious decision thereon. The Government took a
decision in this regard and the then hon. Railway Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal
announced on 27.02.2019 that a new Railway Zone i.e. the South Coast Railway Zone
will be set up with headquarters at Vishakhapatnam. This was in 2019. Now, we are
in 2021. In reply to one of my questions in Parliament, the hon. Railway Minister has
stated, 'The Detailed Project Report for setting up of new South Coast Railway Zone,
