Need to acknowledge waste collectors as labourers under Solid Waste
Management (SWM) Rules, 2016

DR. NARENDRA JADHAV (Nominated): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity. In 2014, the Government declared the Swachh Bharat
Mission making sanitation as one of its top priorities. Solid Waste Management Rules
in 2016, for the first time, recognised the contribution of waste collectors in Solid
Waste Management processes. Yet, disappointingly, the Rules don’t acknowledge
waste collectors as labourers.

During the first phase of Swachh Bharat Mission, from 2014 to 2019, inclusion
of waste collectors at the ground-level was missing. In the second phase, which has
now been launched in 2021, the resources are being spent and, nevertheless, the
waste collectors are still missing from the picture. Out of four million waste collectors
in India, a majority belongs to SC/ST communities. They migrate to big cities in
search of livelihcod and get exhorted and exploited. The workers have not been
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provided with the mandatory identity cards according to the Swachh Bharat Mission
Rules, 2016, which can protect them from such harassment.

The Swachh Bharat Mission Rules, 2016 take a strictly administrative approach
to Solid Waste Management without taking cognizance of workers and their right to
life with dignity. The waste collectors contribute to the environment, to the economy
and to the society by risking their own lives. But, they have to struggle to live a life of
dignity and respect.

Sir, the Government must recognise them as labourers doing away with this exclusion
and marginalisation and the resultant exhortation and exploitation.
