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The Indira Gandhi National Tribal University Bill, 2007

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, it has been decided that because of heavy
agenda, no lunch break is there today. I think, I have the consensus of the House on this.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We shall now take up the Indira Gandhi National Tribal
University Bill, 2007.

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRI ARJUN SINGH):
Sir, I beg to move:

“That the Bill to establish and incorporate a teaching and affiliating University at
Amarkantak in the State of Madhya Pradesh to facilitate and promote avenues of
higher education and research facilities for the tribal population in India and to
provide for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto, be taken into
consideration.”

Sir, this is a Bill, which I have the privilege to move today because in the country we have
a lot of prominence and priority to issues relating to tribes who inhabit a very large section
of the drea of the country. It was necessary that various issues relating to them should be
dealt with at a higher academic level. Therefore, this University has been proposed to be
established. It will be a central university. Since the demand for such an institution has
come in from various parts of the country, it has been decided that this University will have
campuses in all those areas where there is large tribal population in the States, and that
would facilitate its work instead of opening separate institutions everywhere.

Sir, I would like to say one more thing. There is an amendment by an hon. Member about
the name of the University. This has not yet come, but I am anticipating and saying something
on it with your permission. Sir, such a University which has the focus of all tribal people
and to serve them could not but have been named after Shrimati Indira Gandhi, who had a
deep attachment and commitment to the cause of the tribals, in their various areas, or,
responsibilities. The research part in this University will have to go into many areas which
are considered to be vital by the tribal population, and, I am sure, you will see an interest
being taken, in the cultural, social and in political dimensions, on the iribals of India.
Therefore, I think, this is appropriate time to have this in place for the benefit of the country.

SHRI MATLLAL SARKAR (Tripura): At the outset, Sir, I wholeheartedly congratulate
the hon. Minister. Shri Arjun Singh, and the hon. Minister of State, for having brought
forward such a laudable piece of legislation aiming at promotion of avenues of higher
‘education — an area in which they lack the opportunities now — amongst the tribal
population in India. While expressing my satisfaction over this Bill, I would also like to
point out one shortcoming, Sir, on the part of the UPA Government. The main focus of
the Traditional Forest Dwellers Act was the tribal people. But that Act has not yet been
implemented. There hasn’t been any notification even in regard to that Bill, Merely the
creation of a university will not help. If their livelihood, their culture, their ways of life
are not protected and preserved, mere education will not help. That is why I reiterate the
demand that the Traditional Forest Dwellers Act should be implemented by the Government
immediately, without any further loss of time. Sir, [ think the Government must take a
comprehensive view for the development of our tribal population focussing on their
economy, ways of life, their culture, their means of livelihood, their education and so on.
Sir, the rate of literacy amongst the tribal population is only 47.1 per cent as against the
national average of 68.81 per cent.

Sir, in Clause 5, it is mentioned that adequate seats shall be reserved for STs. What do
we mean by ‘adequate’? Though it sounds nice, | should say it is somewhat undefined.
The term ‘adequate’ is somewhat undefined in the Bill. I would like the hon. Minister to
clarify it. My demand is, the demand from my party, the Communist Party of India (Marxist)
is, because it is a Tribal University, there the students will be coming from the tribal
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section, they should not be denied of education. Nowhere should they be denied of
education. That assurance I would like to have from the hon. Minister. When the admission
percentage for the general category is about 10, in the case of STs, both boys and girls
combined together, it is between three to four per cent only.

Sir, as far as women reservation is concerned, it is written in Clause 7, “...nothing in
this section shall be deemed to prevent the University from making special provisions
for the employment or admission of women,...” That provision is there. But, it is in indirect
sense. That should be told affirmatively that ‘yes, for the women, their rights, their scope,
their opportunities should be guaranteed by way of keeping provisions for them. Sir, as
regards teachers, I admit the approach of the hon. Minister is a secular approach. All
nationals should have the interest in the university for teaching. But, here we are
approaching the tribal people; we are focussing on some sort of ideology. Some sort of a
realistic approach we are making to them. So, we should have as many teachers as possible
from the tribal communities. The students will be more and more apprised of education.
They will have some free access to these teachers. At the same time, they will have some
intimate relationship with the teachers. The teacher is an ideal to the students. So, that
thing should remain in the perspective.

Sir, coming to Clause 8, here it is written about schools in different areas. The schools
should have separate authorities. Sir, 1 would like to quote what is written in Clause 8. It
says, “Every student of the University other than a student who pursues a course of study
by distance education system, shall reside in a Hall or hostel or under such conditions as
may be prescribed by the Ordinances.” But, who will finance the hall or hostel, etc.? Shall
we leave it to the goodwill of the local authorities, to the State Governments like this? As
regards the interests of these tribals, the funding should be guaranteed by the Central
Government. That thing I wouild like to mention here. As regards the different bodies of the -
University, 1 think, the approach is like that. Most of them will depend on nominated
persons, etc. There are two things. When somebody will be nominated to the university,
representation from all zones and all sections should be ensured, as far as practical, so
that the university does not become a local university because it is a national university
and that perspective should be kept in mind.

Secondly, the student representatives in the elected student bodies should have the
access to the committees and the democratisation of these local committees should be
done. This is one of my demands to the hon. Minister. As far as the student is concerned,
the system of democratisation should be ensured. But, in the Bill, there is no such provision.

The university should have regional centres, but the regional colleges would be
established. But-who will fund those regional colleges? On whom would this depend?
Funding should be from the Centre because ve would like to give provide education to
the tribal people. We would like to give guarantee but finance is the main factor. Wherever
these colleges are being erected or constituted, there should be a guarantee of funding
from the Centre. '

We are having so many autonomous district councils. There are provisions in the Fifth
Schedule and the Sixth Schedule. The autonomous district councils under sixth schedule
enjoy some sort of autonomy. I would like to request the hon. Minister to make it a
guarantee in the Bill that the university would maintain some coordination with the
autonomous district councils.
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Sir, about naming of the university, as the hon. Member has raised, we have no objection
in naming it after Indira Gandhi. We have no objection, but, at the same time, since this is
a tribal university and since we have the names of so many tribal leaders who have sacrificed
their lives for the Independence of the country......

SHRI MATILAL SARKAR: My request is, whenever you form the regional centres or
State-based centres, that thing should be kept in mind so that the regional tribal leaders,
who have contributed so much for the country and for those sections of people, the college
or the regional centre should be in their name.

I would like to conclude my speech with a very important saying of our World Poet,
Rabindranath Tagore and I will recite it in Bengali and, I think, the Hindi-speaking people
would understand Bengali also. There was a heroic struggle in our State during the later
period of 40s. That is called Jana Shiksha Samiti. It is Jansikhsa Samiti in our State.
There are veteran leaders like Dashrath Deb, Sudhanya Deb Barma, Hemanta Deb Barma,
etc. who are the pioneers. They sacrificed their youth and they totally contributed their
years to this Jansikhsa Samiti. [n the first manifesto of that Jansikhsa Samit they told,
“Eisab mura mlana muka mukhe ditey habey bhasha. FEisab shuska shranta bhagna
bukey dhaniya tulitey habey asha.” It means, we must give power of voices to those
who are deaf and dumb, who cannot speak, or who cannot have the power of representation.
We must give power of voices to them. Rabindranath Tagore told it. And Esab shuska
shranta bhagna bukey dhaniya tulitey habey asha, those who are faded, those whose
hearts have dried up, those who have no courage and boldness, hopes should bestow on
them. We must rouse them up. That was the saying of Rabindranath Tagore. While we are
having this Bill...(/nterruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI PRASANTA CHATTERIJEE): Not with false promises.
Not with false promises.

SHRIMATILAL SARKAR: Tribals are the people who cannot speak, they are the people
who do not have so much strength in their hearts, they cannot express themselves, they
cannot express their agony, therefore, we must stand by them and encourage them. Ithink
this Bill will go a long way in cherishing these demands. Thank you.

SHRI RAVULA CHANDRA SEKAR REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, thank you for
permitting me to speak on this Bill. I rise to support this Bill.

Sir, before going into the details of the Bill, I was listening to my senior colleague,
Shri Uday Pratap Singh, who was mentioning some names. Today, it is a strange
coincidence that the Lok Sabha is discussing the Rajiv Gandhi Institute of Petroleum
Technology and we are discussing the Indira Gandhi National Tribal University. How can
we expect other names when the Congress (I) Party is at its helm of affairs? It is no more
the old Congress of Mahatma Gandhi. The Congress has now become Indira Congress.
We should accustom ourselves with such names. I have no objection for this.

Sir, the proposed Bill is expected to help the tribal students. As Shri Rajniti Prasad

said how many students are reaching to university level and at what stage they are dropping
out from education. There should be some study on this in detail. As per the information
available with me, most of the dropouts are tribals. So, the Government should come out
with a special comprehensive legislation ro help the tribals like education, health,
infrastructure and employment. Piecemeal legislations, though they are helpful to some
extent, will not suffice. There should be a comprehensive approach on the part of the
Government of India. The Tribal Dweliers Bill was referred to the Joint Committee. |
was a Member of that Committee. But, for some strange reasons, despite having passed
that Bill, that has not been implemented so far. I would like to request the Government
to show some interest in the implementation of the Tribal Dwellers Bill too.

As far as the present Bill is concerned. I expect that it would not just add to one more
university. This university should be a unique one. Unique, in the sense of appointments,
imparting education, infrastructure, etc. As far as the Statements of Objects and Reasons is
concerned, there is mention of my own State, Andhra Pradesh, Chhatisgarh, Jharkhand,
Rajasthan and Gujarat. The university, subject to the statute, shall have power to establish,
at least, one school in every regional centre. But no time limit has been mentioned for that.
There should be some time bound programme in selection of place to locate a school.
Though it is mandatory to open one schoo! in every region, but there should be a time
bound programme, otherwise it will take a lot of time, like the Tribal Dwellers Act. I request
the Government of India to have a time bound programme for establishing regional centres.
Why I am saying so is because we have had an experience of the Maritime University
going to Tamil Nadu; the Tribal University going to Madhya Pradesh; the Rajiv Gandhi
Institute of Petroleum Technology to Raibarely, U.P. The State of Andhra Pradesh is
being given a raw deal during the UPA regime. We have not been able to get any institute
or university or any establishment pertaining to the Government of India. Under the UPA
regime, Andhra Pradesh is being given araw deal. I don’t know why this discrimination is
there against my State.

As far as appointments are concernced, the President of India shall appoint the Chancellor
and the Vice-Chancellor of the university. Like that, so many appointments are centralized.
I request the hon. Minister to clarify the selection procedure for the Professors, right
from Chancellor and the Vice-Chancellor. There is some ambiguity in all these
appointments. Otherwise, it will become a rehabilitation centre for the people, who are
close to the ruling dispensation during that time.

The other aspect, on which I need clarification, is the financiai aspect. 1 would request
the hon. Minister te provide us the financial data. The Financial Memorandum contains
nothing, except sayving that a total of Rs. 60 crores is estimated, and Rs. 12 crores is
recurring expenditure. We need a financial data so that we could come to know about the
establishment of schools at regional centres. otherwise it will remain as the University
of Madhya Pradesh, no centre will come up in the other parts of the country. Though I
appreciate the establishment of university, vet I have objection to its place of establishment.
Aiso, the appointment procedure ot inc  hancellor, the Vice-Chancellor and others may
also be clarified.

With these words, I support the Biil.

DR. RADHAKANT NAYAK (Orissa): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, first of all, I stand to
support this Bill wholeheartedly. I thank and aiso congratulate the Ministry of Human
Resource Development, particularly, the Minister of Human Resource Development, for
having brought forward this historic Bill in this country. The hon. Minister is known for
his vision and mission for the tribes, the Dalits, the Other Backward Classes as well as
the Minorities of this country. He is also well known as the champion of these depressed
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and discriminated people of the country. I express my gratitude to him for this great initiative
which he has taken to improve the educational status of the tribal people of this country
much appreicated by these sections of the people for his unrelented struggle, for their
welfare, development and ameliorating their conditions. Therefore, Sir, while thanking him
on behalf of the backwards, the oppressed and the excluded people of this country, I have
a few words 1o speak on their behalf.

Sir, this Bill is, definitely, a revolutionary Bill. This is a milestone in the history of the
tribal people of this country. For the first time, they are going to have a knowledge-house
for themaselves. So far, they have lived in history, they are being spoken as pre-historic
pecple. but from now onwards, they are going to have a new youth dormitory. For them, Sir,
the youth dormitory is the University at the village level that educates them how to manage
their society, how to manage their family systems, what the rules and regulations of their
customs are, what their ancestors had taught, all these were being taught at the village level
by their elders, or ancestors. But, today, for the first time, they are going to have a place for
reflection, for thinking as well as for action in the direction to which this Bill will be guiding
them. {tis in that context, Sir, I am extremely grateful to the hon. Minister for creating a new
history, a new citadel of learning for them, to enable them to contribute to this country, to its
development, which they have been doing for centuries in the past.

Sir, some of our Members spoke that the tribal people are not indigenous at all in this
country. According to them, all Indians are indigenous. But even not admitting, but even
stating for the sake of stating, it must be said that in this country, there are people who are
more indigenous than others. We are at different stages of development, and at different
levels of empowerment. And. because of that, it is absolutely wrong to say that the tribal
people are not some Hon'ble Members stated that the tribal people are not indigenous
and that all Indians a-e indigenous. But, this is disproved by the ancient shastras of this
country. Century agc wherein the tribal people have been identified as asuras idaityas
and what not. There are a large number of epithets according to which they have been
described. Not only shastras but also our history, also archaeology describe this. How
can we deny now, § 1?7 These in facts have the history not been written by individual
persons, those who were personally interested but are inscribed in objective records, that
brings out that the tribal people have their own identity, they have their own culture, they
have their own civilisation which, by process of history, by the invasion of Aryans, has
been somewhat destroyed. But, even till, today, the tribal people have maintained
themselves against al! the ravages of the forces which are man-made like the caste system,
like s0 many other evils that have been imposed on the Indian nation. Through all this they
have survived and n.aintained their identity. They have also maintained their ethnicity.
Therefore, Sir, it is absolutely wrong rather preposterous to say that the tribal people are
not the indigenous people and that they are not the aborigines of this country. The
relationship of migratry Aryans with the native is not new to this country. The history of
almost all the differant nations and countries are replete with processes of migration.
There are indigenous people in Australia, in Canada and in various other countries. And it
is certainly a fact that in our country also we have indigenous people and we should not
deny their existence and their right to live and survive.

Sir, some of our friends here have mentioned that the United Nations has passed a
resolution saying that the Tribes are not the indigenous people, which is not true, to the
best of my knowledge. There may be some claims and counter-claims. Some people
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from India might have approached the United Nations saying that Tribes are not the
indigenous people and that, in India, we don’t have any indigenous people; they might
claim to be so. But the United Nations is yet to pass any resolution to this eifect. I am
sure, Sir, the United Nations, particularly the 1L.O Conventions 169 and 107, speak of the
tribal and which gives special rights to the tribes and which stands ratified by Government
of India. The word ‘tribal’ is specifically mentioned in the ILO Convention 107. Therefore,
I would submit that it is not correct to co-opt and destroy some people. Of course, we
believe in an integrated nation; there is no doubt about it. But in the name of integration,
we cannot dilute or destroy a particular group of people by dubbing them as not being
indigenous, or saying that their supporters are foreigners or the Lafter are aiti-nationals.
I am extremely sorry that some responsible Members have made such remaiks.

Sir, there are so many other issues and concern which I could bring to your notice. But
I am sure the hon. Minister has taken note of the concerns of this House cn 2 number of
raised issues like the feeder system of education like schools and differeni colleges.
Otherwise, this university will be there only on paper.

Sir, there are a number of other issues to be thought over like what should be taught in
this university. As I have said, university is a storehouse of knowledge and, therefore,
unless the knowledge system is intrinsic to a particular culture, & particular tradition, the
university will remain only on paper. It is in that context that I submit to the hon. Minister
to find out how exactly the feeder system of education comprising different schools and
colleges and even primary schools, work in formulating certain ideas about the tribal
people, about their civilisation and culture and about the existence of a university for
them where they could look up to their future, where they could formulate a vision for
themselves.

Sir, there are a number of other issues which are not solely concerned about education.
We lack information and ideas which have emanated after Independence. I shall draw your
attention to the Tribal Panchsheel which was eniinciated by Pandit Nehru himself, along
with a famous anthropologist, Verrier Elwin. This Tribal Panchsheel created history in
our country. It talked about how we should not over-administer the Tribes, how we should
not interfere in their culture, how we should not ground very complicated programmes
for their further development to be along then achieved.

Sir, tribal people are by nature very simple; not only that, they are very honest and their
integrity is completely above board. Their society is a highly egalitarian one where even
men and women are equal. All these issues were discussed not only during the Constitucnt
Assembly debates, but also when the Tribal Panchsheel was adopted. Therefore, I would
suggest that the principles enunciated by the Panchsheel should be revived even now:; it is
not teo late Hon'ble Minister, Tribal Affairs also may kindly note.

After the tribal Panchsheel, we had a number of commissions. I recollect the Dhebar
Commission which was a very, very important commission which went into the whole
gamut of issues that enguifed the tribal people of India. There was also a special Committee,
namely, Shilu Ao Committee. That Committee also went into various issues like how
these people are exploited and how their resources are expropriated. They are left with
nothing today. They have not only lost their original sovereignty, but also everything that
they had. Their contribution to the Indian development and to the freedom movement
also have been totally relegated to the background. All these issues, Sir, are very, very
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essential even at this stage to recollect and rewrite modern history of India and then to work
upon it. Just as was done, some time ago, that a special Committee was established for the
Muslim community, I would suggest to the hon. Minister for his consideration, why not the
Government immediately set up a small committee to own their present state of the tribal?
Some of my colleagues have already said about the present conditions of their literacy,
poverty situation, infant mortality rate, etc., which are far below those of the non-tribal
people. Therefore, it is time that the Government sets up quickly a committee to immediately
report to the Government as to what steps should be taken so that their growth is not
stunted, they can come to the mainstream and they will be equal to the rest of the society.

I would subniit, of course, to the Minister for Forests, who has just gone, that the way
the forest resources and the mineral resources have been exploited, it has all the way
gone against them and has been detrimental to their development. They do not have a
house. They have become parasitical today. In Delhi, if you go to any construction site,
if you go to any slum and if you ask any beggar, you will meet a tribal who has been
rendered homeless and who has been thrown away from his or her home and he has come
away here. The mineral resources supported them for a long time, but were taken away
from then. Forests also supported them but we have destroyed those forests. So, it is
time to apportion some shares of mineral resources to them where they had been located.
Some of the States like Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Jharkhand and Chhatisgarh are all mineral
belts and we have been exploiting them, which causes total tribal extermination. Therefore,
Sir, the establishment of a University in these areas will definitely create a history for
them. But, at the same time, we also have to find out how exactly and what exactly the
economic programmes that should be grounded for their survival and growth in the proposed
Central Universities. Sir, one aspect of it is this. Today, the entire Ayurvedic system is,
more or less, dying. The Allopathic system is, to a great extent, destroying the traditional
system of medicine. Sir, the other day, I met some doctors of China who said that your
tribal medicine is the best medicine that we have learnt. Heun Tsiang, the great traveller
who came from China, mentioned about tribal medicine which was in vogue in this country.
He had a small injury — a dog bite. Then it was cured by a tribal person. Sir, there is so
much of knowledge not only in regard to health, but also of education for development of
their own economic status. They have great system of knowledge. So, it is time to explore
them. Therefore, this University should have a separate department on tribal research.
So, far, all the tribal research in this country has become, more or less, a luxury item,
because some scholars, because they want immediate promotions, go into tribal education
and even for tribal research. Therefore, I would be very grateful to the hon. Minister if
this University could give a special focus on the tribal research not only about their growth
and development, economic and social programmes, but also about their history, culture,
tradition and knowledge systems which governed their society in the past. With these
words, Sir, I support the Bill again and thank the Ministry and the hon. Minister for having
brought this Bill. Thank you.

DR. BARUN MUKHERIJEE (West Bengal): Thank you, Sir. At the very outset, |
would heartily congratulate the hon. Minister for Human Resource Development for
bringing this Bill and taking initiative for. the development and growth of the vast tribal
populatjon of our country. But, let me be excused to express some of my apprehensions
in this respect. What I mean is that about a year ago, in this House, when we congratulated
the concerned Minister for bringing the Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional Forest
Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Bill, we had very high hopes about it. We
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congratulated the Minister at that time, but, unfortunately, alt these hapless tribal people
are still awaiting the privileges or benefits of the Bill because these rules have not yet
been framed. As I expect that that will be done soon, similarly, I hope that there will not
be any such obstacle in implementing the provisions of this Bill, as is dreamt by hon.
HRD Minister. As he has taken pains to bring this Bill, we hope that it will be implemented
as early as possible. Before [ highlight a few clauses, let me guote a line from a poem of
Shri Rabindranath Tagore. It is a line from his poem while addressing the highest elite of
the society. The Poet says in Bengali which it means that the people whom we are keeping
at the back will eventually pull us down or pull us back. That is the message from the poect.
I think, it is high time that we cannot keep the tribal population of our country aside awd
keep them at the back. It is a very welcome step toewards upliffment and devzlopmant of
tribal people. So, once again, I congratulate the hen, HRD Minsster for it. 1 hope the hon.
Minister will give a littie clarification regarding syilabus of the courses that should be
taken up in the University. 1think, there may be a line of demarcation about thess courses.
Does this Bill aim at opening any scope for higher education for the tribal studeay, or is
it a University for higher research about this vast tribal trudition, their literature, their
architecture, and all these things?

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN) in the Chair}

I think, there should be a combination of boih because if any tribal student is being
admitted to this University, 1 think, he should have some scope, and, at the same time, the
general education should be there along with some particular emphasis on tribal aspects.
As you know, presently, in many of the Universities, there is scope for taking specialised
subjects also. Suppose, in Kolkata University, students of Bengali literature also have
the scope to take up a special paper on, say, folk art or foik literature at the post-graduate
level. Scope is there. So, I would like to ask whether it would be only limited to that or
post-graduate students of the University would be allowed to take special cubjects or
special papers on these tribal aspects. These are the points, which, | think, if clarified a
little more, will be greatly helpful for future course of action.

With regard to admission criteria, it should also be clarificd whether the tribal people
who are not getting enough opportunities of getting admission in various Universities will
be given preference or not, or, in what way it will justify the words ‘tribal university’. So far
as admission criterion is concerned, I think, that also require some sort of clarification.

I would like to mention a few other points. In section 8§, it has been clearly stated that
every student of the University shall reside in a hall or hostel or such conditions as may
be prescribed by the Ordinances. I think, thereby, it means that it would ideally be a
residential university. In that case, a very pertinent thing that we should consider is, many
of the students coming from the tribal families are not having sound financial background,
1o bear the hostel fee and all other things. [f these things are not subsidised, I think, the
advantage will be taken by the richer peopie of the scciety only. So, if we want to make a
provision for residential University, there should also be a provision for low or subsidised
rates of hostel fee. (Time-bell)

Then, Sir, in the Statement of Objects and Reasons, there is a mention about high
concentration of tribal population and names of some of the States like Madhya Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, etc., are there. This i; all right. But, I think, you should also -

consider including West Bengal in the list beczuse high concentration of tribal popuiation
’
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is there in West Bengal also. So, they should also have some preference like the other
States where a good number of tribal population is there.

1 am sorry to refer to one aspect of the Bill where it has been mentioned about ...
THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Please conclude it now.

DR. BARUN MUKHERIJEE: Sir, | am mentioning about it because, I believe, that all
these provisions will reach many foreign countries and what will they think about it? As
it is stated here, “At the time of admission, every student shall be required to sign a
declaration to the effect that he submits himself to the disciplinary jurisdiction of the
Vice-Chancellor and other authorities of the University”. Sir, I think, it is not a befitting
proposition for this University that is going to be set up. It will lead to a lot of controversy
if the students are asked to give some sort of declaration right at the time of admission. It
think, at the moment, this practice is prevalent nowhere in our country. Moreover, when
it will go to the other foreign Universities and the learned society of the world, they will
think something (Time-bell) awkward about it.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Please conclude it now.
DR. BARUN MUKHERIJEE: I am just concluding it, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): No, no, you have taken nine minutes.
You can take one more minute.

DR. BARUN MUKHERIJEE: Sir, regarding disciplinary aspect and all these things, |
think, it will be better to be liberalised about all these things. There is no provision for
students union. The students will be guided only by the orders coming from the high-ups
in the institution. I think, you must be knowing it better that though all this is in the name
of maintaining discipline, this will go against discipline in the academic institutions.
Let there be some democratic standard while we are going to set up such a university.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): That is enough.

DR. BARUN MUKHERIJEE: Again, I congratulate the hon. Minister on bringing this
Bill and hope that it will be implemented at an early date and some of the suggestions
made not only by me but also by other hon. Members will be taken into account by the
hon. Minister. With these words, I conclude. Thank you, Sir.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.JJ. KURIEN): Thank you, Mr. Bashistha Narain
Singhji. Now, Kumar Deepak Das. Please conclude within four minutes.

SHRI KUMAR DEEPAK DAS (ASSAM): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, I thank you for
giving me this opportunity. This Bill is for promoting avenues of higher education and
research facilities for the iribal people. This is a historical Bill, and on behalf of my
party, T supporti this Bill. While supporting the Bill, I want to raise two, three points for
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the consideration of the hon. Minister. Sir, in the Statement of Objects and Reasons of this
Bill, it has been stated: “The access to educational facilities for the vast tribal population in
the country is very limited and the tribal youth is at disadvantage in higher studies, leading
to quite a low educational and economic status of tribal communities. There is high
concentration of tribal population in the North-Eastern States, and in the area comprising
parts of Madhva Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Orissa, Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra,
Rajasthan and Gujarat. Sir, 1 am representing the North-East region, and I would like to
emphasise that there should be a provision for merit scholarships scheme or any other new
scholarships scheme in this Bill so that our poor tribal people get benefited out of this Bill
while going for higher education. We need not only more qualified but also highly
motivated teachers. In this regard, considering the importance of such matters, there
should be provisions for attractive package of perquisites and support for academic activities,
coupled with appropriate recognition of the outstanding achievements of those teachers.
In this connection, I would like to raise one serious problem that is faced by the universities
of our States. The State Universities are facing serious financial crunch, mainly due to the
inadequate allocation by the State Governments. The same problem is going on in our
State, including the Guwahati University. Due to this reason, recently, the Vice-Chancellor
of the Guwahati University had to resign and the entire student community of the State
went on strike.

Sir, this grim scenario is further aggravated with the UGC ceiling on Plan expenditure up
to three per cent of the total allocation. So, itis time to look into this matter. There is a very
unrealistic situation. Therefore, 1 would like to give one suggestion to the hon. Minister
that this University needs additional grants to increase its corpus fund.

With these few words, I support the Bill and I request the hon. Minister to look into these
financial problems. Thank you.

SHRIMATI BRINDA KARAT (West Bengal): Thank you, Sir. My colleague has already
spoken on behalf of our party. [ would like to join him and other Members in expressing
my deep appreciation of the initiative taken by the hon. Minister in bringing such an
important legislation before the House. I'think, it is in keeping with many other legislations
that we have seen coming from the Minister to protect the basic and fundamental issues
of social justice and to deal with myriad inequities that we have seen in our educational
system, and I would like to congratulate him for it.

Sir, what is of particular significance in this Bill is clause 4(ii). I would like to draw
the attention of the House to clause 4(ii) of this Bill. Among the various important
objects of the University, it is stated in clause 4(ii):

“(ii) to disseminate and advance knowledge by providing instructional research facilities
in tribal art, culture, tradition, language, medicinal systems, customs, forest-based
economic activities, flora, fauna and advancements in technologies relating to the
natural resources of the tribal areas”.

Why I would like to draw the attention of the House to this very important clause is that,
in a way, it challenges, in a significant manner, certain efforts by dominant sections in our
society to impose what they consider civilisation norms on the Tribals and Adivasi
communities. These efforts have started in some corners of the country by trying to legally

.
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renaming the Adivasis as Vanavasis. The term “Adivasi” means the original inhabitant of this
country. They want the history to be changed by renaming them as “Vanavasis”. There is
also an effort to change or homogenise myriad aspects of Tribal cultures, the richness and
wealth of the Tribal cultures, which, 1 consider, in a way, extremely detrimental to the
pluralistic traditions and cultures of our country, and it happens. Why is it successful in so
many tribal areas? Why is it that, today, so many important traditions of democracy which
the so-called mainstream civilised India should try to learn from the Tribal communities is
not happening? It is precisely because these cultures have no institutional backer.

There is no institutional infrastructure not only to preserve but also to defend, strengthen
and disseminate such cultures. In the matter of assimilation, we have seen the destruction
of something which is truly civilisational. My colleague, Dr. Naik, has already referred to
some very emancipatory attitudes that many Tribal communities have towards women
without glorifying it to any extent. There are certain aspects which most definitely the
mainstream India can learn from the Tribals about equal status of women. Therefore,
what 1 would like to stress and what I would like to implore the Minister to take into
consideration is, how to follow up this important initiative. Then the issue of funds is
important. But more important than the issue of funds, the issue of personnel is very
crucial. Now we do not know the kind of people who are going to man this University.
Therefore, there must be, in the selection process, a transparent procedure to ensure that
those who are going to take the feadership in implementing this mandate and charter of
the first Tribal Central University in this country, should be the people who abhor the kind
of homogenisation that we see in more places of India, who would try and promote the
importance of Tribal culture. It is very, very important to have those kind of trained
personnel to head the first Central University in this country. Along with this, I would
like to stress the importance of regional branches and centres. Therefore, when we set
up the Central University, we should have a kind of timeframe in which we should take the
initiative from the Central Government, through this university, to persuade the State
Governments also to set up such regional branches so as to enable the Tribal students,
who may not be enabled or able to go and join the Madhya Pradesh University, to have
such branches within their own States.

My last point does not have much to do with the HRD Minister, except that he is a very
senior Minister of the Cabinet. I am sure he will agree with me that you cannot accept a
right on the one hand and take away a right on the other hand. Where we have accepted
and recognised the rights of Tribals in forests, we must ensure that that Act is implemented
there. | hope both the Ministers, the Minister of Tribal Affairs and the HRD Minister,
will together ensure that there is some comprehensive approach to the rights of Tribals
and both these Acts can be implemented swiftly.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Thank you for adhering to the time. Now,
Mr. Minister to reply...

DR. E.M. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN: Sir, I would just like to seek two clarifications.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): After the Minister has spoken, you can
raise your points. That will be better.

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRIARJUN SINGH): Sir,
I am grateful to the hon. Members for the interest they have taken to comment on this Bill,
which I also consider to be of a far-reaching nature and which would have an impact at a
time when we will not be here. But, I am sure, the generation, which has been ignored, will
come into its own and will make full use of this opportunity that this Bill provides. I know
the limitations because in matters like this, there are so many ifs, which, everybody,
legitimately, has. But, fortunately or unfortunately, all of them cannot be answered at this
time. All I can tell you is that this Bill is not an attempt to gain cheap popularity for any
electoral reason nor is it an attempt to create an illusion for any purpose. Nobody knows
better than me the hardships which our Adivasi people had to undergo. 1 come from a
predominantly tribal area, and I have seen, life treats them so harshly, and, perhaps, we
add to it but don’t subtract anything from it. So all this is there. But [ think a time comes
when we have to lay down the road map for such deprived people with faith and
determination. This Government has decided to do that. And, I am sure, all the inhibitions
that you might have, with your help, it wiil be possible to remove them. 1 must express
my gratitude to the Government of Madhya Pradesh for having assured me approximately
300 acres of land to establish this University. Amarkantak is a place which has its unique
charm. There are some difficulties in communication, but now the Government of Madhya
Pradesh has laid out a good three-lane road, and the railway track, which passes, is hardly
14 kms. from there. In due course, [ am sure, it will be available for travel right up to
Amarkantak. A university is not merely a work of brick and mortar, especially a university
like this. To tell you frankly, I do sometimes wonder whether we have not opened a Pandora’s
Box. It is quite true that like other universities it will not have the infrastructure but then
we have to innovate. We do not need high-rise concrete buildings for it. Similarly, in
selecting the syllabus, we will have to be very, very careful. There is no need to replicate
one more Central university. In India, there is enough to draw from experience in this
regard where we can bring out a syllabus which is both relevant and which also takes care
of the future.

A reference has been made to appointments. Well, I know whatever you may do in the
case of appointments, there will always be something to be picked at. But, till now, I have
chosen not to go through the route, which is the well-established route in the university
system, of appointing eminent people to the research committee and then accepting what
they have to say without any difficulty. It is not the passing of the buck. But I am sure, if
eminent academicians make a choice, I should not try to come in-between. The same
process will be adopted there but with an angle that we must have someone who believes
in this. Merely having a Vice-Chancellor is not enough. We must have a crusader who
will be able to lead that university and establish this university.

Something has been said about the name about which I had said in the very beginning.
The name of Shrimati Indira Gandhi comes to me naturally because I have had the good
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fortune 10 see her operating in many of the development activities in the country and, more
so. regarding the adivasis. Most of the economic routes of freedom that have been made
available to the adivasis today are the result of her initiatives. A lot needs to be done. But
the fact that she took the courage to initiate it itself means much. Therefore, this name was
kept. It is no disrespect meant to the other leaders of the tribal population who have made
a great contribution to the freedom of our country or in any other respect. We honour all of
them. A suggestion has been made that when we name our regional centres. we should
adopt the names of such tribal Jeaders who are there in that area. The amendments moved
are regarding Scheduled Caste. Scheduled Tribe and Adivasi. Scheduled Tribe, of course, is
the official legal nomenclature. But in areas where “Adivast” word has been used, it is in the
general sense because that is what is understocd in this country. Therefore, I will request
my friend not to press for that amendment. I shail make sure that the Scheduled Tribe word
is taken in its correct and full meaning while going about implementing this Act.

Sir, Brindaji has made some observations to which I attach the highest importance. There
is no doubt that in the final analysis, this Untversity, if it is able to fulfil its mandate, will
have to come out squarely for the dispossessed tribals and against the establishment. And,
therefore, 1 seek the cooperation and the blessings also of all the Members to help in
fortifying this University in such a manner that it speaks for the tribais of this country, for
their empowerment, for their rights in the forests, outside the forests and the basic thing
their right to education as equal citizens of this country. This is alt I have to say, and I would
like you to pass this Bill.

DR. E.M. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, actually, the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, in reply to a Starred Question said that among the students
from 1+ standard to 10" standard in Scheduled Tribe areas, there are 8Q per cent dropouts.
Therefore, there are 20 per cent students who remain there for plus 2 and then for going
to the colleges.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No. no: it has nothing to do with this
Bill.

DR. E.M. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN: I am just asking this.
THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): It has nothing to do with this Bill.

DR.E.M. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN: Sir, I am creating the ground for putting the
question. | want to know from the hon. Minister whether the Government will take or the
Umiversity will take steps to have a drive for taking the students from the tribal areas
itself. They simply publish it in newspapers and say that no students are coming forward
for joining it. I want to know whether there will be a drive to find out the eligible students
in the tribal areas and make them recruited.

Secondly, even in the job recruitment, the Scheduled Tribe vacancies are not filled up.
About 99 per cent posts in all categories were not filled up because the advertisements
are not rcaching to the tribal areas. Will the Government take the necessary steps so that
these advertisements also reach the tribal areas? The hon. Minister is very careful in
telling the House that in choosing the Vice-Chancellor or for making appointment to any
other post, they will consider according to the Committee. But, I want to know from the
hon. Minister whether there will be a preference for the tribal area people, a tribal person
who is eligible for becoming the Vice-Chancellor or the Registrar or the head of the
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department of different departments or the clerical cadre or even the attendant. Will the
tribal people be given priority for these posts?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Mr. Minister, would you like to respond?

SHRIARJUN SINGH: Sir, there is nothing to add because that is all part of the process
and it is in the Bill itself that the reservation for tribals at every stage of recruitment will be
taken care of. And, | can only assure the hon. Member that once things are done; he won’t
have all these question to ask.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): The question is:
"That the Bill to establish and incorporate a teaching and affiliating
University at Amarkantak in the State of Madhya Pradesh to
facilitate and promote avenues of higher education and
research facilities for the tribal population in India and to
provide for matters connected therewith or incidental
thereto, be taken into consideration.”
