They are
not treated in a manner they should be. According to a UNESCO report, 69 per cent of
the teachers employed are getting less than what they should. Their qualification is high
whereas their salary is very low. This has to be addressed very seriously. This not only
concerns the schools but also the colleges with regard to guest lecturers.
...(fm‘erru,of/ons)... Sir, to say very frankly, they are being ill-treated. A girl married to a
family where the mother-in-law is getting Rs.15,000 in an unorganized sector, this girl is
getting only Rs.6,000 with a degree of M.A. and M.Phil. This is very saddening. Experts
have come to a conclusion that this is only because the majority of teachers are women
and they are considered as a source of second income in the family. Mostly, they are
vulnerable to exploitation because of socio-economic condition.

So, Sir, the Government should take it very seriously and evolve measures to
introduce a uniform, minimum standard of working conditions. Also, on the terms of
work, especially in self-financing colleges and also in private schools, the teachers are
being treated in a very disrespectful manner; they are also deployed for election duties,
which is an excess duty. The Government should consider teachers as teachers. Thank
