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SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR (West Bengal): Sir, | thank you for giving me this opportunity. |
thank Shri Rakesh Sinha. It was exactly 45 minutes, your usual class time, and we were
all enlightened to be your students. He has spoken a lot of good things. | must
compliment him. He has covered a lot of Indian history and | fully agree with him that we
must all take pride in the achievements of India. We have just a few fine-tuning
guestions. That's all.

You have mentioned in your Resolution 'ancient India' and at another point, you
have mentioned 'Indian knowledge tradition’. These two -- 'ancient India’ and 'Indian
knowledge tradition' -- are different, because Indian knowledge tradition continues
beyond ancient India, through the medieval period and through the modern pericd. We
cannot disown everything in the modern period. We can't send back all cycles to Great
Britain or other things like matches or lanterns, just because they had sent them. We
can't do that. We can't turn back the wheel of history. They were exploiters. They tried
to captivate our minds. There is no doubt about it. They have changed our mindset and
we really require a re-adjustment of our mindset. | fully agree with you. But | would raise
a few humble points.

Sir, the first one is: Why did we forget all that knowledge ? Why did we forget that
surgery? Why did we forget how to drive flying machines? That is one thing that the
proposed commission, if it is set up, may like to find out. Why did we fall back from the
brilliance we had achieved in physics, astronomy and everything, and we are left behind
with only Ayurveda, to which most people don't go, and Astrology? Why have we
forgotten all this? Why is that we have forgotten that? We would like to ask that. We
have to go for introspection to find out.

The second point which | would like to submit is that this forgetting was so
devastating that we have forgotten everything. Let me explain. Samrat Ashoka is the
pillar of our ancient Indian period. You know it; | know it; everyone knows it. Samrat
Ashoka was wiped off from the Indian history. | am repeating that he was wiped off the
Indian memory. Not a single textbook mentioned him for centuries after centuries for
millennia, until he was rediscovered in 1837 in the Asiatic Society, Kolkata, by a young
British scholar, who died the next year, out of overwork. He was James Prinsep. Why
did we forget Ashoka? Was it because he was a Buddhist? Was it because he rose
against the caste system? | am not getting into ™ politics; | am not getting into all that. All

" Expunged as ordered by the Chair.
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| am asking is: Why is it that such a mahapaap happened that Ashoka was completely
forgotten and had to be reconstructed and retrofitted into Indian history ?

| can go on mentioning. Ajanta, the pride of India, was completely obliterated from
our landscape until it was rediscovered in 1819. Why did we have to rediscover it? These
are points which we need to ask ocurselves. | completely believe in your theory that we
had supreme achievements. Butin 1837, Sarnath was found out again. Sarnath was not
destroyed by Bakhtiyar Khilji. Sarnath was found out by digging. In 1851, the famous
Sanchi was rediscovered. | can go on. Bhahrut was rediscovered. The point is, Indian
knowledge had an obsessive urge to retain only selective memory, and not to remember
much of its other history. That is the first point | am submitting. Selective memory is not
bad per se, because we don't remember conflicts we had within ancient India. If the
history remembers conflicts, it leads to a lot of problems.

So, | have just mentioned these features. | am not blaming, but these are the
features. Among the other things, we had even forgotten Indus Valley, Harappan
Civilization. Harappan Civilization was found out and gifted to us between 1922 and 1946.
The first textbook that mentions Harappan Civilization is of 1954 Calcutta. If you were a
student before 1954 -- | have gone through earlier books of Vincent Smith and all those
books -- there is no mention of Harappan Civilization. So, we had a great quality of
amnesia. All the gains, that we are making now, should not be subject to the same
amnesia.

That is my humble submission. If you ever set up a research commission or a
committee, look into why we lost out on such brilliant achievements. We all support the
glory of India. Anyone, who does not support it, is not an Indian. | am very clear
about it.

Let us now come to the next point. When you talk of universities and brilliance of
learning, for centuries after centuries, for two and a half millennia, it was centered to one
caste. | am sorry to say it, it was centered to one caste. Would you like to go back to
one caste? It was not a knowledge that was widespread. It was not knowledge that was
disseminated. It was kept and retained as a code knowledge between one caste and
one caste and one caste only. Secondly, if the kshatriyas had to go through training,
they were given private tuitions by their gurus. We are not referring to that. What we are
referring to is the constriction of knowledge. One, | referred to is amnesia. The second
is constriction. With the grace of God, no such constriction is ever possible. So, | hope
that we all support free, open and casteless education.
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The third point | would like to mention, which may help my good friend Rakesh
Sinhayin trying to understand the limitations of why we lost. The pain of losing out to
foreign powers hurts us as well. It is not that we are immune to it. We do not express it
in such terms. Because of casteism again, we could not touch a person of another
caste and go in for treatment, or surgery and other things. It is again because of that
thing. You can't open a dead body, it is impure. A shavais impure. Therefore, we have
to understand that behind this glory lay limitations. No one is questioning the
magnificence of Indian glory. We are questioning the limitations and we need to uphold
and understand, but in a rational manner. Not in a self-laudatory manner, but in a self-
critical manner. Notin a proprietary manner that | alone am bringing out this knowledge.
It is a knowledge that has existed and all Indians are proud of it. We have retained
certain bits and pieces of it and we must go forward.

| support his Resolution for research commission, but there are certain clauses,
like, making it mandatory for universities. As somebody who loves universities, | do not
like anything that is mandatory on universities. | do not like the word mandate somehow.
Leave it to free thought, free will, free such thing. It is an excellent exposition that he has
made. | am not a killjoy. My humble submission is that there were certain inherent flaws
that prevented this glorious amount of knowledge from transferring itself to material glory
and from material glory to material prosperity that covered the whole of this vast land.

Rakesh Sinha's Resolution because India is one of the oldest countries with rich culture.
This part, | can compare only with four other areas in the world, namely, Greece, Rome,
Egypt and India. Rest of the places were newly added. In fact, even the U.S. is not an
old thing. Only two empires were there, one is Greece and the other Rome, where the
cultural activities were so impressive that people followed everywhere. Now that they are
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not following our culture. They don't adopt themselves to our culture. They don't fight
or they don't work to protect our culture. They are taking care of their culture. It is our
duty to take care of our culture. The only place where | differ is that what is our culture?
That is the question. | can quote one book that recently came which is, 'India Dissents'.
'India Dissents’ is the name of the book by Shri Ashok Vajpeyi. Shri Ashok Vajpeyi is a
Hindi poet and noted cultural and art administrator. He was alsc the Chairman of the
Lalit Kala Akademi. What he says is that India has different thoughts. There were many
scholars who gave different kinds of ideas; all Indians not foreigners. That includes
Gautama Buddha. There are many people who had many ideas and which are all Indians
not foreigners and not posed by the Britishers during their period. It was all earlier to
British. What he says is, India and the Plurality of Dissent: "Bow to him who is the word
both occult and manifest, his glory revealed by the power of the independent mind." He
had quoted this from a book called, Subhashitavall, an anthology of Sanskrit verse
compiled by Vallabhadeva. He says that whatever ideas which come up from this land,
not from foreign land, should be preserved. That is what | think, our colleague, Shri
Rakesh Sinha, was also saying. No British ideas; no ideas of any foreigner. We have
our own ideas. We have different ideas. Repeatedly, | have been telling that India was
ruled by many kings. There were many kingdoms in India. India was so rich in culture
that many people from outside India attempted to enter India and see what is available
there. Maybe they have involved in some of the things like pushing their culture on us
and thrusting their culture on us. But, in one area where | differ from Shri Rakesh Sinha is
that, beyond Vindhyas, that is, South of Vindhyas, there was a different culture. | can
boldly say what Thiruvalluvar said was, 'All men are born equal.’ That is my culture. |
come from an area which is Scuth of Vindhyas. My culture is what Thiruvalluvar said in
my language that 'All men are born equal’ but here it is not possible. | can quote one
example. The way of life of the southernerst is, it is an equanimous society. The
southern society is an equanimous society. There is no difference by birth. That is very
important. | can quote an example. There were four major kingdoms in the South, that
is, the Cholas, the Cheras, the Pandayas and the Pallavas. They were four major
kingdoms. In none of the major kingdoms that the Kings had come from the Kshatriya
class. The concept of Kshatriya is not there in the South of Vindhyas. That is my culture.
When somebody says that Manudharma is your dharma, how can | accept it?7 My
dharma is not Manudharma. | don't say that Manudharma is wrong. That is for them to
keep. Whoever wants to follow Manudharma, they can follow. But, | don't want to
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follow Manudharma because in my area, South of Vindhyas, there is no Manudharma in
force. The Kings, whoever came as a Chola King or a Chera King, were not Kshatriyas.
Today's claim, after this development in the South, every community says that we were
also rulers. They were all in the OBC list and in the SC/ST list, which means there is no
caste difference. But, it has come into us. What we say is, we have to preserve Indian
culture. India is a vast country with huge population. There were many languages
because every culture has created a language or every language has a separate culture.
Likewise, my language has my culture. | do not want to be put into this Manu dharma
concept. Our society is an equanimous society. | agree with Shri Rakesh Sinha
that every culture should be protected, preserved and, | think, he will agree with
me. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH): The next speaker is Dr. Amar
Fatnaik.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, while | compliment my friend, Rakesh Sinhayi, for
moving this Resolution, he seems to have been inspired by historical anecdotes and
academic assertions. | will lend support to him by giving some theoretical background
and support to what he has been saying in his Resolution. So there was the [talian
philosopher, Antonio Gramsci. Antonia Gramsci talks about a concept called 'cultural
hegemony'. | will read a portion of his book. He says, "Cultural hegemony is the idea
that the dominant ideology of society at that time, the beliefs, the explanations, the
perceptions, the values and the morals reflects that of the ruling class.” Of course,
during the time of 200 years of our colonial rule, they were the ruling class and the society
reflected their value system not only in societal level, but also in educational level, cultural
level, at all levels. He goes into saying that dominant ideology justifies the social, political
and economic sfatus guo as natural and inevitable, perpetual and beneficial for
everyone, rather than as artificial social constructs that benefit only the ruling class; to
project as if it is for everybody. And that is the entire genesis of the cultural loss of
tradition, the knowledge tradition that he talks about in his Resolution that has taken
place in this country and not only in this country, the world over. This is a theoretical
concept. Therefore, this is exactly what the Britishers did; cultural hegemony. They tried
to capture culturally the Indian society in its various hues and colours. There is no
undenying the fact which has been mentioned in the Resolution that there is a need to
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undo it, no question about it. No country or people can flourish or be the dominant
power ignoring one's own cultural identity. Therefore, if we follow the Resolution and
develop our own culture, what we have lost, we could actually recapture and exercise
the same cultural hegemony over the rest of the world. And that is why we should all
aspire to do what he has suggested in the Resolution. But the problem is, there are
areas which the Resolution does not talk about and which, | think, are necessary when
we are recapturing our culture and recapturing our knowledge tradition and, that is, No.
1, the cultural intermingling, the confluence, the diversity. While doing all this, we have
to recognise the diversity that was existent in the Indian culture and celebrate the same.
We cannot bring it to one identity as some of the speakers said. We also have to think
about interdisciplinarity. Generally, the British system, the Macaulay system brought in
disciplinarity to a subject. You only do research in one particular discipline. What was
done during the ancient times in our culture, the Takshashila, the Nalanda, was this
interdisciplinarity. A child was studying history, geography, spiritualism, religion,
everything before he became a full-fledged researcher or full-fledged academic scholar
and that is currently missing. So while we recapture this cultural knowledge tradition, we
also have to think about our little traditions.

There are two concepts in sociology, the great traditions and the little traditions.
What is very important is to recognise that we have lost these little traditions because
they have invariably been orally transmitted. Now, in order to recapture the same, we
have to promote ethnographic studies where you have to go and stay with these
communities, stay with those people. That has been somehow missing because
ethnographic studies require 10 to 15 years of staying with the community. There is a
concept called cultural relativism. You cannot interpret somebody's culture unless you
stay with them, you cannot know what the culture is. And, therefore, while we establish
these research centres, we have to be cognizant of this. Sir, | will take two more
minutes. We also have to be very practical about this aspect that a person who spends
fifteen or ten years or even five years in a community to study their culture, to study their
little traditions, the grassroot innovations that may have taken place, that may have been
there, we have to link it to a job. All we have to do is to fund it. The R&D expenditure in
India is one of the lowest even in the areas of Science and technology. We have to be
practical. We have to be pragmatic about the fact that we have to increase our R&D
spending in these particular areas. The States do not have the money. He has
suggested that every State and district should have it. The States can't meet it from their
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resources. | am sure the Government of India should think in these lines because it is
very important. So, we have to also remember, as my predecessor Jawhar Sircarji was
talking about, that while doing research and recapturing our history, our traditions, our
knowledge traditions, our culture, we have to also banish the pernicious practices and,
for example, the most important, the caste system. We cannot recapture something
which was definitely responsible for division in the society and which was used by the
colonial powers to regain and destroy our culture. To perpetuate in the society, we have
to celebrate Raja Ram Mohan Roy; we have to celebrate all those who always spoke
against the caste system.

Sir, lastly, we have to set our own house in order. Let me speak a little bit about
what is already happening in India. At the Indian level, in the University of Delhi, we have
the Department of Modern Indian Languages and Literary Studies which runs a Masters
Programme in Comparative Indian Literature but only talks about literature. We have
something in the J.N.U., the Centre for South Asian Studies. But, you look at Oxford.
Oxford University Centre for Hindu Studies has 22 ongoing projects that have generated
passionate discourse between Western and Indian traditions of scholarship. We have to
be that. We cannot be sitting in an ivory tower and only trying to recapture history in a
limited way and not recapture the world because cultural hegemony should actually take
it to recapture the world not just India. Now, let me also talk about the State level. In
our State, for example, under the leadership of cur Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik,
we have set up a South Odisha Cultural Research Centre at Berhampur University. We
have the Jagannath University of Sanskrit. Now, these are the things that have to be
done and that have to be done at a global scale. Jagannath Culture, for example, is a
cult. No amount of history, no amount of writing is sufficient to describe the full expanse
of that particular culture that is there and a lot of research is required; a lot of money, of
course, is required. We have to do something about it and be pragmatic about it.

Sir, lastly, there was a proposal. When | say, we have to set our house in order,
there was a proposal from Odisha that let us declare Odissi music and confer it classical
status. Why did we do it! We did it because Odissi dance was given a classical status;
Odia language was given a classical status. But, you are not giving it to Odissi music.
Now, we have this piecemeal kind of an approach, when we don’t ourselves celebrate
our own culture, when we don’t celebrate our own proposals which are coming from
research at the State level on the plea that there has not been adequate research. Then,
who will do that research? So, let us also set our own house in order. All these things

will be necessary to establish our cultural hegemony. And, therefore, | support this
proposal wholeheartedly, strongly with this theoreticalsupport that we need to establish
this hegemony only by strengthening our cultural roots, our knowledge traditions and our
cultural institutions while at the same time, giving up some of the practices that, | think,
not going to stand us in good stead.

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): Respected Vice Chairman, Sir, hon. Member, Dr. Amar
Patnaik has already quoted the work of Antonio Gramsci. The life of Antonio Gramsci has
clearly showed importance of fight against the cultural hegemony. He had written a
series of essays called "Prison Notebooks' in jail. The Italian fascist rulers had sent him to
jail and inside the jail; he had written his 'Prison Notebooks' that we are discussing here.
He had clearly mentioned as toc how the colonial powers or the imperialist powers are
capturing the power and how they are utilising it. The basic character of colonialism is
exploitation; wherever, there is colonialism, they will search only for profit. The basic aim
of colonialism is profit. Now, we are living in an imperialist world, there is imperialism and
there is a highest stage of capitalism. Here, | am speaking in front of a mike; some local -
centric spirit has been shared by the proposer of the Resolution, respected Rakesh
Sinhayi. Here,l am speaking in front of a microphone. This is an innovation of Alexander
Graham Bell, a Scottish Scientist. But, we are using this microphone. Another thing,
Albert Einstein, a noted scientist, he was born in Germany. His thecry on relativity and
guantum mechanics are two basic pillars of physics. We are teaching quantum
mechanics and relativity theory in our educational institutions. We are studying the life
and contributions of Albert Einstein. We do not have any hesitation to receive the
contribution of Albert Einstein. His theory, e = mc? is another important thing. We are
utilising this theory wherever our electricity plant is working. Galileo Galilei was an ltalian
scholar, he told us about solar-centric system. He was not from Kerala, Tamil Nadu or
from Northern part of India. We respect Galileo Galilei and also Giordano Bruno, another
philosopher and historian. He sacrificed his living blood for truth and scientific spirit. We
will address all these things in such a discussion. Here, Mr. Rakesh Sinha noted about
K. P. Jayaswal's theory on India, Indian National Education Policy and all other things. |
do not know why Mr. Rakesh Sinha is not addressing the basic spirit of colonialism and
imperialism. The British colonial powers had studied India because they were interested
to exploit Indian resources. Wherever colonialism reach whether it is America or Russia,
they tried to exploit the people, they had studied their culture; they had studied their
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lifestyle and everything. The aim is only one to exploit the common people. So, | think we
should discuss as to what is the Indian concept. Mr. Rakesh Sinha has mentioned lot of
things.

But | am interested to read one thing from Manusmriti. The Manusmriti says that
people who stay between Ganga and Yamuna are superior to other people. Those who
are staying between Ganga and Yamuna, they are superior to other people. Then what
is the status of South Indians? Then what is the status of the people far in North East?
...(Interruptions ).. Yes, all places. ...(Interruptions ).. So, it should be discussed. That
is a very dangerous thing if we are promoting Manusmriti or if we are promoting the
values of the Manusmriti. It should be rejected in this House. A lot of intellectuals, a lot
of social reformers stand against this concept. Bharatiyar was already guoted, and he
quoted names of other Tamil poets. He told us, *"'This country is common asset of all
30 crore people of the country.” “"This is such an incomparable society."At that time
only30 crore people were in India. That is why Bharatiyar said, Mt is truly modern to
the world." That is why we are saying that. So, we are searching for common property,
we are searching for common good. Martin Luther King was not from India. Martin
Luther King was from America. He said, "| have a dream that one day my four little
children will live in a nation; there they will not be judged by the colour of their skin, they
will be judged by the content of the character.” These are the words of Martin Luther
King. How will we reject these kinds of words? So, | like Martin Luther King, | like
Bharatiyar, | like the words of philosophers like Jawaharlal Nehru, Mahatma Gandhi. So,
again, | am interested to share the experience of our nation's Charvaka philosophy and
Kanada philosophy. They all taught us a lot of things. But now where are the books and
where are the theories of Charvaka and Kanada and others? The Brahminical hegemony
should not be allowed here. Then | am interested to quote another word of Jawaharlal
Nehru. He had spoken at Allahabad University, the speech on universities. At that time
he said, 'a university stands for humanism, a university stands for tolerance, for
adventure of ideas and for the search for truth.’ With these words, | conclude here. So,
Rakesh Sinhaji, we will stand together for tolerance, we will search for the truth. So,
opposition against humanism, opposition against manavata, we should stand against
that together. Thank you, Sir.

DR. AMEE YAJNIK (Guijarat): Sir, | am glad that Professor Sinha has come up with the
Resolution making certain requests to the Government. But in the process he has
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shown what educational institutions in the post-independent India have given to this
country. He is one of them. You studied at the Delhi University. That is what | have
learnt. It's in English medium. You did Post Graduation. All your facts relating to fantra
vidya, historical events, traditions, philosophical traditions, manuscripts, colonial
influence, the Vedas, the Bhagvad Gita, the Mahabharat, the Puranas, education before
the arrival of the British and after the British, and western education system, | think are
the result of your library search and today Google search. This is what education does to
a person. It empowers a person. And you have come up with this Resolution after doing
that. | would like to add here to your request. | would have been very happy if you had
put three prayers in your request to the Government.

You have said that you want a research foundation. Well, | think we all agree with
that. We all need research foundation in India. We spent little on research and
development. You have also asked for opportunities to be given to the students at the
district level, so that they can come up with traditional knowledge and so many other
things. In the end, you have said that there should be an organized effort in the country
for the attainment of Swaraj (self-rule) of ideas. This one request itself, | think, requires
seven days of debate. 'Self-rule’ given by Mahatma Gandhi needs to be understood in
the context of Swarg given by Mahatma Gandhi to the country as well as to the world. |
think five minutes would be very little time for me in order to even touch the topic. But |
think he forgot three main prayers or requests in all this. He should have said that this
House urges upon the Government to provide access to education to the children of this
country. 'Access’ | think you have forgotten to mention in your Resolution. Then, 'to
provide infrastructure, both physical and digital’, because we are talking about online
classes. We are talking about a pandemic. We are talking about a post-pandemic
situation. We are talking about the children who are not able to physically go to schools
where schools are not there and the children are waiting for the schools to come. Where
there are schools but they are shut, the children are waiting for mobile telephony and
digital infrastructure. So | think that is not here. | would have been very happy if the
Resolution had mentioned that there should be a provision for buniyadishiksha.
Mahatma Gandhi's words were buniyaadishiksha. Where is that buniyaadishiksha in all
this? How can you forget to write all these things when you are writing right from Vedas
to this day? | think we are in an age where we talk about women empowerment; we talk
of girl child; we talk about laws that we have brought forward in this House which
empower women, whether within the domestic sphere, within the public spaces or at

work places because we want our women to study and go to work, whether in
Government sector or unorganized sector or organized sector or private corporations.
We have not been able to provide safety and security. We have passed the laws. But
how do we provide safety and security to our girl children who want to go to school? |
think these four points were missing in the Resolution and submissions. | think he should
have added them.

Now, coming to whatever he has said, all this is already there. Through the length
and breadth of this country, if you visit educational institutions, you will find libraries
which are equipped with this knowledge. World over, renowned universities have huge
sections on India. People have come to India; they have written about India; some
people have criticized, but all that is in the framework of education, and that is why you
find that there is healthy criticism also; there are points which India should have done,
India should not have done, India should have lived like this and India should not have
lived like this. Sir, when we talk about colonial times, well, the times were different. |
have heard names of philosophers being mentioned here like Antonio Gramsci. But,
then, you have to look at the period when Antonio Gramsci wrote that and when he
wrote about hegemony. Are we today talking about cultural hegemony? We are a
democratic country. Today, we are talking about a country which is one of the largest
democracies in the world. We are faced with different kinds of hegemony, into which |
will not go because that is not the subject matter of this Resolution. But | am very happy
that Shri Rakesh Sinha has come up with this Resolution that by opening the doors of our
minds, we can think on these issues. Supposing that | back this Resolution and all that
is prayed for is granted, how do we bring our children in the mainstream of education?
Where is the infrastructure? Where are the schools? Where are the libraries? Where
does the child go? If somebody is listening to me today, that person is not reading the
newspaper or reading the Rajya Sabha debates. The person is watching me on
Youtube. Sir, we are in the third decade of the 21%' century. Rakesh Sinhaji, we are in a
digital world. You said that T[Tl Wl WH1INT, HTUHT ESIR fHamd [el S That is the

era we are living in. Why can't we think in the progressive direction? You cannot do away

with history; you cannot forget history. But then history is nostalgic; you can't live in
nostalgia for ever. You have to live in reality. So, what does reality say ? Reality says that
if you fall down today and something happens, you need to call a doctor. You don't call a
person who has traditional knowledge; you don't wait for three days for that person to
come to you. You need instant relief.

Sir, | am aware that history has to be part of one's culture. History has to be part
of one's country. But you have to learn lessons from history. We need to equip our
children, students and people to know from where we have come, from the time we
were there in history. India is rich in culture. When | was a student, | also got the benefit
of lovely education. | had Gujarati, Hindi and English, and | opted for Sanskrit. | was
given a choice of these subjects. Where is the choice given today? You have some
fifteen subjects but how do you give that choice? You need to go to a school.

So, Sir, | would like to bring three main points in my submission. One, when we
talk about India, we should not forget that there was a colonial rule of 200 years. We
fought and got our freedom. What did the visionary Jawaharlal Nehruji said about
education? He said that reasoning and rationality are the basis of all learning. Learning
shapes, and it plays the role in shaping India's education sector. That is why, it is not
restricted to only academia but to economic ambitions and social contributions, your
contribution to society. It was his vision for the youth of the country and that is why we
had lITs, IIMs and AlIMS. Today, we take tocc much pride when somebody comes from
abroad, who heads the biggest corporation in the world, of Indian origin having studied
in IIT India. He is heading a corporate company abroad, we take that pride. We forget
the fact that we are unable to provide our students with the same kind of education
where they can head corporates or companies which are abroad or whether these are in
India. We should not forget that these institutions have given these children and these
students to the countries abroad. All of them, who come here, are garlanded, are given
all kind of accolades. Where have you studied? You have studied in lIMs and IITs! But |
do not know how much they should give back to this country. Jawaharlal Nehruj had a
vision and that vision translated into these institutions. That is how our students are
making a mark the world over. It is a small world. It has become a global village
because of digitalization and information technology. That is what Jawaharlal Nehruy did
and not just in the education sector. Let us not forget Lalit Kala Academy and Sahitya
Academy. We are talking about literature, we are talking about art and culture. These
are the institutions given by our visionaries like Jawaharlal Nehruji. We should not forget.
Mahatma Gandhiji said 'Swaraj' or self-rule. Today, when | write something on law and
justice, | have to go back to Mahatma Gandhi. Local self governance, local institutions,
dependence on your own self, that is what Mahatma Gandhiji meant. Buniyaadi Shiksha
was the new kind of education he wanted, that you not only become an individual who is
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good, who believes in non-vioclence and truth, but also affect the vicinity. You should not
live a life that disturbs others. That is what Mahatma Gandhij meant by education and
that is why his education system we have to take forward, that is, Swaraj orself-rule.

Now, coming to decades later on, we brought Right to Education in 2009, put it in
the Constitution in the same House. Let every child study. Let every child empower
oneself with education to know what is good and bad, what is truth from untruth. Thatis
what 2009's Right to Education did and that is where we stand high, tall, as far as our
Constitution is concerned.

There is enough equipment in our libraries, the books. But | would like to bring to
the notice of my learned colleague here about what has happened to the education
system. You may bring traditional knowledge and | am for it. | am for all the urges which
he has made to the Government. Yes, they should be there. We should not forget our
past. We should not forget Nalanda. We should not forget Takshashila. We should not
forget our Vedas. But what was the contribution? We have to learn whatever is
necessary to move forward. We are in a scientific age and we should know what to take,
what to understand, from where we come, where we belong and what we are today. We
are a product of our history, we should not forget that but that is there. What is the
situation today? The New Education Policy has also been brought in the Resolution.
What is this policy ? Are you going to implement it? Are you going to give all the children
of this country education, basic education so that they can move forward as good
citizens in the country ?

Sir, 66.13 per cent of students dropped out from primary schools in my State in
the last two years. In the last three years, girl students dropped out because 18,000
schools do not have classrooms. There is no physical infrastructure. When will you have
books? You will have these things you are talking about provided you have physical
infrastructure. What do you have in mind to bring the physical infrastructure”? You want
the children to study from home. You want them to have a mobile phone but what do
you have done for this digital infrastructure? You put it all on the families. How are they
going to move forward on this education? Take for example, a girl child had to drop out
of school in my State because she could not travel to the higher secondary, that is, for
the 8™ Standard, which was 20 kilometres away. What did the parents tell me?
"Madam, we want our daughter to study. We want her to move forward but | cannot let
her go alone in the bus. | am worried about her safety and security. | have to work in the
fields. My husband has also to work in the fields. How do we trust safety and security 7
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How do we let her go to study?" That is the dropout rate as far as women and girl
children are concerned.

Sir, we talk about all this. We should not forget that when at an international
forum, when | am sitting and talking, it takes too much effort for me not to speak about
dowry and dowry deaths. | feel bad that in my country, women are burnt alive for dowry.
| don't take those datas. | don't speak about that. | feel bad. These are the issues.
When education comes in the mainstream, if you empower your children with education,
they have access to education, they will know what is this. These things were not there
before in our history. When they will read our history, they will say, 'No, it was not
there'. How did it creep in? What made it creep into our system? Why did these things
come which are not civilized? They are violent. How did they creep into our system?
That is what education does. If that education is so enlightening, what is the
Government doing ? Why is it not giving priority to this, instead of giving priority to several
other things? That is what, | think, this Resolution is missing that provide access.
Access is on the part of the state. State's Directive Policies are in the Constitution. It is
a separate chapter that the State has to provide these fundamental and basic things to
the people of the country. That is why the Governments are there. That is why the
governance model. If you cannot provide this kind of infrastructure, how will the children
have access to these systems? Sir, children and education, if they could understand
and they could fight for the rights, where was the need to give them separate rights?
Children cannot make up their minds. They cannot think. We have to think on their
behalf. The Government has to think on their behalf. The Government wants them to be
good citizens. That is why, we need to provide infrastructure, classrooms, benches,
food and mid-day meals that these are the books you will need, this is the school bag
you will need. This is access to education. All this can be a part of the library. If | can
get a data from the Government on the libraries that are existing in our schools, | will be
obliged. So many schools don't have libraries, forget about books. We are fortunate
that we can access the Parliament Library. We can go to some big universities. He can
go to Delhi University, and get access to the libraries. What about the children who want
to find out? Do they use WhatsApp and YouTubes to find out all that is not required for
education? This is the reason why our children are not able to get the education which is
required. Moral science, civic sense, Fundamental Rights, their duties and what is their
work ? What is their behaviour towards society 7 How society behaves with them? This
is education. Even after all this traditional knowledge, if all these Vedas, everything,
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children will have access to them provided you give it to them. Let them read and let
them decide how much it is important to them, how much it is valuable to them, what is
the value of this education, and how will it take them forward. We are talking of going
on the Mars! We are talking about countries coming together. But, we are not able to
do this at the local level. That was the last point | wanted to make. Sir, one more point
that when we are talking about making our children the citizens, | have read a few
Sanskrit scripts. | have also read Buddha and the Light of Asia by Shri Jairamy. | have
seen several other books. | have read all these philosophers that have been named.
But, when it comes to bring practicality to this, to bring it in the practical day-to-day
lives, the governance models, the public service arena where we are there, we,
Parliamentarians are there, other public figures are there and administrative people are
there, where do we translate it into action? How do we translate? It is very good to talk
about the Roman Empire and something that happened in the 18™ Century and
something that happened in the 19" Century, but what is happening in the 21*' Century ?
Are we not feeling ashamed that what is happening to our children, to our girl children
and they are feeling unsafe. The parents are feeling unsafe, going out. This is what is
required in the Resolution, that is, access to education. Go back to the education model
which Mahatma Gandhij said that we need Sarvodhya, we need self-rule, yes, but in the
context of what Mahatma Gandhiyi said, you cannot twist it. You cannot change it. You
cannot modify it. That is what should be done. | will, definitely, be very glad, if Shri
Rakesh Sinhaji comes with a resolution where he brings this kind of urging to the
Government. | would, definitely, support him on such a resolution. Thank you so much.

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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): You speak, there is no worry.

SHRI KUMAR KETKAR: | will not get into the political polemics that are dominating the
debate for the last couple of hours. | don’t support this Resolution because it has
fallacious foundation in the narrative and in the argument. For instance, we must
recognize the fact that the very discipline of Indology, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, came to
India after Europeans came, including the British. Indology became a subject for which
Prof. Rakesh Sinha, has taken recourse to. It is actually an academic discipline after the
Europeans and British came. So, Dr. Rakesh Sinha must recognize first two things that
the idea of modern historiography to which he refers without taking this particular title,
also come from British and Europeans, as far as India is concerned. During Vedic times
or after that, there is no search or there is no research of Indian philosophy and Indian
traditions. So, we are actually following the same Western concepts and Western idiom
about which he has very strong words to criticize. While doing that, he has not taken into
account the simple synonymity that he uses which is totally wrong and fallacious in the
sense that he mixes terms like culture, civilization, traditions, religion, ethos and nation.
All these terms are mixed for making a political argument, which is actually covered by
some kind of semi-philosophical statement. It is essentially a regressive nationalist
defence in the name of =11 UK, | think, it is necessary to understand that these
terms don’t mean the same thing. For instance, in Indonesia, a majority of the Muslims
have names which are like Ramamurthy and Krishnamurthy. Many of the names are so-
called Hindu names. There are many temples in Indonesia, and in many places,
Ramayana and Mahabharata are performed. Yet, Indonesia is a Muslim country. So,
tradition, culture, religion and epics don’t necessarily have national boundaries. We must
not mix up national boundaries with national cultures and national civilisation. For
instance, in Australia, many aborigines are following the Indian lifestyle and Indian
customs. That doesn’t make them Indian. So, culture, civilisation, tradition, ethics and
ethos of what they call ‘Indian type’ are not necessarily the same and they are not
synonymous. S0, this is another fallacy, apart from the first fallacy of Indology and
historiography.

S0 much reference has been made about Takshashila, but nobody dare to use
the word Pakistan. Takshashila is in Pakistan. That Takshashila is supposed to be our
pride, which happens to be in Peshawar, Pakistan. It is necessary to understand that till
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14 August, 1947, India meant Pakistan, Bangladesh and perhaps some parts of
even Myanmar. That is why when Tilak was arrested, he was at Mandalay, in Rangoon,
in Myanmar, and Subhash Chandra Bose was also in Mandalay, which is today a part of
Myanmar. So, that was all part of ‘British India’. When you talk of Indian culture and
Indian past, all that is included here and many people claim that it was right up to
Afghanistan. So, cultures don’t define national boundaries; civilisation doesn’t define
national boundaries. Therefore, to use today’s political polemics, to define old
civilisation, culture and tradition is actually making a big argumentative fallacy.

It is, therefore, necessary to understand the Indological research, if anybody
wants to do, it is more than in the British universities, even in Bussian universities, and let
me tell you, even in the Chinese universities. We may not be studying as much about the
Slavic culture or the Chinese culture in our universities but they have big departments on
Indology and the so-called Indian culture, on this region’s culture, which doesn’t define
national boundaries.
