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*DISCUSSION ON THE WORKING OF THE MINISTRY OF TRIBAL AFFAIRS

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, we will continue the discussion on the working of
the Ministry of Tribal Affairs. Shri Suresh Gopi.

SHRI SURESH GOPI (Nominated ): Thank you, hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for giving
me this opportunity. | am standing in deep gratitude towards my Party's Chief Whip
and also the Parliamentary Affairs Minister. ...(/m‘erru,oz‘ions).. .

MURALEEDHARAN): Sir, he is in the washroom. He is coming. ... (Interruptions ). ..

SHRI SURESH GOPI: Sir, since yesterday, | was very closely listening to the material
content raised by Netamiji, Phulo Deviji, Rathwaji, Shiv Pratapji, Solankiji and
Sampativaji, who had deep interest in tribal affairs and the well-being of the tribals,
and | was very closely listening to the contentions raised. ...(/nferru,otions).. .

SHRI DEREK O'BRIEN (West Bengal):  Sir, | have a point of order.
...(Interruptions ).. .

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The Minister is already here. ...(Interruptions).. . Gopiji,
please continue. ...(Interruptions ).. .

SHRI SURESH GOPI: Sir, | had pleaded for time and | do not know how much time |
have got to speak !

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN? Your time is nine minutes.

* Further discussion continued from the 15" of March, 2022.
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SHRI SURESH GOPI: Okay, if | run out of time, | just want to make sure that | put my
prayer first and then raise the issues that | have come across concerning the lives of
tribals in Kerala.

So, as my first prayer, through you, Sir, | urge the Minister of Tribal Affairs,
Arjun Munda ji, to put pressure on the Ministry of Tribal Affairs or the National Tribal
Commission to make an urgent visit to the main tribal hamlets in the State of Kerala.
...(Interruptions ).. . May be all the States but Kerala needs a very different focus.
My colleague from Kerala, Mr. Sivadasan, who belongs to the CPM has put forth
some data. | do not have report or data from the indices but | have socme very factual
evidences, which | collected in my 3-day visit that | made just four days back to the
tribal District named Wayanad in the State of Kerala. | attended 27 meetings clogging
4 to b colonies into one meeting and, in effect, almost covering 130 to 140 colonies in
Wayanad District. Let me share with you the drinking water and housing problems in
all these areas. | was so astonished and annoyed. | read the speech of Solanki ji.
Being a tribal, how happy he was about the disbursal of Central Government's funds
in such States where they come from! Netam ji also presented a flowery and fragrant
picture, which is definitely not there in Kerala. Mr. Sivasadan also presented some
data to prove his contention that the funds given by the Ministry of Tribal Affairs or the
budgetary allocations were not disbursed appropriately and timely. But, here,
through you, Sir, | just want to ask some questions.

Sir, the first colony that | visited was Kolattur. Four other colonies around it

were also there in the meeting which had around 2,000 people from the tribal
community and localites also. They did not have drinking water. They raised this
issue. | did not have the money to spend from my MPLADS funds. | had to spend a
meagre amount out of my pocket for the pumps, submersible pumps, pumps for
lifting water into the tank which was already there, and the same night, | went back
travelling around 120 kilometers to that colony again in the wee hours of the night
inaugurating the drinking water project. Yesterday, the channel belonging to the Left
Alliance Group, Shri Shreyams Kumar, has reported that the Kerala Government had
rehabilitated Adivasis 12 years back and they are still living in minor hutments which
will contain all that water, from the first to the last of the rain water, in their homes.
This is the pathetic, the poignant, the deplorable and lamentable and sad state of
affairs of the tribal people in Kerala. ...(/m‘erru,oz‘ions).. . No, nc. Please. | am
saying it on record. Edamalakkudy was picked as the last village in the country in the

hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modi ji's focussed action plan for supplying electricity.
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But it was only the last village, and, the last home in that village or the first home in
that vilage, was the responsibility of the State Government. Did they do it or not?
Even if | am retiring from politics, my friend Mr. John Brittas should come forward with
facts or data ruling out my contention. This is my request.

Again, for Edamalakkudy, | had given Rs. 12.5 lakhs from my MPLADS fund.
This is happening again and again. The Collector told me that the BFO of Idduki is
poking his nose into this and this money cannot be utilised. It may happen after
various processes after one-and-a-half years, and my term is ending this April, Sir.

SHRIJOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, he should be brought back.

SHRI SURESH GOPI: So, | cannot put that money to be lapsed. | had to pay again a
huge sum of Rs. 5.7 lakhs from my pocket to have the drinking water drawn from an
uphill spring to the adivasi hamlet. This is the condition. | have umpteen numbers of
other reasons to prove that tribal life is not as flowery or even budding and not at all
fragrant as is being projected. | do believe in their reports. | am happy over their
happiness, but it is not happening for Kerala. Again, when it comes to Wayanad
District, the Central Government, the NITI Aayog, got Wayanad District empanelled
into the list of Aspirational Districts. The Government in Kerala, in December, 2018,
did not want Wayanad to be enlisted. The then Chief Secretary, | don’t want to name
him, said we do not want Wayanad in that list. | along with our then alliance partner,
Shri P.C. Thomas, went on an agitative mode and then the Chief Secretary was
forced to recall his request and put in place a fresh request for getting Wayanad into
the list of Aspirational Districts. But what after getting listed is a big question.

There are lots of other issues relating to practising doctors among adivasis,
who practise traditional adivasi ayurveda. If | remember correctly, you were also
there. We had the Medical Amendment Bill allowing practising doctors without MBBS
degree to carry on with their medical disbursals. | wish that these practising adivas/
doctors or vaidyvas be permitted and let to have a living. Otherwise, you will see them
clogging with German patent institutions taking them in bulk. Same is the situation in
Kannur-Aralam, Thrissur-Peechi, Chalakudy-Perunnal.

The issue of infant mortality rate is again and again being raised in so many
subjects which are brought into discussion relating to adivasis or women welfare. Sir,
the toxicity is being pushed on to their tongue. They are used 1o having rag/ for their
staple food. The rag/ cultivation was vast and wide in adivasi hamlets. The State
Governments have denied cultivation of rag/ and pushed rationing into their guts,
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which has pushed in toxicity which has spoiled their uterine system and all
reproductive organs. | have only one request, Sir. Please send the Tribal
Commission on a very harsh survey and keep the Central Government informed about
what all enhancements in the form of focus on upliftment of tribal life are required.
(Time-bell Rings)

| am very cbedient, Sir. You have rung the first bell. | am sitting down. Thank
you very much.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Dr. Prashanta Nanda.

DR. PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Thank you, Deputy Chairman, Sir. In my
speech, | would like to attract the attention of hon. Minister to very many difficulties
faced by different States in different schemes. The first scheme that | will be
discussing is the Special Central Assistance to Scheduled Castes Sub-Plan (SC/—\ to
SCSP). Under this programme, the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment has
been providing funds for the SC Welfare Schemes. After 2012-13, the Ministry has
been providing less amount of funds in comparison to the funds proposed by the
State Government in the Action Plan. Besides, the Ministry releases funds mostly
during the 3" and the 4™ quarters of the financial year. Hence, the expenditure of the
grants gets unusually delayed in every financial year. During the current financial
year, the grants from the Ministry under the SCA to SCSP are yet to be received.

Next | will talk about the Grants for Infrastructure Development under the SCA
to SCSP. The Ministry releases funds for infrastructure development in SC populated
villages up to 2017-18 under the SCA to SCSP. But from the financial year 2018-19,
no funds have been released by the Ministry under the SCA to SCSP for infrastructure
development. The Ministry is providing funds for infrastructure development in SC
populated villages having more than 50 per cent SCs in a village which are selected
under the Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana (PMAGY). But for those SC villages
which are not included under the PMAGY they also require necessary funding under
the SCA to SCSP. Accordingly, the Ministry may release funds for infrastructure
development under the SCA to SCSP.

Next is the Special Central Assistance to Tribal Sub-Scheme (SCA to TSS)
and Article 275(1). Under the Scheme, the Special Central Assistance to Tribal Sub-
Scheme (SCA to TSS) & Article 275(1) of the Constitution of India, 100 per cent
grants are being received from the Ministry of Tribal Affairs, Government of India, for
development and welfare of tribal people. It supplements the efforts of State
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Governments for development and welfare of tribal people as an additive to the State
Tribal Sub-Plan (TSP).

Approval of projects and flow of funds under both SCA to TSS and Article
275(1) Schemes have receded considerably in the last few financial years which is a
matter of great concern for the State Government since it is greatly affecting the tribal
development initiatives in the State.

The Ministry of Tribal Affairs has recently changed the scheme from 'Special
Central Assistance to Tribal Sub-Scheme (SCA to TSS) to 'Special Central
Assistance for Tribal Development (SCA for TD)'. The SCA for TD scheme will aim
towards integrated development of tribal dominated villages as model village (Adarsh
Gram). The revised scheme guidelines will impact different programmes or activities
which have already been initiated under the SCA to TSS like 'Mission Jeevika'.
Release of funds under the SCA to TSS and Article 275(1) schemes by the Ministry of
Tribal Affairs is being linked to the submission of UCs or Adigram Status against both
the schemes. However, provisioning of funds proportionate to the tribal population of
the State under the SCA to TSS and Article 275(1) is a constitutional entitlement of
the tribal communities of the State. In case the funds are not released to the State as
per the entitlement, the State may not be able to make a prospective plan for holistic
development and welfare of tribal people. The Ministry of Tribal Affairs shall consider
releasing the entire funds to the State as per the entitliement under both the schemes.

Sir, | would like to ask this. Though the Government of Odisha has
recommended 169 cases for inclusion in the ST List of Odisha and has been
submitting clarifications and justifications for inclusion of each community, why have
they not so far been included in the ST list?

May | know this from the hon. Minister, through you, Sir? Is it a fact that the
Task Force of the Ministry of Tribal Affairs in 2014 have recommended for inclusion of
nine communities in the ST List of Odisha? If yes, why have the recommended
communities so far not been included in the ST list?

Then, Sir, | come to the recommendations of Task Force. The Ministry of Tribal
Affairs, Government of India, had constituted a Task Force under the chairmanship of
Secretary vide notification dated 03.02.2014 to examine proposals for inclusion of
communities in the ST list. The Task Force examined the proposals for inclusion from
various States including 107 proposals from Odisha and, in its report, notified by letter
no.12026 dated 03.07.2014, has recommended following nine communities of Odisha
for inclusion in the ST list of the State on priority basis. Firstly, Kandha Kumbhar as
subset of Kandha at Sl. No.31 of ST list of Odisha. Secondly, Jodia, Jhodia, Jadia
and Jhadia as a synonym of Jhodia Paroja and a subset or section of
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Paroja/Parja/Paraja tribe at Sl. No.55 of ST list of Odisha. Thirdly, Chuktia Bhunjia as
a section of Bhunijia tribe. Fourthly, Saara as a synonym of Savar, Sahara and Shabar
tribes at SI. No.592 of ST list of Odisha. Fifthly, Mankidia should be included as
synonym of Mankirdia. Sixthly, to include Porja as phonetic variation and Bareng
Jhodia Paroja, Penga Paroja/Pengu Paroja and Selia Paroja as sections/subsets of
the Paroja/Parja/Paraja at Sl. No.55 of ST list of Odisha. Seventhly, Banda Paraja
and Bonda Paraja should be included as minor phonetic variations Bondo Poraja.
Eighthly, Durua, Dhurua and Dhurava should be included as phonetic variations or
synonyms of Dharua and Dhuruba at SI. No.17 of the ST list of Odisha. And ninthly,
Paharia as a subset or section of Gond tribe at Sl. No.22 of ST list of Odisha with area
restriction for Kalahandi, Bolangir and Nuapada districts.

Sir, till date, no action has been taken for inclusion of these communities in the
ST list. | request the hon. Minister to definitely respond to all these things which | have
put forward to him. That is my complete speech. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Binoy Viswam; not here. Then, Shri G.K.
Vasan.

SHRI G.K. VASAN (TAMIL NADU): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the Government of
India at the highest level has taken a keen interest in ensuring development and well-
being of the Scheduled Tribes. Among the varicus initiatives and welfare schemes,
the Government of India has, inter alia, been adding more tribal communities to the
list of Scheduled Tribes with a good intention and with a view to providing them the
benefits of constitutional guarantees for their socio-economic development.

At this juncture, | would like to remind the hon. Minister about two
communities from the State of Tamil Nadu in respect of which | had already requested
for grant of Scheduled Tribe status and raised the matter in this august House. One of
them is the Badaga community from Nilgiris District in the State of Tamil Nadu. The
Badagas, an indigencus community of the Nilgiris Ditrict, Tamil Nadu, have been
demanding for the past 70 years that they be included in the list of Scheduled Tribes
of both the Central and State Governments. That Badaga community has evolved
itself as a community with rich cultural traditions over a long period of time. The point
to be underlined is, till the 1931 census, the Badagas were classified as 'Important
Primitive Tribes'. However, in 1950, the community was deleted from the Scheduled
Tribes list for reasons unknown till today.
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The other community, for which | would urge the hon. Minister to grant
Scheduled Tribe status, is the Narikurava community. The Narikurava community
had migrated to the southern States from other parts of India. Today, in Andhra
Pradesh, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh and Kerala, they have been included in the
Scheduled Tribes.

A Bill to give effect to such inclusion of Narikurava community in the list of
Scheduled Tribes was introduced in the 15™ Lok Sabha, that is, Bill No.160/2013 and
in the 16™ Lok Sabha, that is, Bill No.352/2016 on 4.10.2017. Unfortunately, on both
occasions, the Bill got lapsed.

| would like to take this opportunity to once again appeal to the hon. Minister to
grant Scheduled Tribe status to these important communities so that they can get the
benefits guaranteed under the Constitution, besides availing of benefits under various
Schemes operated by the Government for the welfare of Scheduled Tribes. Thank
you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Dr. Amar Patnaik.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, overall, | would like to place on record the fact
that the allocation to the Ministry of Tribal Affairs has always increased over a period
of time, however, the absorption capacity, that is the capacity to spend has not
matched up to the allocations made.

So, the biggest problem in the strategy of tribal
development by the Tribal Affairs Ministry, traditionally, | think, has been on three
counts. |callit as the CIA, it is not the American Intelligence Agency; it is 'G', lack of
convergence, '|I' - lack of institutional championship and 'A’ - lack of awareness. In
fact, the convergence which is supposed to take place between various schemes of
Government is lacking in the tribal pockets, even though a number of schemes have
been introduced and a number of schemes have been introduced in the current
Budget allocation, for example, very futuristic Venture Capital Fund. | think these are
very good initiatives. But they will not succeed unless there is a convergence
established and this convergence can be established only if there is an institutional
championship. There is lack of championship. If you leave it to Government officials
alone, this is not going to happen. You need to have community motivators,
community champions. You have to groom them up and they are the ones who
would bring about convergence. The third aspect is awareness. In fact, Sir, | was
very disappointed to see the observation of the Standing Committee Report of 2020
which says that even various MPs and MLAs were not aware about the schemes in
place for STs in India. This is a very sad state of affairs. We need to make the
people, the tribal people aware so that they participate in the schemes that are meant
for them. Unless that is achieved, the development will not take place. Lastly, Sir, |
would like to say that the Eklavya Model Residential School is a very good initiative.
Even though more number of schools have been planned in the current Budget
allocation, unfortunately, the operationalisation of these schools is lacking to the
extent that we expected. For example, in the last 23 years, only 285 Eklavya Model
Schools could be made functional. In Odisha, for example, only 19 out of 70
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sanctioned Eklavya Model Schools are operational. | would request the hon.
Minister, through the hon. Chair, that there is a need to make these Eklavya Model
Schools functional, operational and tech savvy. | get a lot of request from various
people to give digital assets to these people so that the monitoring of these schools
can be made properly by the Principals, by the hostel matrons. | think that is not
being done. Technology has to be brought in to manage these Eklavya Model
Schools and they are actually going to be the change agents in the tribal areas as far
as education is concerned. So, | would repeat to the hon. Minister to take charge of
the Eklavya Model Schools to make them functional, make them tech savvy and make
them deliver by actually monitoring every component which would make them
operational. For example, when the sanction is to be given; when land is to be
occupied; when the construction of building will take place; break each down and |
think that will deliver the results. Thank you so much, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shrimati Vandana Chavan.

SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN (Maharashtra): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, India is
home to the world’s largest population of tribals who are scattered across the length
and breadth of our country. They are marginalised and they are vulnerable to varied
kind of impacts. Therefore, it is more than apt that the Chair has decided, the House
has decided to discuss the Ministry of Tribal Affairs and the issues concerned with
that. Therefore, | share the feelings of Rijiju/ and | congratulate the House for
having taken this up. The tribal people, accounting to 8.6 per cent of India’s
population, face several issues and challenges ranging from health and nutrition to
lack of education, erosion of identity, alienation. They face fear of displacement,
rehabilitation, unemployment, exploitation, non-implementation of PESA, and the list
can just go on endlessly.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH) in the Chair.]

In my limited time, Sir, | wish to flag only two pointers on education and health.
Sir, education in case of tribals is not only for economic development but more so for
building their inner strength in meeting new challenges of life. Education forms the
basis of development and empowerment, and therefore all efforts need to be made to
increase the percentage of the educated amongst the tribals.

Sir, | wish to point out a few steps that the Government, that the Ministry,
needs 1o take in this behalf. We see that the population, the adult population, staying
in the Adivasi areas, the tribal areas, is not educated and, therefore, cbviously, they
do not understand the importance of education. And, even if we provide schools in
the vicinity or we provide residential schools, we find that the parents are not keen on
sending their children to school. Instead, they would send them for remunerative
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employment and therefore we will have to create massive awareness amongst the
adult population in the tribal areas to make sure that they understand the potential of
education and they send their children to school.

The second point, Sir, is, we see that of more than 600 tribes that live in our
country, there are various dialects and various languages that they speak.
Unfortunately, when they go to schools, the curriculum, the course material is all in
the local State language, maybe, Hindi or other languages. However, the Adivasi
children therefore wean away from schools because, maybe, they find difficulty in
understanding their language and therefore course material needs to be prepared,
teachers need 1o be trained, so that the children can be taught in the local language in
their particular dialect.

Sir, the third point that | would like to make is that a lot of teachers are seen to
be remaining absent from the schools and therefore we need to see if we can train
teachers, if we can select teachers from the area who stay in tribal areas so that they
understand not only the culture but, of course, know the language and therefore can
connect better to the children who they are meant to be therefor.

Sir, another point that | wish to stress upon is that vocational training and skill
development need to be taken up with topmost pricrity. Sir, traditional art and craft is
very famous of all the Adivasi areas. It has to be supplemented with better material,
with technology which is not only useful for them to procure material but also sell it
online wherever possible. The inherent knowledge of the Adivasis of the forest
goods, the forest produce, the natural or the medicinal value of the plants is there
amongst the adult population. We have to make sure that this is translated to the
younger generation also and therefore special efforts in that behalf also need to be
taken up by the Ministry.

Sir, my last point, as far as education is concerned, is that special effort needs
to be taken by the Ministry to develop leadership qualities in young men and women
because these are the young men and women who can lead their communities, who
can promote educational and economic interest, who can protect the Adivasis or the
tribals from social injustice and also all forms of exploitation.

Sir, coming to the health component, we all agree that tribal communities have
poor health and the access to healthcare is very, very low. However, it is saddening
to see that there is no reliable data which is available on the tribal health. | don't know
how the Ministry or how this Government has not felt the need. When they talk about
technology, when they talk about data collection, how is it that they have not been
able to collect data? We may have made mistakes but now, at least, if after 2014
everything is changing in this country, then | think that also should have been taken
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up with right earnest. So, the reliable data have to be put on record. There are no
comprehensive policies that meet the need and therefore there is no application of
mind in that behalf.

Sir, my second point in this behalf is that tribal healthcare in our country usually
falls within the ambit of rural healthcare. The assumption that the problems and
needs of tribal people are same as rural population is absolutely incorrect, and | am
sure we all prescribe to the fact, we understand the fact that a village is a more
organized section whereas a tribal area is an area where they have absolutely no
education and have to move around in jungles and forest, hills and mountains and
such kind of terrain.

Therefore, the kind of diseases that they contract is much different from the
rural areas and hence, we need to separate cut the health needs of the tribal people.

Sir, | now wish to draw the Minister's attention to a report called 'Tribal Health
in India - Bridging the Gap and a Roadmap for the Future.' A 12- member expert
committee, headed by Dr. Abhay Bang, a well-known public health pioneer working
for 35 years in Gadchiroli, after a four-and-a-half years' long study, presented a
report on August 9, 2018. The Committee made certain recommendations. It was
the first study of its kind in our country. There were ten or eleven recommendations
that they made, but | would like to read out four which | feel are important. The first
recommendation that was made was that an annual budget equalling 2.5 per cent of
GDP on per capita basis must be allocated and spent on tribal healthcare. That
comes to Rs. 2,500 per tribal. Where is that money? Is there any such provision
made for them? This Report was tabled way back in 2018. It has not seen the light of
the day. The second recommendation made was that there should be constitution of
a tribal health council and directorate for tribal health at both, the Centre and States.
This is, cbviously, because a lot of credence has been given to the need that we have
to change the health systems of the adivasi area or the tribal areas. Unfortunately, no
such step has been taken to focus sclely on tribal health, generation of data,
reviewing finances and monitoring programmes. It further recommended that service
delivery needs to be restructured so as to make 70 per cent of its resources target
primary healthcare, providing a wider basket of healthcare services at the lower level.
That was, again, not done. One of the last points out of the ten was to match all the
above with adeguate human resources and infrastructure. Again, nothing has been
done. We know that the doctors do not go into tribal areas and they do not want to
go and practice there. Therefore, we will have to find out some novel measures to
see whether we can train youngsters in that area to become paramedics. This kind of
initiative needs to be taken. Unfortunately, nothing has been seen. Both the
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Ministries welcomed this. They promised action, but nothing has happened. |
understand that the NITI Aayog has also recommended that the Ministry of Health
should initiate such action based on the Report.

Sir, | wish to draw the attention of the House and the hon. Minister to the fact
that in 2020, that is, two years after the Report was tabled, Dr. Bang, wrote to the
then Minister of Health, Dr. Harsh Vardhan, and | quote, ''During these two years, an
estimated 1.5 million tribal people have died. While other problems like malaria,
malnutrition, pneumonia, diarrhea, tuberculosis and snake bites continue to take the
lives of tribal people, the ongoing Covid-19 epidemic may create havoc as the tribal
people might be particularly vulnerable due to lack of healthcare.” This was an
important intervention from a person who had prepared a detailed report. The
response was, 'Due action will be initiated”. This was in 2020. We are in 2022.
There has been a Budget. We are talking about tribal affairs being the topmost
priority of this Government. What has happened to that Report? Has it seen the
wastepaper basket? Thatis what | wish to ask. Thank you, Sir.

Chairman, Sir, | hail from Gujarat and this is for the first time that | have got an
opportunity to speak in this house. Hence | would like to speak in Gujarati. Sir, the
community about which | have got an opportunity to speak, has not been given any
importance by the previous Governments. "

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH): Okay, please continue.

SHRIMATI RAMILABEN BECHARBHAI BARA: © The community which | belong to and
the community about which | have got an opportunity to speak is the tribal
community.

Sir, | have to say with a profound sorrow that for years together, Congress has
ruled India, has worked to gather votes from our community and has worked to
tamper with our sentiments. But today, with a great pride, | want to say that when the
Bharatiya Janata Party Government came to power under the leadership of Shri Atal
Bihari Vajjpayeeji, at that time, the seeds of development for our community were
sown. Today, in the Modi-led Government, that seed has become a banyan tree and
the entire tribal community is enjoying  the fruits of inclusive development. Sir,
educated people from the Opposition were talking about the Budget. Our hon.
colleague, Rathwaji from Gujarat is not present here. Hon. Phulo Devi is also not
present here. Many friends talked about the Budget. Sir, with a great regret, | wish to
say something. QOur country became independent in the year 1947 and the
Government of the late Atal Bihari Vajpayeeji was formed in 1998 and a tribal person
became a Minister in the Central Government. For 48 years, the tribal society of the
whole country kept waiting for a Minister from the tribal community and a separate
Budget for the tribal community and for the development of the tribal community. But
sadly, | have to say that my colleauges from the Congress party have no right to
speak about the tribal society because they have never worked for tribals. Atalji's
Government came and worked to connect the villages with paved roads, worked to
interlink the rivers and, today, the son of Gujarat and the Messiah of the poor who is
at the helm of the country has started working for the welfare of the tribals of the
country. The Congress worked to make the tribals the labourers but today the
Bharatiya Janata Party Government, the Government of Shri Arjun Singh Munda is
waorking for the education of tribals and they want the tribal youth to become pilots.

" English translation of the original speech delivered in Gujarati.
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Mr. Vice Chairman, Sir, | would like to draw your attention to the fact that when
our hon. Prime Minister, Modiji was the Chief Minister of Guijarat, he had said, " When
| travel to the tribal areas by helicopter, the poor tribal youth and people come to
see the helicopter.” These were the words of our Prime Minister. He said, "l
am pained to see this. One day, | want to see my tribal sons and daughters
flying aeroplanes and | want to make that dream come ftrue. " Hence, our
Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji started the pilot training course in Gujarat, so that
tribal sons and daughters can become pilots. And today | am proud to tell you that in
the days to come, my tribal society is going to develop and this is happening in the
whole country. Speaking of Eklavya Residency, -~ my colleauges are not sitting here
-- it was said that girl students are dropping out of school. Has anyone researched
why daughters drop out of school? Did anyone investigate that? Did anyone worry
about that? No. But when the Prime Minister of the country was the Chief Minister of
Gujarat, he organized Kanya Kelavani Rath Yatra. What are the problems of girl
children? Why do girls drop out of school halfway through? Why is the drop out figure
rising? And, the reason was a common toilet. The schools did not have toilets.
Where does a girl student go if she has the need to go to the toilet during school
hours 7 This was the reason for a large drop-out of girl children.

Hon. Vice Chairman Sir, who is the last person in the society? The answer will
be the tribals. So, what were the schemes for the tribals during the Congress regime ?
My Congress friends may kindly name a single scheme. The only scheme that
prevailed was the Indira Awas Yojana. And what is the cost of Indira Awas? Starting
from Rs. 9,000/-. Today, the Prime Minister of our country builds a tcilet in the
house of every poor person and that too for twelve thousand rupees! Is this not a joke
on the tribal poor, an accommodation worth nine thousand rupees, whereas they
have a toilet now worth twelve thousand rupees. The Congress has never stopped
mocking the tribals, mocking the poor and that is why the tribals will never
forgive Congress. What we need today is an excellent road network. Today we see
that the Government of hon. Narendra Modiji, the Government of Arjun Singh
Mundaji, is developing roads so that remote areas can be connected to the main
roads. This will allow inaccessible areas to be connected to the main roads. The
Bharatiya Janata Party Government wants to connect the tribals with the mainstream
and, for this, eight ropeways will be connected up to a distance of 160 km. The
Congress Government did not think of this. Separate schemes have been prepared
for the marginalised sections of the society.

Today, | want to congratulate the Prime Minister through
the hon. Minister. Poor children missed out on education during the Corona period.
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Schools were closed. Kids from rich families study online but where do poor kids go?
This concern has also been raised by our Government in this budget. The TV channel
network was expanded and the number of the number of Televisions given to the poor
communities was increased to 200 TVs for every community. Not only that, requisite
provisions have been made in the Budget so that every State can impart education
through its regional language. This Government does not stop here. | remember the
words of Modji. Modiji says that if one part of our bedy is damaged, then, the body
cannct be said to be healthy and if any organ of the society is weak, the society
cannot be considered as a healthy society. In the same way, if any part of
the country is weak, we cannot call that country a strong country. And that is
why, Modiji asked to conduct a survey. There are one lakh seventeen thousand
tribal villages in the whole country and there is more than 12 crore tribal
population in the country. But the 119 tribal districts were not developed. Even
today these districts are undeveloped. And most of these districts have on large a
tribal population. Hon. Modiji ordered a survey of 119 districts. By conducting the
survey, the missing physical facilities, roads, drinking water etc. were provided in
these districts. The Government planned to develop these districts by allocating
separate budgets to bring them in line with other developed districts. That is why |
congratulate this Government. It has been noted that this program has been named
as Akankshi District Development Planning Program. UNDP has also taken a note of
it. UNO has also taken a note of the same and has praised this program. Henceforth,
| would like to tell all of you that the way the Government of Narendra Modi is doing
the work of tribals is commendable. | come from a village; | come from an ordinary
village. As a girl child, | have also fetched water using pots. Only a woman knows
how important water is for a woman. How much time is needed to fetch water, only a
woman knows ! Only a woman knows how difficult it is to manage water at home and
in the community. Today, when | remember the past, | am reminded that | have
fetched water by placing 25 pots on my head. But today the Bharatiya Janata Party
Government is running a tap water programme in the rural areas. The Bharatiya
Janata Party Government has provided water to 8.7 crore families. Not only that, it
had also been planned to provide water to 5.5 crore families, and within the next two
years, the work of providing water connection to 3.8 crore families will be completed.
While our Government is working with these fact-oriented statistics, | am strongly
putting the details before you.

Not
only that, the work of building Birsa Munda Museum has been inaugurated by the
Bharatiya Janata Party Government. Amrut Mahotsav is being celebrated this year. |
would like to congratulate the Prime Minister through you, Mr. Deputy Chairman Sir. |
would like to quote an incident that took place in 1922 in Sabarkantha of Gujarat. The
incident took place in the tribal community of Sabarkantha district. 1200 to 1500 tribals
gathered under the leadership of Motilal Tejawat Jain and they were non-violently
opposing the British law. On March 7, 1922, the British pierced the tribes and brutally
kiled them and buried them alive in a well. Congress Governments came but they
forgot this incident but the day when Narendra Bhai Modi became the  Chief
Minister of Gujarat, he planted 1200 trees in honour of 1200 martyrs and the
Government of Gujarat named the monument as Viranjali. In order to bring this
incident before the country and the world, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has
enhanced the pride of our tribals by presenting a tableau mentioning this incident
during January Republic Day parade. And that is why, | congratulate Narendra Bhai
Modi. The Bharativa Janata Party Government is doing a lot of work for the welfare of
the tribals. Today, when we are talking about tribals, | am glad that | am a member of
a party that works for tribals. Not only that, | also want to tell you that the Vanbandhu
Kalyan Yojana came into being in Gujarat which resulted in the welfare of 10 lakh to 11
lakh people living in the area between Ambaji and Umargam. This scheme is
commendable. When the country is under the leadership of hon. Modiji, as the
leader, and our Arjun Singhji is the tribal minister, in the days to come, the welfare of
the tribal people in the whole country is for sure. As many as 8.6 tribal people are
going to be benefitted through varicus schemes and development is to be achieved
through Vanbandhu Kalyan Yojana.
