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stuck in the south through Russia route. Our effort will be to keep trying to bring out
anybody who is stuck. | think, again, the House should have that assurance. The
question raised was: Does this qualify as evacuation? The advisory which we issued
initially was advisory urging students and all Indian nationals to go back. But, after
February 2024, we started sending planes, our civil aircraft, military aircraft; we
started deputing people and we started running camps. One issue was that we were
not present in the conflict areas. | would like to correct you. We were. Our officers
actually went even into Sumy; there were people outside Sumy. The first set of people
that Indian students saw when they came out of Sumy was our officers. | think we
should be correct on facts and we should give credit that is due. So, | would say,
please understand that this is a very large country. Obviously, when the war started,
there was martial law; there were restrictions on movement. Within these constraints,
| think, the embassy, the officers who were deputed and all the other organisations
including the volunteers and the civil society representatives did all that they could.
So, again, | would urge all the hon. Members to recognise the efforts made in this
operation. Finally, regarding the concern which many hon. Members expressed
about the future of the students, | would say that they have just come back. We have
to see what happens in the situation, including the online classes issue that we were
addressing earlier. But | cannot say anything more. It is not directly my remit. But |
assure you that the Government will approach this matter with fullest sense of
responsibility.

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SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, thank you for giving me this
opportunity. There are 23.5 per cent Scheduled Castes and nearly 6 per cent
Scheduled Tribes in my home State of West Bengal. According to 2011 Census
reports, the STs literacy rate in India, in males it was 68 per cent and in females, it
was 49 per cent respectively. The West Bengal STs literacy rate was 74 per cent and
43 per cent, respectively, for males and females. Under the able-leadership of our
Chief Minister, Ms. Mamata Banerjee, we successfully run the SC/ST pension
schemes namely, Joy Johar, Tapasili Bandhu, Joy Bangla, all these are there to take
care of the elderly communities amongst the SCs and STs. We know that, actually,
they are the most marginalized sections of the society and, especially, the tribals,
they are very poor, marginalized, socially also, they are downtrodden. So, the Bengal
Government has taken into account all these things. The Government, especially,
looking into plight, at times, of elderly people of these marginalized sections and has
provided a monthly pension of Rs. 1,000 to give them a cushion of comfortability,
financially and also socially. So, their social security is also taken care of, and in this
way, we have tried as much as we could do to stand beside these marginalized
communities. Further, we have also established various lending programmes to help
grow entrepreneurship in these communities. However, matters at the national level
require a serious inquiry.

As per the 2011 Census, 8.6 per cent of the country's total population is
Scheduled Tribes. Of the total primary school students population, you will see that
the dropout among the tribal students is maximum. That is most unfortunate. In the
working population, if you see the representation, it is only 6 per cent of those
employed in Government offices who come from this Scheduled Tribe section.

Again, it is not pro-rata. In spite of the constitutional mandates and the
safeguards that have been provided, we have failed to deliver on the promises and we
have failed to accommodate our ST population as was mandated by the Constitution.
These things need to be looked into seriously.

According to the Ministry's Gap Analysis Dashboard of villages where the ST
population is greater than 25 per cent, you will be astonished to know that only 9 per
cent of these villages have banks, only 24 per cent of these villages have a healthcare
centre and even more alarming, only 50 per cent have tap water and drainage
facilities. As recently as in February, 2022, there was a very alarming situation in a
particular case of a tribal community in Jammu's Doda district. We are spending so
much on works in Jammu & Kashmir. We are thumping our own backs of what we
have done in Kashmir and how we keep on lauding ourselves but what have we
done? Whereas if you see the STs, they are larger in figures than the SCs there. They
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are nearly 10 per cent. In one particular case, we found that a tribal community in
Jammu's Doda district was compelled to spend their own savings in order to gain
access to potable water in the village. There is no drinking water. They spend their
own savings and get water. The people of ST community in Jammu, mainly the
Bakkarwals and such people, are the most marginalized people in the whole country.
So they had to spend their own savings to arrange water. Even in the overwhelmingly
advertised vaccination drive, a majority of the bottom 50 districts in terms of vaccine
coverage have sizable tribal population, that is, 72 per cent of this population is from
rural, tribal majority districts. Sir, real work has happened in Bengal and some other
States. In the spirit of federalism, we must take some of these ideas and implement
them further for greater cause of the nation. This Government should shed its
arrogance and take a leaf out of book of Ms. Mamata Banerjee, the Chief Minister of
Bengal, who has done well, as | have said. In this year's Budget, the Ministry had
proposed an amount of Rs.13,208 crores in the Budgetary Estimates for 2022-23
under various Centrally-Sponsored Schemes and Central Sector Schemes, out of
which the Ministry of Finance has provided only an amount of Rs.8,406 crores, that
is, there is a 36 per cent slash. In the years 2020-21 and 2021-22, the Ministry of
Tribal Affairs had an allocation of Rs.7,355 plus crores and Rs.7,084 crore
respectively. However, the allocation was reduced to Rs.5,472 crores in 2020-21 and
Rs.6,126 crores in 2021-22 at the Revised Estimate stage. What is most shocking is
that the Ministry of Tribal Affairs could not even fully spend the Revised Estimate
allocation in 2020-21 and have been able to utilize just Rs.4,070 crores in 2021-22 up
to 15 February, 2022, which is most alarming.

Under-utilization of funds is a serious problem and we need to look into this.
The under-utilization of funds is also reflected in two Special Area Programmes
administered by the Ministry. Only half of the total allocated Special Central
Assistance to Tribal Sub-Scheme was utilized in 2020-21. For the year 2021-22, the
allocated amount was Rs. 1,350 crores, of which just a paltry sum of only Rs.4 crore
had been utilized till January. It is unimaginable. Why this massive shortfall? On top
of this, in grants-in-aid, out of Rs.1,350 crores of grants-in-aid for 2021-22, only
Rs.364 crores have been utilized so far. Again, it is very alarming. The Standing
Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment too observed and | quote "The
Ministry of Tribal Affairs should avoid rush of expenditure at the fag end of the financial
year and make sincere efforts so that funds are timely spent and the targeted people
get the benefits." The Standing Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment in
its 30" Report has pointed out the stagnation in the scholarship programmes offered
to ST students. Under Pre-Matric Scholarship Scheme, the beneficiaries of the funds
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released in some of the States such as Arunachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir,
Maharashtra, Meghalaya, Puducherry, Telangana and Uttar Pradesh are alarmingly
shown as nil. Of course, | do not know and the Minister will clarify this. Sir, 750
national fellowships are provided to the ST students each year for pursuing higher
studies. During the last five years, only 45 students have been awarded the National
Overseas Scholarship. Even 20 scholarships are not being fully utilized. The Standing
Committee also found that overseas scholarship of 55 tribal students lapsed in the last
five years due to the irresponsible approach of the Government. Out of the sanctioned
amount of Rs.5 crore for overseas scholarship, most unfortunately, only little over
Rs.2 crore has been spent for the year 2021-22. The Committee noted that for most
of these scholarships, the number of beneficiaries and funds allocated has not
increased over the year. The recommendations that the Committee has put is, |
quote: "The annual increase in tribal population should be taken into consideration at
the time of budgetary allocation and it should also be ensured that the number of
beneficiaries increase every year." The Parliament must note with urgency that the
National Commission on Scheduled Tribes is short staffed and that the Reports of the
Commission since 2018 are still under process in the Ministry of Tribal Affairs and have
not been presented to the Parliament till date. In light of all these facts and figures, |
urge the House to unite for a sincere discussion focussed on the welfare of the
Scheduled Tribes. | would like to end by saying, in this 75" Year of Independence,
that any progress, that does not include all its citizens, is not a progress because at
this point in time, in the global scenario, whenever we talk of anything, we talk of
inclusiveness and especially, in the Indian context, if you really want to surge ahead,
move ahead, if you are not taking on board all the marginalized sections, this
progress will only be a limited progress and ultimately, this will not allow you to
achieve the goals you are dreaming of by saying, 'Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas and
Sabka Vishwas'. ~Sir, this should not merely remain as a statement of the
Government. It should reflect on the ground. It should be palpable. We should be
able to feel it. The marginalized communities should be able to have the advantage of
it and we should be more careful that at any future point in time, the history does not
denote this as a mere jumla. Thank you, Sir.

DR. KANIMOZHI NVN SOMU (Tamil Nadu): Hon. Vice-Chairperson, Sir, the Union
Government has earmarked a Budget outlay of Rs.8,451.92 crores for the Ministry of
Tribal Affairs. It is just an increase of 12.32 per cent from the last year. Rs.7,524.87
crores were sanctioned in the year 2021-22. This amount, when compared with the
growth of tribal population in various States is not adequate for the overall
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development projects. | would like to highlight two points from the Demands for
Grants, 2022-23. | completely agree with the vision and intention of the Ministry to
promote the livelihood of Scheduled Tribe community, particularly, women and other
vulnerable groups. First, | would like to invite attention to the educational programmes
and incentives. In 2022 Union Budget, the National Scheme for Incentive to Girl Child
for Secondary Education (NSIGSE), which was started in 2008-09 to promote the
enrolment of Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe girls in secondary schools and
reduce the dropout rate among them, has been discontinued. Under the NSIGE, a
fixed deposit of Rs.3,000 was made in the name of each beneficiary on her enrolment
in Class IX. The girl was entitled to withdraw the sum along with the interest after
turning 18 provided she had cleared Class X and was unmarried. If there was any
reason behind the discontinuing of this scheme, can the Department elucidate on
this? Drop-out rate among school children has increased during Covid. Many
students from marginalized communities have been compelled to stay out of schools
and support their parents in their forest-based land, local livelihood. Was this
situation assessed and is there a correlation behind discontinuing the NSIGSE
scheme and improving their intake in schools? Secondly, for this year 2022-23, the
Union Government has introduced capital expenditure on setting up a venture capital
fund for Scheduled Tribe at Rs.50 crores. The scheme was to be a social sector
initiative to promote ST entrepreneurship and to support and incubate the start-up
ideas by ST youths. In addition to this, a new scheme for development of tribal
entrepreneurships in North-East called 'Logistics and Marketing of Tribal products in
North East' has been approved and an amount of Rs. 75 crores has been earmarked
for it. These could have been valuable initiatives had there been some feasibility study
and report to support the Budget. The lockdowns were characterized by several
factors that put India's 6.33 crore Micro, Small and Medium enterprises in jeopardy-
closure of the mandis and the wholesale markets, transport restrictions, disruptions in
supply chain and lack of procurement. The sudden announcement of lockdown
measures, left them without their usual sources of income. The resulting financial
insecurity had knock-on effects on the safety, health and education of these
communities. During the lockdown, instances of forest land diversion defied the Act,
where the Environment Ministry had given clearance to eleven projects across the
country and issued new guidelines for relaxing forest and environment clearance
norms for mining by new leases (MoTA, 2020). Some of these projects that required
forest diversion were allowed without consulting the Gram Sabhas. Against this
background, how do we explain the two new schemes to benefit the tribal
community? Sir, Eklavya Model Residential Schools (EMRS) have a total financial
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outlay of Rs. 28,920 crores and Pradhan Mantri Van Bandhu Kalyan Yojana have total
financial outlay of Rs. 26,135 crores for their continuation till 31.03.2026. It is
unfortunate that Tamil Nadu has got just 7 Eklavya Schools. | would request the hon.
Minister to allocate more schools to Tamil Nadu. A total of Rs. 2000 crores have been
sanctioned for setting up EMRSs in the Budget of 2022-2023. Sir, the scope of
existing scheme of SCA (Special Central Assistance) to TSS (Tribal Sub Scheme)
has been broadened wherein comprehensive development of 36,428 villages will be
undertaken in convergence with line Ministries to develop these villages as Adarsh
Gram under Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana. These villages have tribal
population of more than 500 and fifty per cent of its population is tribal people. My
question is, do we actually adopt all these Adarsh villages under this Yojana? We
need a clear answer from the hon. Minister.

Sir, one point is about discontinuation of education programme for girls from
tribal community. Learning deficit had already increased drastically and many have
dropped out of schools and taken up some job to sustain their livelihood. How
discontinuance of a targeted intervention programme resolve this issue? The other
point is regarding two schemes that claim to promote entrepreneurship among tribal
communities. Essentially, the poverty rate among the tribal groups is grave and Covid
pandemic has pushed them into deep neck financial stress. Some of the rural and
urban women small vendors have given up businesses and taken up street vending.
No package was carved out as a part of Union Government's sector-wise Covid
relief. How will these two schemes that have not provided any gradual relief aim to
magically identify target communities and formulate a policy for institutions to make
the scheme effective? A similar programme venture capital found for SC is found to
be under-utilised as there are not many takers. In 2017-18, there is nil utilization in this
scheme. How can the new scheme avoid the redundancy? Was there any baseline
study done, any consultations with the community undertaken, any experts, including
civil society have offered recommendations? Can we get more information, and on
how the Department will implement this scheme targeting STs with effectiveness ?

Sir, some of the Government schemes which have been implemented need to
be monitored properly and purposefully. One is, the Eklavya Model Residential
Schools need to be implemented throughout the tribal areas of this country. The
pending dues to Tamil Nadu under the post-matric scholarship and pre-matric
scholarships for STs have to be paid immediately. Grants under proviso to Article
275(1) of the Constitution, require to be done in seven Districts of Tamil Nadu where
tribal people live in sizeable numbers. Marketing and logistics facilities have to be
implemented all over the country to help the tribal people. Development for promoting
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tribal products from North-Eastern region requires more focus as most of the
population in North-Eastern States belongs to the tribal communities. Usually the
Adivasi women depend on minor forest products like timber, forest medicine, honey,
gooseberry, tree gum, fruits, kendu leaves and sal seeds. Once upon a time all these
resources such as hills, mountains, land, water and forests belonged to the Adivasis
and they used to survive in coexistence with nature. Their self-sufficiency was
dependent on these resources. Now all these are under the control of the
Government and private owners. The Adivasis have lost their self-sufficiency and
become dependent on capital and the global market for their earnings. How do they
survive, remains a valid question. They are advised to be atamanirbhar, self-reliant.
Moreover, when the Adivasis women were self-sufficient and self-reliant, they were
forced to move out of their traditional life and moved to globalization where they were
made to be dependent on the industrialized and unorganized sector. Now, at this
stage, they are again asked to be atmanirbhar. Sir, the tribal people need to be
protected in their own environment without being disturbed very much from the
original nature. Sir, the Indira Gandhi National Tribal University in Amarkantak of
Anuppur District of Madhya Pradesh was established, through an Act of Parliament
under the Indira Gandhi Tribal University Act, 2007, by the Government of India. We
need a tribal university in Tamil Nadu for enhancing the educational aspirations of the
tribal population in the country. There are about 36 groups of tribal population in the
State. Sir, in Tamil Nadu, Adi Dravidar Housing and Development Corporation
Limited, TAHDCO, was incorporated in 1974, a brainchild of our visionary leader, the
then Chief Minister, Dr. Kalaignar under the Companies Act, 1956. This is the first of
its kind initiative in India. No other leader has shown such a love and care for the
marginalized people in the country. There are very important tribal development
measures taken by the Government of Tamil Nadu for imparting skill development
training to tribal people. Tamil Nadu, under the dynamic leadership of our hon. Chief
Minister, Thalapathy M.K. Stalin, has several path-breaking schemes and training
programmes exclusively for the development and improvement of the overall status of
tribal population. There are several important schemes implemented for Adi Dravidars
through  TAHDCO. Some of them are the land purchase scheme, the land
development scheme, entrepreneur development programme, EDP, special scheme
under EDP Assistance for Petrol, Diesel, Gas retail outlets, self-employment
programme for youth, special self-employment programme for youth, financial
assistance for medical and paramedical establishments, revolving fund for self-help
groups, etc. These are some of the schemes which | have named, existing in Tamil
Nadu. Sir, Adi Dravidar women members of women industrial tailoring cooperative
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societies need to create opportunities to strengthen their skill needs specific to trades
among the youth belonging to Adi Dravidars. Several skill development training
programmes are organized through empanelled institutes of Tamil Nadu SKill
Development for youth and wage employment. Sir, | wish the Union Government to
provide adequate financial and Constitutional support for the betterment of the tribal
population in the country. Sir, | want to make a special mention about Narikurava and
Gypsies. They are nowhere either into the tribal or in the notified list. | asked the
Government to bring a special notification on them. Our CM, our leader, MKS, has
visited the gypsies' houses and taken care of them. Sir, lastly, there is one more
thing. There is a saying in Government, 'one India-one language, one India-one
election, one India-one culture and one India-one food.'l think all this is not needed.
It should be one India and one standard of living, and that living standard we should
create for the tribal people also. | also thank our floor leaders, Tiruchi Siva Anna, for
giving me an opportunity. Thank you.

SHRI VENKATARAMANA RAO MOPIDEVI (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, the YSR Congress
Party appreciates the initiatives that the present Government has taken over the last
several years for the welfare of tribal people. The Ministry of Tribal Affairs has started
several new schemes and programmes and expanded other, including the Van Dhan
Vikas Karyakaram and Eklavya Model Residential Schools. However, there are a few
shortcomings which would be necessary to flag and few suggestions for the overall
functioning of the Ministry. First of all, | will mention some positives and suggestions.
The budget is reduced in R.E. and there is underutilization of funds. | would now like
to point out two things at the outset related to the budgetary allocation of the Ministry
in the last few years. It has been seen that the Ministry's budget is reduced at the
Revised Estimates stage. Further, there is an underutilization of the funds that are
allocated to the Ministry. If we see, for the year 2020-21, the BE allocation was Rs.
7,356 crore which was reduced to Rs. 5,472 crore. Out of this, only Rs. 5,462 crore
was spent. For the year 2021-22, Rs. 7,484 crore was allocated, which were reduced
to Rs. 6,126 crore at the RE stage. And till 31 January, 2022, only Rs. 3,874 crore
have been spent which comes out to be around 63 per cent of the Revised Estimates.
With these figures, it seems difficult that we would see a 100 per cent utilisation of
allocated funds.

| would suggest that the Ministry should completely utilize the funds that have
been allocated to it. Covid-19 has badly affected the economy, increased malnutrition
in country and affected the quality of education as well. These issues especially affect
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the tribal population of the country. In such a situation, | feel, the Ministry should
increase its efforts towards the welfare of Tribal population in the country.

The Ministry's allocation has seen a significant rise this year with an allocation
of Rs. 8,407 crore. | hope, we see a 100 per cent utilisation of these funds in the
coming year in form of various schemes of the Ministry. On the scholarships Schemes
for ST Students, the Ministry has four scholarship schemes for tribal students in the
country including Pre-Matric, Post-Matric, National Fellowship and Scholarship for
Higher Education and National Overseas Scholarship. | appreciate that there has
been a consistent utilisation of funds allocated in such scholarship
schemes. However, there are important issues with the scholarship schemes that
must be flagged.

The number of beneficiaries under all the scholarship schemes have stagnated
in the last few years. Such a number should have increased owing to Covid-19 and
lockdown but this isn't the case. Let's just take one of the scholarship schemes. If we
see the number of beneficiaries under the Post-Matric scholarship scheme, there has
been no substantial increase. As per the Minister's recent reply, the number of
beneficiaries was 19.67 lakh in 2018-19, which increased slightly to 20.66 lakh in 2019~
20, decreased to 20.58 lakh in 2020-21 and, finally, 17.77 lakh in 2021-22. Even in
other schemes, there has been no major increase in targets and the number of
beneficiaries. Has the Ministry tried to study what possibly could have caused such
stagnation? Further, what steps has the Ministry taken to increase allocation for
scholarship scheme and the number of beneficiaries? Another issue that is most
important, which has been reiterated time and again, is the income ceiling under the
Scholarship Schemes. Under the pre-matric and post-matric scholarship, the
parents' income ceiling was last revised in 2013. The National Overseas Scholarship
also has an income eligibility criterion of Rs. 6 lakh annually. There is an urgent need
to revise the ceiling limit for these scholarships. Going one step forward, | would
further suggest that the Ministry should explore ways to link such income eligibility
criteria with increasing inflation and explore mechanism for frequent revision of the
income ceiling. Coming to Eklavya Model Residential Schools, the Eklavya Model
Residential Schools were first announced back in 1997-98 to impart quality education
to tribal children in their own environment in the remote areas across the country.
During the 2018-19 Budget, it was announced that every block having 50 per cent or
more ST population will have the Eklavya Model Residential School. The Ministry has
sanctioned 28 Eklavya Model Residential Schools for the State of Andhra Pradesh.
As per the information given by the Ministry, some of the schools are non-functional.
| would request the Minister to review the ongoing progress, expedite the completion
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of such model schools and sanction more such schools in all blocks that meet the
criteria. Another thing that is important to point out here is that the Tribal Affairs
Ministry proposed an allocation of Rs. 6509 crores for BE 2022-23 towards the
Eklavaya schools. However, only Rs. 2000 crores have been allocated. How does
the Ministry plan to cover the reduced allocations as compared to the demand?
Would such a reduced allocation have any effect on completion of ongoing works and
development of new schools? | would also request the Minister to relax the criteria for
Eklavya schools so that such model schools could be set up in other areas as well
which have substantial tribal population but don't fulfil the criteria. Coming to Van
Dhan Vikas Karyakram, Van Dhan Vikas Karyakram is an initiative targetting the
livelihood generation for tribals by harnessing the wealth of forest, Van Dhan. Under
this programme, TRIFED sets up tribal community-owned Minor Forest Produce
centric multi-purpose kendras in the districts with significant tribal population. In
total, 52976 Van Dhan Self Help Groups and 3110 Van Dhan Vikas Kendras have
been sanctioned across the country catering to the 927927 forest gatherers. (Time
bell rings)

| now come to AP issues - the Central Tribal University of Andhra Pradesh.
Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act, 2014 provided for setting up of a Central Tribal
University in Andhra Pradesh. The Central University (Amendment) Act, 2019 was
passed by the Parliament for establishment of the University. It started functioning
through a transit campus from the year 2019-20. However, the University still lacks a
permanent campus and necessary infrastructure. The AP CM, Shri Y. S. Jagan
Mohan Reddy, has allocated the requisite land for setting up of the Central University
and is ready to provide all support needed. | would take this opportunity to request
the Government to expedite the development works related to the Central Tribal
University of Andhra Pradesh. Thank you.

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): Respected Vice-Chairman, Sir, Adivasi community in
our country is facing a lot of problems, but the Union Government is not ready to
address the issues properly. Basically, they have failed to address the issues. The
Government has declared some programmes, but nothing is happening in the field.
This is the reality. Please look at the conditions of the Adivasi communities in India. In
this august House, the Minister of Tribal Affairs had given an answer to my question
that clearly shows the pathetic condition of the Adivasi community of our nation. The
intervention of the Union Government towards tribal welfare is a failure. We are again
seeing here. Interestingly, | am sharing some of the figures of fund allocation and
utilisation. Sir, in 2021-22, fund allocation for model residential schools was Rs. 1200
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crores, but the utilisation was zero. A lot of research could be done in the tribal
sector. But, the Government is not allocating funds for research activities. Tribals
have a lot of indigenous knowledge. It should be protected and preserved. Sir, out of
Rs. 60 crores allocated for Tribal Research Institute, only Rs. 1.6 crores has so far
been utilized in 2021-22. Utilization for the Special Central Assistance to Tribal Sub-
Scheme is only Rs. 164 crores, which is one-fourth the price of an aircraft. The
literacy rate of Advasis is only 58.95 per cent, which is lower than the general
population. In every indicator, Advasis are on the back-foot when compared to the
general population. The life expectancy is another indicator. Life expectancy of
Adivasis is 60 years, which is lower than the life expectancy of general population. |
can explain various issues one-by-one. Sir, Adivasis have higher IMR as compared
to the general category people. Sir, IMR for Adivasis is 44.4, which is 40 per cent
more than the general category people and 10 per cent more than the national
average as per one Report. Scheduled Tribes make up 8-9 per cent of the
population. But, Sir, they account for about 40 per cent of all under-5 deaths and 23
per cent of deaths in 1-4 age group in rural areas. Comprising about 8 per cent of
India’s population, they account for 25 per cent of population living in the poorest
wealth design. Digital divide is very high in Adivasi community. According to the 75™
NSSO data, 77.3 per cent of Adivasi population has no access to internet and 90 per
cent of Adivasi students could not access online classes during lockdown. Sir,
Adivasi areas lack good libraries and reading rooms. We are seeing these. They have
lack of access as far as public spaces is concerned. In many dry regions, drinking
water itself gets scarce. Most of Adivasis are working in informal sector. The ratio of
formal sector employment is very low. Sir, there is an urgent need to address these
issues. The allocation for development of ST is very low and even the allocated
amount is not utilized. Last year Budget allocation was Rs. 7,484 crores. But, out of
this allocation, only Rs. 6,126 crores was spent. In other words, the Government did
not spend 19 per cent of money it allocated. This is an unfortunate situation. Sir,
Advasis constitute 8.6 per cent of total population. Thus, at least, 8.6 per cent of total
Budget expenditure must be allocated to STs. But, the Government has allocated
just 2.26 per cent of the total expenditure for Adivasis. It has been pointed out by
various hon. Members. Sir, there are a lot of issues here. | am not going to touch all
those. | am only touching the allocation of funds for Adivasis. The curtailment of social
security expenditure in this Budget is against the interest of Adivasis. The food
subsidy has been reduced by Rs. 80,000 crores and funds for the employment
guarantee schemes was reduced by 25 per cent. This will affect Advasis the most.
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Sir, inflation and joblessness is rising and the Budget has no comprehensive
measures to counter it and the worst sufferers will be the Adivasis.

So, we should discuss all these things and the Government should address all
these issues.

Sir, Komaram Bheem, a great leader of Tribals and great fighter of exploitation,
gave the slogan ‘Jal, Jungle, Zameen.’

So, | request the Government to address this issue, otherwise the struggle of adivasis
will continue.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, Vice-Chairman, Sir, for having
given me this opportunity to participate in this discussion on behalf of the AIADMK. |
would like to say certain things about the grants allocated to the Ministry of Tribal
Affairs for the year 2022-23.

The Ministry administers various Centrally-sponsored schemes, besides
special Central assistance to tribal schemes, and grants-in-aid, under Article 275(1)
of the Constitution, to contribute in the overall development of the tribal people of our
country.

Sir, I have got so many lists, when | am reading this. But, at the same time, as
other hon. Members asked, whatever allocations the Government is making is not
being properly utilized and spent. That is my observation. For example, paragraph
2.6 gives the reasons due to which the Budget estimates were reduced in 2020-21
and 2021-22 at the revised stage; and, these revised estimates could not be spent
during the period. The Ministry has submitted this reply. When the money had been
allocated, why was it not spent? Please explain this to us.

Now, there is another aspect. | am very happy about it. Madam Nirmala
Sitharaman has presented the present Budget. She has given an outlay of Rs. 8,451
crores for the Ministry of Tribal Affairs for the year 2022-23. This is actually an
increase of 12.2 per cent. We appreciate the Government for this kind of measure.

[THE VICE CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY) in the Chair.]
Sir, many other schemes have been announced by the Government. Hon. Prime

Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, is very keen to see the development of tribal people.
Let me give you an example. Yesterday, we discussed the development in the North-
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Eastern Region. In that area, most of the people are tribal people. We discussed the
measures taken by the Modi Government to develop the area. Therefore, the
Government has good intentions to see to it that the tribal people are benefitted.

In Tamil Nadu, we have two reserved Assembly constituencies for tribals. But,
their population is high. It is not that the State of Tamil Nadu does not have tribal
people. There are a lot of tribal people. Our the then Chief Minister, Edappadi
Palaniswami, and the then Deputy Chief Minister, Paneerselvam, had written so many
letters to the Central Government to include certain communities in the tribal
category. For example, if you take the Badagas community in Ooty, these are only
tribal people. But, they are still considered OBC. Also, there is one Valmiki
community. In Karnataka, the Valmiki community falls under the Scheduled Tribe
category. But, in Tamil Nadu, they are OBC. Therefore, we had represented that the
Valmiki community must be included in the ST category. But, no action has yet been
taken in this regard. It is my duty to highlight the problems that we are facing in Tamil
Nadu. | request the hon. Minister to kindly consider these things. Secondly, tribal
people live in forests; hunting is their livelihood. If you take this aspect into account,
even the fishermen community should be included in that category. In Tamil Nadu,
the previous Government of, Edappadi K. Palaniswami, had written a letter to include
the fishermen community also in the Scheduled Tribe category. (Time bell rings)
Sir, | have just started. This is a very important issue. Last time, the fishermen
community came with a delegation to meet the Minister. | was also there at that time.
But this is high time. The Tamil Nadu fishermen community is suffering a lot. They
spend their life in sea for months together, leaving their families back at home. Since
they are not fully educated, they are suffering a lot. So, they must be included in the
category of Scheduled Tribe. It needs to be ensured that many welfare schemes are
given to the fishermen community. That is my demand, Sir. Thank you very much.
