Territory (UT) Governments to be vigilant against corrupt practices if any, in the
purchase of medical equipments in their healthcare facilities. No incident from central
hospitals has been reported during last three years regarding corruption in procurement of

medical equipments.

(¢): Ministry/procuring entities under the Ministry strictly follow the provisions of
General Financial Rules (GFR) 2017, guidelines of Central Vigilance Commission
(CVC) and also adhere to the guidelines available in the Manual for Procurement of
Goods 2017 issued by the Ministry of Finance. Procurement 1s done through Government
e-Marketplace (GeM) as per Rule 149 of GFR, 2017. In case products are not available
on GeM, tenders are invited through Central Public Procurement (CPP) Portal for
e-Procurement in a transparent mamner. Adherence to the rules and procurement through

GeM/ CPP Portal has laid very transparent system of procurement.
