(a) Ministry of Cooperation is implementing Central Sector Integrated Scheme on Agricultural

Cooperation (CSISAC) wherein financial support, in the form of subsidy, is provided for
development of Cooperative Sector including the dairy and sugar sector through National
Cooperative Development Corporation, throughout Country including Andhra Pradesh.

(b) Ministry of Cooperation is implementing Central Sector Integrated Scheme on Agricultural
Cooperation (CSISAC) and providing incentives for the development of Cooperative sector in the
form of subsidy to the States including in farming and dairy sector.

Under the scheme vear-wise subsidy granted to States in general and for dairy development
in particular is mentioned below:
