STATEMENT BY MINISTER—Contd.
The Serial Bomb Blasts in Uttar Pradesh on 23rd November, 2007.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
SHRIPRAKASH JAISWAL): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, I rise, with a deep sense of
anguish, to inform this august House of the tragic incidents of terrorist violence that
ocurred in the court premises in Varanasi, Faizabad and Lucknow on 23.11.2007.

As per the latest information, five bomb blasts took place in these three cities within a
span of about 20 minutes.

There were two blasts in the Varanasi court premises in which 9 persons including three
lawyers and one twelve year old boy have been killed and 56 others injured. Out of the
injured, 2 persons are reported to be critical. I along with officials of the Ministry of Home
Affairs visited the blast sites in the Varanasi Court premises and the injured admitted in
Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Singh Nursing Home and BHU Hospital. In the Court
premises in Faizabad, there were 2 blasts in which 4 persons have lost their lives including
one advocate and 24 persons have been injured. In Lucknow, there was one bomb blast but
it did not cause any loss of life or injury.
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The modus operandi adopted in these blasts was that the explosives with a battery
operated timer device were contained in a bag and kept on the bicycles parked close to the
area where lawyers/litigants sit. The teams of NSG personnel have visited the blast sites for
post-blast investigations.

The investigations into these blasts have been given to the Special Task Force (STF) by
the State Government. The Central agencies are also helping the State Police in this regard.
The State Government, as per the latest reports, has annoucned compensation of Rs. 5
lakhs to the next of kin of those deceased and Rs. 1 lakh for those seriously injured.

The Uttar Pradesh Government has also given directions to enhance and strengthen the
security of all district courts and especially of the Allahabad High Court and the Bench of
the Allahabad High Court in Lucknow. The State Government has also increased vigil at
sensitive and crowded places, educational institutions, etc.

SHRI SITARAM YECHURY (West Bengal): Sir, at the outset, I wish to state that my
party, the Communist Party of India (Marxist), unequivocally condemns these terrorist
attacks that have taken place. We deeply mourn the loss of lives and the injuries that have
been sustained. But, at the same time, it is not merely a question of expressing concern and
condemnation because the choice of places that have been chosen by the terrorists is also
very ominous. The fact that the judicial arena, which was outside the purview of terrorist
attacks so far, has also been drawn into their orbit and that in courts such explosives were
planted and they could actually cause such a large number of deaths is ominous and this is
a warning that the Government must take very seriously.

Sir, I do not know whether you are permitting a discussion or allowing us only to seek
clarifications but since it is taking the form of a discussion, I would like the Minister also to
apprise us of the level of Intelligence that is there is our country today and whether there
are any serious lapses that are occurring and why these are not being corrected. We cannot
see these blasts only in isolation; in the last so many months we had a series of blasts
taking place all over the country, at the Mecca Masjid in Hyderabad, in the city of Hyderabad,
and now, in Varanasi, Faizabad and Allahabad. In all these places, why is it that the Intelligence
apparatus is not able to forewarn us? Now, this is a serious issue which needs to be gone
into in depth and I hope the Government will be able to do so and apprise us in the
Parliament as to why the process of being forewarned in such attacks is not taking place.

Sir, I refer to para 8§ of the Minister's statement. We fully appreciate the concern of the
Government and the fact that the flight against terrorism has to be fought at different levels
and involving the civil society and the media is also very important; we fully understand
this. But the question that we have to understand now, and which is very important in my
opinion, is that it will be very unfortunate if we were to bracket all these terrorist attacks into
some sort of a straitjacketed Muslim extremism or Muslim terrorism. We have been victims
of terrorist attacks that run across all forms of religious affiliations and all forms of regional
affiliations. In fact, we have lost two of our Prime Ministers to such attacks, and the
perpetrators of these assassinations had nothing to do with Muslim terrorism or Muslim
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extremism. Therefor, let us not confront this only with ideological blinkers, as some people have
said, in order to target one community. If the Minister and the UPA Government are sincere about
para 8 of theirs, then the atmosphere has to be created of sincere security amongst the minorities
in our country. On that, we are still appalled as to why in spite of the Sachchar Committee
recommendations, in spite of the status of the minorities that has come before all of us, even now
action on that report is not proceeding. We would like to warn the UPA Government that no action
on that count will be tantamount to succumbing to pressures of the principal Opposition's charge that
they are suffering from Muslim appeasement, and they cannot afford that charge to be labelled
against them. Therefor, immediate action must be taken on that score. The point is to create the
confidence amongst the minorities and, I think, that in targeting the courts one of the messages
that is being sent is that, yes, the guilty must be brought to book and those who are perpetrating
such crimes must be brought to book. But in the name of bringing the guilty to book, innocent
people should not be harassed and innocent people should not be hounded and that is the
responsibility that the Government will have to take. This is very important. As we all agree, fight
against terrorism is not merely a law and order question. When we had POTA adorning the statute
book, you had attacks and very vicious terrorist attacks that took place even on this Parliament, on
the Red Fort, on the Akshardham Temple and on the Raghunath Temple. So, it is not a question of
lack of law. What is required is a concerted, united and a concentrated determination to get rid of
mis problem and this menace and that is what we have to work for and let us not divert the
attention into saying whether laws are adequate or not. If you want the larger issue to be taken
up, as has been said in para No. 8 not only the question of creating confidence amongst the
minorities, but also the question of mobilising a larger opinion in marshalling all the patriotic
forces that we have in the fight agaist terrorism becomes very important. Since the reference has
been made. I would also like to refer to the question of Taslima Nasreen's issue. The question is
whether she will be here or not or whether her visa will be extended or not which is the exclusive
prerogative of the Central Government and they will take decision on that issue. But once she is
allowed to live in our country -- and where she will live in our country, the Central Government
can decide - the protection has to be given. But this has to be a universal principle for
everybody. You cannot stop Magbool Fida Husain from entering India because he has allegedly
hurt some sections religious sentiments and now plead for security to Taslima. This duplicity cannot
be allowed. And one of the most illustrious sons of our country, Fida Husain, is charged by saying
'you hurt our religious sentiments.' But what Taslima will do? For her, you want protection, but for
Husain you adopt a different standard, this cannot be allowed. ...(Interruptions)... Fight against
terrorism ...(Interruptions)... Sir, I am not yielding ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI SITARAM YECHURY: Through you, Sir I would like to tell Mr. Narayanasamy that the
point I am raising is that in the fight against terrorism, you cannot be discriminatory. You cannot say
that different standards will apply to Husain and different standards will apply to Taslima
...(Interruptions)... Sir, three years' protection has been given in Bengal and it will again be given if
you extend the visa. ...(Interruptions). .."You' means the Government and that is your decision.
What do you want to do?

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So, let us not divert ourselves into these issues. If sincerely you want to fight against
terrorism, let us not bring in your partisan politics here in the fight against terrorism in which case you
are only encouraging the terrorists and you are not fighting terrorism. So, therefore, in a united
fashion, if we all believe that, yes, terrorism is a menace that has to be fought, then whether it is
LTTE, whether it is North-Eastern terrorist, or whether it is muslim organisation, all of them must
be treated on par, and there cannot be any discrimination between the two to suit your or
somebody else's political purposes and objectives. Therefor, Sir, on this particular issue, I don't
think that we should get diverted onto the question of imposing new draconian laws like POTA or
bringing in other issues to suit our political purposes. Let us, as Indians, today, stand firm and
united, saying any expression of terrorism which comes from any corner that will have to be fought
and let us not be victims of a clash of civilisation argument that is taking place. And that is the
language of US imperialism and that is the language which we are also seeing here with the
principal Opposition party which is not acceptable to us an Indians and, therefor, what I am
again re-emphasising is that the fight against terrorism will have to be unitedly taken up and done
without putting on ideological blinkers. We have lost many stalwarts in our country as a result
of this terrorist activity from the Mahatma down to two Prime Ministers and to many other
thousands. Let us now marshal our forces, brace ourselves to actually root out this problem through
a united effort. I would request the UPA Government to sincerely implement para 8 of the
Minister's statement drawing all the sections that can be drawn in this fight against terrorism and
create that confidence among the minorities and among every else who are aggrieved that solution
to their grievances cannot be by terrorist methods. That sort of a confidence has to be created, and
I hope that the Government will take these measures and steps in this direction.

DR. V. MAITREYAN (Tamil Nadu): On behalf of the AIADMK Party, I strongly condemn the
serial bomb blasts in U.P. on 23rd November. Three months ago, on 29th August, we debated
about the Hyderabad bomb blast. I do not know when we will be debating again about yet another
bomb blast in the next few weeks or months. In the last debate on the Hyderabad bomb blast, I
had demanded from the Home Minister a White Paper on the various terrorist attacks that took
place in the country during the last three-and-a-half years of the UPA rule. But, nothing has been
done. Now, the Government has come out with a routine and a bland statement. I charge that the
UPA Government is taking the issue of terrorism very lightly and casually. The blasts in U.P.,
Hyderabad, Malegaon, etc., are only outward symptoms; the root cause of the disease is that the
UPA Government has no plan or proposal or vision for tackling terrorism. It is routinely said that
the LB. has alerted the State Governments; whether it is Hyderabad bomb blast, or an alert to
Chennai, or now, the LB. has given alert to U.P. It looks as though the Central Government is
acting only like a messenger or a postman. Is it enough if the message is simply passed on to the
State? What is the role of the Central Government in all these cases? The biggest blunder
committed by the UPA Government is the repeal of POTA for political considerations. This,
coupled with the soft approach of the UPA Government towards tackling terrorism, has
emboldened the terrorists to strike with that will. What is needed is the political will and the firm
resolve to fight terrorism with an iron hand. I urge the Central Government to immediately bring
back the POTA and tell the citizens of this country that it is serious about the security of the
country.

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA MISRA: Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity. First of
all, I condemn this incident which has taken place. On behalf of my party, I condole the
family members of the victims. I would like to submit that this is a situation where, as rightly
said by Shri Sharad Yadav, Sitaram Yechury and other Members, we have not to take it as
party politics or use this thing for the purpose of infighting. It is a national calamity which
has taken place. This incident is an attack on the nation. Therefore, we should take it in that
spirit. I fully agree with the statement made by the Minister of State for Home Affairs that
this is a time when all of us and the whole country should stand unitedly, and not take this
opportunity for the purposes of using it as an intra-party issue creating politics and using
it for that as a platform. The situation has arisen which shows that this is not the incident of
first terrorist attack. It has started right from this Parliament, it has gone into the temples, it
has gone into the Ajmer Sharief, it has gone into the institutions at Bangalore, it has gone
into other places. For example, bomb blasts in the market places in Delhi. It is not in U.P. that
the first bomb blast has taken place or some terrorist activity has taken place. It was there
earlier also in U.P. in the earlier regime, there was a bomb blast inside the temple at Varanasi
itself, and then at Gorakhpur. But all the parties at that time had refrained from commenting
that it was on account of certain party in power not being able to control. Then our party
had made a statement that this was an attack which should be condemned by all, and we
should stand unitedly. Unfortunately, today the issue has been sought to be converted by
some hon. Members, differently and I appeal to them that they should have a rethinking on
this and see whether this should be taken as an opportunity for the purpose of intra party
politics. Only a few days ago, in the State of U.P., 3 terrorists who had come with a plan
which was going to affect the security of this country in a big way were nabbed by the
police. Instead of appreciating and saying that they have done this. Wonderful job they are
trying to convert the issue by saying that the State Government has said or a statement was
made by the Chief Minister to the effect that State had not got any information from the
Central Government, without looking into what was the statement and what was the question
which was put by the press. If the press puts a quaestion whether you had information with
respect to the planning of terrorist attack in the courts, the answer was 'no, we had not
received any such information from the Central Government.' Now, whatever information
comes, that is always taken care of and immediately, action is taken. Both the Central
Government and the State Government, not only the State of U.P., I am sure, all the States of
the country, are always in touch with each other, and coordinate with each other, and that is
how the situation is handled. As was pointed out by some Members, this is the largest State
having 18 crores of people and an incident has taken place inside the court premises for
which, the reasons have been given in the e-mail as to why they did so. That is to be looked
into. It is a bigger thing which has to be considered, and after considering that, it has to be
found how to solve that. We should unitedly think how to control this menace. My senior
learned colleague, Mr. Joshi, said that he has knowledge of certain terrorists camps and
certain terrorist activities happening in his own district. If he has certain information, it
could be furnished. Action will be taken. Whatever information he has it could be divulged,
and I am sure that action will immediately be taken by the Central Government and the State
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Government against all concerned persons. Of course, up till now, an incident like this was
happening in temples, but now it has happened in the temple of courts. And as rightly said,
the intention of the terrorists is to see that the courts also are terrorised and the judicial
actions being taken therein are disturbed. This is a serious thing, and this is what is to be
considered. So far as the State Government is concerned, the State Government has already
informed the Committee; the Central Government has already made a statement-which has
been circulated here-that the State Government has taken notice of it, and it has taken all the
precautions. So far as the courts are concerned, we have-to understand one thing that the
jurisdiction of the courts with the High Court. State Government provides whatever security
is required, and which is thought should be provided, but it is to be provided with the
consent of the Chief Justice or the concerned court. Immediately after this incident, the
security has been beefed up in all the district courts and the High Court. And a letter has
also been written to the High Court for seeking their permission so that police can enter into
the premises and put more police strength so far as courts are concerned. But it is not only
in the courts but also in other places that the security has been beefed up by the State
Government, and steps are being taken to see that such incidents do not happen again. And
as rightly said by Shri Sharad Yadav, the manner in which this incident has taken place is
such that it is very difficult to tackle under if some information is there that some activity at
some place is going to take place. Despite that, whatever best possible measures for taking
precautions can be taken are being taken, and will be taken by UP State Government. Thank
you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Thank you, Mr. Misra. Now, Shri Ravula
Chandra Sekar Reddys;

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: Sir, I will take one second. I just want to ask my colleague
that if Government was so serious, if they knew about it, and if the Centre had given them
the information.....

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No, no, no. Why should you ask your
colleague? You can put a question only to the Minister.

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: Sorry. Through you, Sir, I am asking. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No, no; you cannot put a question to
your colleague like this.

SHRIMATIJAYA BACHCHAN: Pardon me, Sir?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): You can put it to the Minister; otherwise,
I will give you time. Then, you can ask.

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: Sorry. Which Minister?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): I will give you time and, then, you can ask.
. .(Interruptions)...

AN HON. MEMBER: The Parliamentary Affairs Minister is there. You can ask him.
...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): You can ask the Mimster...(Interruptions)...
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2.00PM.

SHRIMATIJAYA BACHCHAN: If they were so serious, and if the information was being given
by the Centre that there was some terrorist activity going on, in a very, very large measure, in
Uttar Pradesh, how can the Chief Minister and the other Ministers of a State go out?
...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No, no, no. That is okay.

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: How can they go out when such a serious incident has
happened? ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA MISRA: My statement is wrongly looked into, Sir.

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: Sir, how can the Minister go out when such a serious
incident has happened, to do political activities? I Just want to ask this.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): That is okay. That is enough.
...(Interruptions)... Shri Ravula Chandra Sekar Reddy. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRIMATI JAY A BACHCHAN: This shows how serious you are!

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PFOF. P.J. KURIEN): If you want to make a point, you will be given
time later. But there is no need to interrupt like this. ...(Interruptions)... I thought, you are going to
put a question to the Minister, but you are putting it to your colleague.

SHRI RAVULACHANDRA SEKAR REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, I, on my own behalf, and
also on behalf of my party, TDP, strongly condemn the ghastly incidents in Lucknow, Varanasi
and Faizabad, in which 13 people were killed and 80 persons were injured. In fact, my leader
Chandra Babu Naidu, along with the UNPA leaders Shri Mulayam Singh Yadav and Shri Amar
Singh, visited yesterday the places affected by the blasts, tried to console the people and
expressed his sorrow. I would like to remind this august House, Sir, of the bomb blasts which
took place in Hyderabad, in August, in which 44 persons were killed in Lumbini Park, Gokulchat,
and 54 were injured on that night, and prior to that, in the historical Mecca Masjid, 14 people were
killed and 54 were injured during that incident. Sir, serious incidents are taking place in the
country in States like Karnataka, Rajasthan, Maharashtra and Delhi. I request the Government of
the day to protect the lives and properties of the people. I request the Government to take urgent
steps for protecting the lives and properties of the people so that such incidents will not occur in
future, and create confidence among the countrymen. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Thank you very much, Ravulaji, for being brief
and concise. Shri D. Raja.

SHRI D. RAJA (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, Sir. At the outset, my party, the Communist Party of
India, joins the entire House in condemning the serial bomb blasts that took place in Uttar
Pradesh. While agreeing with the statement made by the Home Ministry, I would like to raise
some issues for consideration. I find that there is a need to streamline our intelligence network
and strengthen our intelligence agencies because there is a failure of intelligence agencies to
investigate and pre-empt. ...(Interruptions)... May 1 continue after lunch break?
...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No. You pleased proceed. No prblem. You will
proceed. ...(Interruptions)... After D. Raja, you will be called.
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SHRI D. RAJA: Sir, the one area that the Government will have to ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No. This is an important discussion.
Don't make disturbances. It is a very important discussion. There are a number of hon.
Members to speak ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI DINESH TRIVEDI (West Bengal): Members are not present in the House. It was
not announced earlier. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No. Who are not present?
...(Interruptions)...

DR. (SHRIMATI) NAJMA A. HEPTULLA (Rajasthan): Sir, you take the sense of the
House so that there would not be any violation of the procedure. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): No. ...(Interruptions)...

THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS AND THE MINISTER OF
INFORMATION AND BROADCASTINGS (SHRI PRIYARANJAN DASMUNSI): Sir, a
decision was taken at the meeting of the senior leaders that there would be no lunch break.
... {Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): It has already been agreed to that there
would be no lunch break. Not only that it is an important discussion, but also more than a
dozen hon. Members want to sepak. I want to give time to every one. The less you speak,
the better. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRIMATI JAYA BACHCHAN: Sir, you please take the sense of the House.
...(Interruptions)...

DR. (SHRIMATI) NAJMA A. HEPTULLA: That is what I am saying. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Mr. Raja, you please proceed. ..
.(Interruptions)...

DR. (SHRIMATI) NAJIMAA. HEPTULLA: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, the procedure is that
whatever decision that has taken place in the Chamber has to be announced in the House
because Members don't know whether there is going to be a lunch break. So, you announce
it and take the sense of the House. This is the procedure. .".(Interruptions)...

SHRI N. JOTHI (Tamil Nadu): We can even compensate by extending the sitting.
...(Interruptions)... We can exend our sitting so that we can compensate. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI D. RAJA: Let me finish. ...(Interruptions)...

DR. (SHRIMATI) NAJMAA. HEPTULLA: I am only saying that the procedure should
be followed. That is it. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI PRTYARANJAN DASMUNSI: Sir, I think what Najmaji is saying is correct. Najmaji
has correctly advised that it should be announced in the House. But we agreed to it in a
situation when the House was in turmoil and got adjourned. Then it was decided (a) the
Chair will make a note of condolence, (b) instant statement by the Home Minister, and (c)
instant debate. Since it was no expected—the most important business today is Karnataka
Presidential Proclamation; it has to be ratified today—it was agreed in the presence of senior
leaders—my colleagues were there—that the House would proceed without lunch break. Then
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somebody said, "Lunch break means that the hon. Minister has to feed them". That is a
different issue. But the factual position is that a decision was taken and the issue was
resolved. If there is any communication gap in announcing it instantly by the Chair, I can't
question the Chair's wisdom. But, on behalf of the Government, I can say, "Yes, the
Parliamentary Affairs Minister should have stated this instantly". I promise, Najmaji, that
this kind of departure shall not take place, as you have rightly pointed out.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): In view of the explanation of the hon.
Minister, I hope the House will agree.

SOME HON. MEMBERS: Yes
THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): We will continue with the discussion.

SHRI D. RAJA: Sir, I resume my intervention. The intelligence is one are the Government
will have to look into. There are many bomb blasts that have taken place. We get agitated
and we get, sometimes, very numb and immune. This is in no way good to tackle the
problem of terrorism because the modus operandi of terrorists needs to be investigated
properly. After every bomb blast, the Governemnt comes out with a report saying one or
two bombs remained unexploded. And this is an issue and the Government will have to
seriously look into this. Like, what the modus operandi is, how some bombs get blasted
and some bombs remain unexploded. There is some hi-tech involved and the intelligence
agencies must be equipped to tackle this hi-tech used by terrorists. There should be cameras
in public places. In some Government offices and some banks, we have cameras to monitor
the movements of people. I feel, even in airports, bus stands, railway stations and such
other public places, there is a need to have cameras to monitor the situation becuase
terrorists are using hi-tech devices and through e-mails, etc. they carry out their activities.
If our intelligence agencies are not equipped in this regard, we will be facing similar problems
in the coming days. Some years back, our Government agreed to set up an office of FBI. But I
do not know what is happening and what it means because our level of intelligence is not
adequate to face the situation. That is the point which I am making. Then, I agree with the
Home Ministry that we will have to fight terrorism unitedly with a resolve, with a determination,
to maintain harmony. Here, we must also keep in mind the fact that our counry is a State of
tremendous diversities. All sections of our population should have a sense of security to
live in this country. If that is disturbed, then, we will be facing a lot of problems in the
coming days. Moreover, after the U.S. waged war against Iraq, it was clear that imperialism
identified terrorism with one religion. India, being home for all religions, you cannot afford
to identify any particular religion with terrorism. We should realise that there are extreme
communal forces in all religions which try to disrupt the harmony, disrupt the unity and
integrity of the country. And, I must say, the majority communalism or minority communalism
feed each other, and we will have to condemn the communal extremism, communal fascism
of every kind, every brand and every shape. It is a threat to the unity and harmony of our
people, of our country.

Here, I must also make a point that some people, including the main Opposition party,
demand that POTA should be brought back or POTA should be suitably amended. But our
experience has been different and horrible. The POTA or TADA were all used to terrorise
innocent people and that is why there was a resistance to all these Acts and, finally, we had
to get rid of the Acts. It is of no use arguing now to bring back these Acts. But the existing
laws must be used effectively to fight the menace of terrorism. There must be a political will;
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there must be a determination; there must be a resolve on the part of the political parties as
well as the Government to isolate the terrorist forces, the extremist forces, and unite the
people in this struggle against terrorism. This is what, as the CPI representative, I would like
to bring to the notice of this august House.

Finally, Sir, there must be coordination between the State Governments and the Central
Government, and the level of coordination must improve; it must be raised because now
nobody should try to blame each other. But it is a failure, and this failure has to be taken up
collectively by the Governments, and that is where the need for an effective coordination
between the State Governments and the Central Government is essential. I hope, in the
coming days, we will act in this regard in a fitting manner. Thank you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): Shri Ram Jethmalani....(futerruptions)
SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Sir, where is the Minister?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN) There are three Cabinet Ministers and two
or three State Ministers, including the Minister of State for Home Affairs, sitting here. There
is enough number of Ministers... (Interruptions)...

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Sir, morning itself, this issue was raised... (Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN) It is a collective responsibility, Kindly
take your seat... (Interruptions)...

SHRI AMAR SINGH: Sir, you mentioned the collective responsiblity of the Cabinet. Mr.
Dasmunsi said one thing and Shri Shivraj Patil said something else on Nandigram. Then,
why are you talking about collective responsibility?

THE VICE- CHAIRMAN (PROF P.J. KURIEN): It is the collective responsibility in a
parliamentary democracy. (Interruptions)

SHRI M. VENKATAH NAIDU: The idea is not to interrupt the debate, Sir. Let me bring it
to the notice of the Chair and the House also that there was a feeling that when such
sensitive issues are discussed, the concerned Minister should be present. The rule, of
course, is that one Minister can take notes for all. But then, why is there this entire Cabinet
and all others? The point is that we are discussing such a sensitive issue; the entire country
is looking towards us. Fortunately, there is peace also in the House. A meaningful debate is
going on. It was assured to us in the morning that the Home Minister, Shivraj Patilji will
come here. He has not come. And the other Minister has also gone. He is coming in just
now. (Interruptions)

THE VICE- CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): You know, there are two Ministers of
State in the Ministry of Home Affairs here, three Cabinet Ministers.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Cabinet Ministers are not noting, Sir. The concerned
Minister should be there. (Interruptions) Then, what about the Cabinet Minister? They
said he is in Lok Sabha. Is the Lok Sabha also discussing the same issue?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIEN): You were in the Government. You know
these problems. If anyone else had raised it, I would have understood.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Yes, Sir; and [ used to be there in the Hosue. (Interruptions)
When debates and discussions are going on here, some Ministers are sitting and watching
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cricket match at Feroze Shah Kotla grounds. (Interruptions) 1 thought when a senior member
like Shri Ram Jethmalani was speaking, there should be some senior Minister present in the
House.

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI (Nominated): Sir, I have very special affection for Mr.
Shivraj Patil. I am very happy that we unanimously approved the Chair's Resolution this
morning which adequately conveys the contempt of the Indian nation for the horrendous
crimes of the perpetrators of these acts of terrorism in three of our cities. At the same at
those who have lost their lives, those who are living but some of them in a critical condition,
and of course, their kith and kin who have suffered untold and undeserved misery.

But the question is: after having passed this Resolution and sought some clarifications
from the Government, does the duty of this House come to an end? Do we, after having
done this job today in another one hour of the House, go back to our small power games,
toppling tricks, unholy compromises and criminal cover-ups?

Sir, there are a few matters which arise out of the statement. And since you have advised
us to confine ourselves to clarification of issues, the first point that I wish to ask is that,
when this statement, at more than one place, characterises the happenings as acts of
terrorism, I hope it is realised by the Government that terrorism is not a subject of law and
order. The Supreme Court in its solemn judgment has held that terrorism, of both kinds,
whether internal or external, is an an assault on the sovereighty and defence of India and,
therefore, is primarily a Central Subject. Being a Central Subject, Sir, it is the primary duty of
the Central Government to see to it that these offences do not take place or, at least, recur
with the frequency with which they are now occurring and that they are adequately
investigated and those found responsible for these acts punished so that there should be
some deterrence.

I regret, Sir, that the statement does not show this realisation. What is said, for example,
in the fifth paragraph is, "Investigations into these blasts have been given to the Special
Task Force by the State Government. The Central Agencies are also helping the State Police
in this regard".

Sir, this is a reversal of roles. The primary responsibility for acts of terrorism and to
investigate them is that of the Centre. You are seeking and you are entitled to seek the
cooperation of the State Government. If it gives that cooperation to you, it is perfectly all
right, it is redound to the credit of the State Government. But please do not by this jettison
your primary responsibility because we are dealing with not a State subject, but with a
Central subject.

Then, Sir, I do wish very seriously not to succumb to the temptation of scoring any
brownie points against anybody. I have not such motivation. But, Sir, even if you detect a
failure somewhere, a failure in some quarter, a failure which amounts to terrible neglect or
jettisoning of duty, yet we must recognise that in a sense it is the collective failure of all of
us, and, therefore, we have to put forth and put across a pool or our collective experience,
our collective knowledge, collective intelligence, collective techniques and collective
influence wherever that influence can bring about a change of motivation for these acts of
terrorism.

Sir, another thing which requires a serious consideration is,—and I had raised that
subject the other day when the Question Hour was going on—I said, all terrorism is not of
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the same kind, motivations are different. Some terrorism is purely political and territorial of the kind
which we encounter, for example, in the State of Jammu and Kashmir. But, Sir, there is another terrorism
in which the motivation is totally different. My friend, Raja is right and that is why, Sir, I have so
much respect for him, in spite of our differences on some points, when he said that no religion has to
be identified or associated with any acts of terrorism, perfectly right. But, Sir, I don't do it as a matter
of political strategy. I do it as a matter of my understanding of religion. There is no religion in the
world which advocates or sanctifies terrorism, and those people who go about telling others that
your religion requires you to indulge in acts of terrorism, they themselves are terrorists and must be
dealt with in that particular manner. But, Sir, there is no doubt that some misunderstanding of religion
is also in some cases the motivation for acts of terrorism. And, Sir, there, you cannot treat it as a law
and order problem: you cannot treat it as a purely punishing problems of criminal law or creating
deterrence, you have to address yourself to the mind of the people, to the brain of the people, to
their understanding of things, and, Sir, a dialogue is called for with these people and more than
anything else, Sir, what is called the need for secular education in India. Sir, I have been writing
about it times out of number that India has failed, while proclaiming secularism, failed to give
secular education throughout the country. And, Sir, secularism has got to be taught. And, Sir, I mean,
no disrespect to anybody, I am speaking with great humility and with great anguish almost that those
who beat their breasts and all the time talk about secularism have not understood even the 's' of
secularism what secularism requires. Sir, the first thing which secularism requires and that is a matter
where we have to go round and create a new culture is, what used to happen in the court of emperor
Akbar. The Nine Jewels of the court used to sit, discuss religious doctrines, criticise each other's
doctrine, show the superiority of one doctrine over another, but nobody got up and stabbed anybody,
and nobody out of anger got so provoked that he indulged in acts of terrorism. Sir, when we can
peacefully and in a spirit of understanding and a spirit of enlightenment sit and discuss religious
doctrines and subject them to the rule of reason, that is secularism. But, unfortunately that secularism
is not being taught, is not being even advocated. However, Sir, some day, I hope, it will be done.

Sir, the response to these acts is childish, "We have given Rs. 5 lakhs to those who are dead and
Rs. 1 lakh to those who have been injured". Sir, these are all childish responses to this very, very
horrendous activity. "We have not said that you must create more vigilance in other district courts. "
The terrorists know it. Now that they have attacked courts, they know that you will be more vigilant
at some other courts and they will not attack your courts at least for some time until you gorforget this.
I'must tell you, it is pathetic.

Sir, last night I was sitting before the TV and I happen to see only for a few minutes because I
could not afford to sit and listen to the whole thing. There was some gentleman who probably had
something to do with our R&AW and intelligence agencies. He was on TV and explaining why our
efforts to curb terrorism have failed. One of the things which I heard from him and which made me
very angry about what is happening is when he said that terrorists have now changed their techniques!
One of the illustrations he gave is, previously terrorists were using telephone for their communication
and now they were using couriers. Do we not have this much intelligence that naturally the terrorists
will go no changing their techniques and technologies? This is not an adequate explanation.

Sir, I must say that the problem of terrorism is that these acts take place without notice. How do
we manage to get notice? Sir, I should not even be discussing these matters in the
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House; 1 wish the Minister in-charge of it at least have the decency and the humility to call
important Members of the House and sit with them in private and try to understand this problem.
Sir, let me summarise in one word. The problem of terrorism and its conquest is the problem of
infiltration into criminal organisations. There are many people who have tremendous
experience of how to infiltrate into other organisations.

DR. MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI: He has the experience of all parties!

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI: My friend Raja is laughing... (Interruptions)... We should use
the collective experience of the past, infiltrate into organisations; otherwise, you will never
know when that organisation is going to hit and where it is going to hit and by what technology
itis going to hit. Sir, these are the things which have to be learnt and I regret to say that this is not
sufficiently appreciated, this does not show adequate response.

There is one last thing. Again, I wish to express my agreement with my friend, Sitaram
Yechury. He is very angry with me that I have been opposing him on some other points of great
importance. But, Sir, I agree with him that Taslima and Hussain must be dealth with in the same
way. But it is a disgrace to our judicial system, it is a disgrace to our political system that
Hussain has to live in Dubai as an outlaw, but it is equally a disgrace to our hospitality, our
civilisation that a poor woman who is almost seeking refuge from persecution in her own country is
being asked to get out. Both must be treated alike. Both must be brought back here and treated
as our honoured guests and given complete security and safety. That is what the society requires
and that is what the greatness of India requires. Thank you.

SHRI MANOHAR JOSHI: Sir, the incidents took place in Uttar Pradesh but this has
repercussions all over the country because it is not the first time that such incidents have
taken place. As for me, I have seen it right from 1992 when such attacks took place in the city
of Mumbai. Thereafter, the activities continued for a pretty long time. Terrorist activities are
increasing in all parts of our country. We keep discussing it in the House without any
results. Speeches are made and Government always gives assurances, as it has done in the
last paragraph. They have said, "We will not allow these anti-national forces to disturb
peace and communal harmony in the country.” It means, the Government is aware about the
seriousness of these incidents. The question before all of us is, whether proper actions are
being taken, whether the Government is very serious and whether the Government really
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wants to stop these activities. During this discussion, the emphasis should be that in future
no such bomb blasts take place in our country. The question is, whether by debate or
discussion these things can be achieved. Nobody is sure about his life in country. The
Constitution of India itself guarantees the right to live. But, is this right to live given by this
Government to us today? If you ask me, Sir, I would say that the whole country is in danger
today. Nobody knows what will happen in any part of the country at any time. The lives of
Indians have become very serious and this is only because we are not prepared to accept
the facts as they are. We talk of national integration; we talk of unity of the country, but, at
the same time, we are not prepared to take strict measures to stop the terrorism and to stop
the activities which take place everywhere in the country. Sir, therefore, my first suggestion
would be, the strict enforcement of laws is absolutely necesary and all of us unanimously
decide that wherever necessary we will take the action and those who are arrested for
terrorism we would never stand by them. Sir, the incident is known to everybody that in the
House there was a discussion also about Afzal Guru. We have demanded in this House that
Afzal Guru should be hanged forthwith. How many months have passed? I am sure, if Afzal
Guru is punished, terrorists would not dare to do what they did again in Uttar Pradesh. But
is this House prepared to pass a unanimous resolution that Afzal Guru should be hanged
fortwith? We are not prepared to do it for political interests. I would only say that we always
divide on such issues because we give more importance to politics than discouraging
terrorism in the country. Sir, I do not understand why we are afraid of everything. If there is
a terror of terrorists, then there should be terror about the Government also. Those who do
such types of anti-national activities must get scared as to what would happen if they are
arrested.

Sir, according to me, it is not impossible to stop terrorism, provided the Government
seriously wants to do it. But, this is very unfortunate that the Government is not prepared
to take steps. The enforcement of law is not being done in the country and, therefore, the
state-sponsored terrorism has also not stopped. The question is raised whether all Muslims
are terrorists. I would say that we have never said that all Muslims are terrorists, but, at the
same time, the Government has also accepted in the House that state-sponsored terrorism
is there, and if State-sponsored terrorism is there, we all know that this is... (Interruptions)...
I am referring to Pakistan, the cross-border terrorism...(Interruptions)... Terrorists have
gone to such an extent that the Parliament House was also attacked. I remember, when the
Parliament House was attacked, my Party had made a demand that if the Government did not
want terrorism in this country, our country must be brave enough to attack Pakistan. But,
we did not do it because we were always involved in politics. According to me, only two
things are enough to stop all these things. Number one, our country must attack Pakistan
so that the terrorists will get scared...(Interruptions)...

GOVERNMENT RESOLUTION

Proclamation issued by President on 20th November, 2007, under Article 356 of
Constitution in relation to State of Karnataka

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL): Sir, I rise to move:

"That this House approves the Proclamation issued by the President on the 20th
November, 2007, under Article 356 of the Constitution in relation to the State of
Karnataka."

As the hon. Members are aware, election to constitute the Legislative Assembly of
Karnataka was held in April, 2004. The election resulted in a hung Legislative Assembly in
the State. On 28th May, 2004, a coalition Government, comprising Janata Dal (S) and the
Congress (I) was formed. However, in January, 2006, a group of 39 MLAs of JD (S) led by
Shri H.D. Kumaraswamy broke away form the alliance and formed a Government, with the
support of BJP, with Shri H.D. Kumaraswamy as the Chief Minister. There was an
understanding betwen the two coalition partners that the JD (S) would hold the Chief
Minister's post for the first 20 months and the BJP for the next 20 months. The period of
20 months for the JD (S) ended on 3rd October, 2007. Seventy-nine MLAs of BJP presented
before the Governor and withdrew the support to the coalition Government on 6th October,
2007. On 8th October, 2007, the leaders of the Congress (I) party also submitted a memorandum
to the Governor stating that the Ministry headed by Shri H.D. Kumaraswamy had been
reduced to a minortiy and demanded the dismissal of the Government. Thereafter, the Chief
Minister met the Governor and submitted his resignation on 8th October, 2007. The Governor,
in his Report, dated 8th October, 2007, recommended invoking the President's rule in the
State of Karnataka as there was no possibility of any party or person being in a position to
form a Ministry with a majority support in the Assembly. The Report of the Governor was
considered by the Union Government and the President's rule was proclaimed on 9th October,
2007 in the State of Karnataka under article 356(1) of the Constitution keeping the Legislative
