These are the
responsibilities of the Family Courts and the objective of the Central Government in
establishing them. Workload has increased drastically in the regular courts and has
become overburdened. The primary objective of this Bill is to reduce workload,
reduce delay and deliver speedy justice. ...(Interruptions)...

The Family Courts Act, 1984 was a result of various organisations advocating
for women's welfare. It was introduced with the aim of facilitating expeditious and
satisfactory resolution of disputes concerning the family through a forum.
...(Interruptions)... The nature of this forum is to work in a just manner and with an
approach ensuring maximum welfare of society and dignity of women who are
oppressed. The socio-economic and psychological condition of the women is taken
into account before delivering justice. ...(Interruptions)...

A significant limitation of the Family Courts Act is the Domestic Violence Act.
As per Section 26 of the Domestic violence Act, women could claim reliefs, residence
order and alimony for the well-being of children in custody. ...(Interruptions)... If we
examine whether the Family Courts are approached by litigants in respect of what |
referred to, there are no clear guidelines issued about the jurisdictions/powers of
these Family Courts. As per Section 26 of the Domestic Violence Act, regular courts
have powers with respect to the issues that | mentioned and the powers are not
vested with the Family Courts. Subsequently, we are unable to achieve desired
results from the Family Courts. ...(Interruptions)... | would like to draw the attention
of the Law Minister and request the Central Government that in light of the facts that |
spoke of, the Family Courts Act needs to be amended. Family Courts are not clear
about their powers and jurisdictions under Section 26 of Domestic Violence Act to
grant relief. This issue of Jurisdiction needs to be addressed. Only then we can
expect desired results.

But, at the same time, rifts between family members,
especially between two married adults are quite prominent. ...(/nterrupt/ons )... We
are now in a present state wherein two unhappy adults in a marriage are considerate
of seeking a decree of divorce mutually. ...(Interruptions)... Women now, unlike in
the past, have become more vocal about the facet of domestic violence. Hence, they
are quick to approach the courts for their grievance-redressal. In this scenario,
validating the existence and jurisdiction of family courts across Himachal Pradesh and
Nagaland is the need of the hour. ... (Interruptions)...

Sir, over 11.4 lakh cases are pending in family courts across the country. There
are innumerous litigants who run from pillar to post to get a decree in their favour and
for them to fall under a family court that do not have statutory validity is absolutely
unjustified and unfair. ...(/nz‘errupz‘/ons)... This Bill has rectified this major flaw in the
existing family courts of Himachal Pradesh and Nagaland. ...(Interruptions)... This
will not only just unburden the higher courts but would also expedite the judicial
process for the relief-seeking litigants. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : Smt. Vandana Chavan, not present. ...(/nterrupt/ons)...
Shri Kanakamedala Ravindra Kumear. ... (Interruptions)...

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)...Sir, the Family Courts Act was
originally enacted in 1984. ...(/nterrupt/ons)... Now, the purpose of the Bill is to
promote conciliation in, and secure speedy settlement of, disputes relating to
marriages. ...(Interruptions)... The Bill has come before the House because the
validity of this law was challenged before the High Court of Himachal Pradesh in the
absence of notification. ...(Interruptions)... You forget about this. | am supporting
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the Bill. ...(Interruptions )... But, taking advantage of this occasion, | wanted to bring
some facts to the notice of the hon. Law Minister with regard to family courts.
...(Interruptions )... As far as family courts are concerned, now, they are constituted
only in metropolitan cities and other district headquarters. ...(Interruptions)... There
are no family courts in other subordinate areas. So, the existing sub-courts are
dealing with the matters of family courts. ...(/nz‘errupz‘/ons)... Whereas, jurisdiction of
the family court deals with Section 125 of the Maintenance Act under Cr.P.C., the
Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, the Guardians and Wards Act, the
Hindu Marriage Act, the Indian Christian Marriage Act and the Special Marriage Act.
...(/nterrupt/ons)... Lack of jurisdiction with regard to subordinate courts is different.
...(/nterrupt/ons)... There is some discrimination with regard to the functioning of
family courts and also subordinate courts. This has to be neutralized.
...(Interruptions )...This is number one.

Secondly, in family courts and Mufsil Courts there is huge pendency of cases!
...(Interruptions)... The subordinate courts are flooded with so many civil and
criminal cases. ...(Interruptions)... Subordinate courts are dealing not only with civil
matters but are giving assistance to Sessions Courts Jurisdiction also in dealing with
criminal matters. ...(Interruptions)... That is why the matters are delayed for years
together. ...(Interruptions)...The purpose of the Family Courts Act is to promote
conciliation and speedy settlement. ...(Interruptions)... But, it is unfortunate that
there is no specific provision in the Family Courts Act to specify the time for disposal
of cases. So, specific time has to be mentioned for disposal of cases, like election
petition, etc. Otherwise, the objective of family court will be defeated.
...(Interruptions )...

Another issues is: There are issues before guardians and wards with regard to
custody of minor children dealt by the family courts. ...(Interruptions)... In the
absence of specific time-limit, the interest and welfare of minors is not safeguarded.
...(Interruptions )...When it comes to maintenance, it is not just wife but children
should also be considered by the family court. ...(Interruptions)... This has also
delayed for years together. ...(/nterrupz‘/ons)... After family court judgment, the case
can be appealed in the High Court and the Supreme Court. ...(Interruptions )...If we
drag on the proceedings, the cream of the life of husband and wife will be ruined.
..(Interruptions)..  So, a time-limit should be prescribed in the Family Courts
(Amendment) Bill. ..(Interruptions )... It is mandatorily required in the Family Courts
(Amendment) Bill. ..(Interruptions).. The object of the this Amendment is to
establish more Family Courts in the country. ..(/nterrupt/ons)...
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. ..(Interruptions)..

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: | am concluding, Sir. So many
Members are not there. ..(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... Let me take the opportunity, because so
many Members are not there. .. (Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: There are other Members to speak. ..(Interruptions)..

Judges of the family court needs to be gender sensitised. .. (Interruptions)..Now, |
come to procedure. ..(Interruptions).. The other important aspect to which | would
like to draw the hon. Law Minister’s attention is that the procedure in the Family
Court has to be simplified. ..(Interruptions )... Now, the Criminal Procedure Code and
the Civil Procedure Code deal with procedural aspects. .. (Interruptions).. Unless the
procedure is simplified, the delay cannot be avoided. ..(Interruptions).. So, this
procedural part also has to be amended.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR:  There are so many things to be
submitted. ..(Interruptions).. Due to the paucity of time, | request the hon. Law
Minister to review and do the needful amendments in the Family Courts Act and the
Hindu Marriage Act.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Dr. Thambidurai. ..(Interruptions )...

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Respected hon. Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir,
thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the debate on the Family Courts
(Amendment) Bill, 2022. ..(Interruptions).. The AIADMK Party supports this
Bill... (/nz‘erru,oz‘/ons)... You know very well that the Family Court Act, 1984, provides
for the establishment of Family Courts by the State Governments in consultation with
the High Courts to promote conciliation and secure speedy settlement of disputes
relating to marriage and family affairs. .. (/m‘errupt/ons)... According to that, the
Memorandum submitted to the 14" Finance Commission, Union of India, proposed
for setting up of Family Courts in each district in the country where such Courts are
not available. .. (/nterrupt/ons)... As per the information available by the High Court,
presently, 720 family courts are functional in 26 States which have a total pendency of
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11,43,900 cases. ..(Interruptions).. These many cases are still pending. What |
am requesting the hon. Minister is this. He has taken a lot of efforts to bring the
Amendment Bill but Himachal Pradesh and Nagaland are not having the Family
Courts. ..(Interruptions)..  That is why this Amendment has been brought by the
hon. Minister before the House. ...(Interruptions).. Sir, | appreciate this. At the
same time, | want to say that in Tamil Nadu 40 Family Courts are available. But, as
our Members have said, there are so many pending cases. ..(Interruptions)..
Though we have 40, still, we are not able to complete the cases because of so many
reasons. .. (/nterrupt/ons)... Due to dragging of the cases, postponement of cases,
etc., family members are suffering. ..(Interruptions)..  This is a new trend that we
are facing in India. In foreign countries, it could be okay because they are having
Family Courts; but our culture is different. ...(Interruptions)..  Now, because of the
influence of Western culture, these kinds of family problems have started here also.
Therefore, it is better to settle them as early as possible. ...(/nterrupz‘/ons)... We
cannot prolong the disputes for a long time because animosity is created among the
family members when cases are dragged for long. ...(Interruptions)...  Therefore, |
request the hon. Minister to see to it that the cases in High courts or Family Courts
are quickly disposed of. ..(Interruptions).. Also, if at all any financial requirement is
there, the Central Government has to come forward to help the State Government
financially in the establishment of courts. Therefore, | personally thank the hon.
Minister and also you, Sir, for allowing me to speak on this Bill. | support this Bill.
