(¢) to (¢) Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojna (PMGSY-I) was launched as a one-time special
intervention to provide rural connectivity, by way of a single all-weather road. to the eligible
unconnected habitations in the core network for uplifting the socio-economic condition of the
rural population. Various impact assessment studies that have been carried out by Independent
Agencies have concluded that PMGSY has helped in better access of market place for the rural
masses and generated employment in various forms. It has also helped in improving socio-
economic condition of people living around the area. Thus, it has helped in removing poverty
and unemployment. The scheme has impacted agriculture, health, education, urbanization and
employment generation in a big way. An evaluation of Centrally Sponsored Schemes in Rural
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Development Sector, including PMGSY was carried out by the Development Monitoring and
Evaluation Office (DMEQ) of NITI Aayog in 2020. The following are the findings of this
