NATIONAL COACHING SCHEME OF SAI
*198 SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA:
Will the Minister of YOUTH AFFAIRS AND SPORTS be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Sports Authority of India is going to increase the number of coaches in different
sports;

(b) if so, the details thereof;,

(¢) whether the implementation of National Coaching Scheme of the Sports Authority of India
(SAI) has increased the number of coaches in various sports categories in the country;

(d) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor; and

(e) the steps taken/proposed to be taken by Government to tap the unidentified potential in
sports in rural areas?

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STATEMENT REFERRED TO IN REPLY TO PARTS (a) TO (e) OF THE RAJYA SABHA
STARRED QUESTION NO. 198 FOR 04.08.2022 REGARDING "NATIONAL COACHING
SCHEME OF SAI" ASKED BY SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA, HON’BLE MP.

(a) and (b) “Sports’ being a State subject, the responsibility for promotion/development of
sports, including coaching and creation of sports infrastructure, primarily rests with the
respective State/UT Governments. The Central Government supplements their efforts through
its various schemes, viz. Khelo India Scheme and sports promotional schemes run by the Sports
Authority of India (SAI).

SAIT has a fixed sanctioned strength of 1524 in the coaching cadre. Coaches are appointed/
recruited discipline-wise as per the requirement. At present, 966 coaches are working in SAI
and m addition to this, 319 coaches have been recruited on contract basis and 101 coaches on
deputation basis in various sports disciplines.

Further, under the component for Khelo India Centre (KIC) of the Khelo India Scheme, ‘Past
Champion Athletes” are engaged as coaches and mentors for young and budding athletes. At
present, 102 Past Champion Athletes are engaged in 91 Khelo India Centres across the country.

(¢) & (d) No such scheme is being implemented by SAL

() Atotal of 23 SAI Centres have been upgraded as National Centres of Excellence (NCOEs)
across the country to impart specialized training to promising athletes in 13 priority disciplines
and 10 additional disciplines by providing state-of-the-art infrastructure, playing facilities,
sports science backup, individualized diet and overall supervision under the best coaches,
qualified support statf and High Performance Directors to achieve excellence in Olympics and
other Intermational Events. The SAI Training Centres (STCs) act as feeder centres to the
NCOFEs.

A total of 189 Centres, including NCOEs, STCs, Extension Centres of STCs, National Sports
Talent Contest (NSTC) Scheme, etc. are functional for implementation of the sports
promotional schemes of SAL

The sportspersons identified under the SAI Sports Promotional Schemes belong to all sections
of society, including from rural, backward, tribal and hilly areas of the country, and are
provided regular training on residential and non-residential basis, as per the approved norms of
the Schemes.

Further, the Khelo India Scheme of the Ministry has the twin objectives of mass participation
and promotion of excellence in sports. Various programmes have been launched under this
Scheme to promote sports and improve the level of sports and infrastructural facilities,
including stadiums, plaving fields, tracks and sports training in the country. So far, 29 centres
in 28 States/UTs are being supported under the Scheme as Khelo India State Centres of
Excellence along with 523 Khelo India Centres. Further, 09 Sports Schools and 28 Army Boys
Sports Companies (ABSCs) are being supported across the country. A total of 264 Academies
are accreditated for training of athletes identified under the Khelo India Scheme.

Under the component “Promotion of Inclusiveness through Sports™ of Khelo India Scheme,
the Ministry gives special emphasis to Promotion of Rural/ Indigenous and Tribal Games.
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Indigenous games such as Mallakhamb, Kalaripayyattu, Gatka, Thang-Ta and Silambam are
being supported under this component. Grants have been sanctioned for infrastructure
development, equipment support, appointment of coaches, training of coaches and
scholarships.
