MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Rakesh Sinha; not present. Shri Pabitra
Margherita.

SHRI PABITRA MARGHERITA (Assam): Thank you, Sir. | support the Resolution
moved by hon. Member Shri Biplab Kumar Deb for sustainable cultivation and promotion
of Agarwood, the scientific name of which is Aquilaria Malaccensis.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA) in the Chair.]

| do agree with the hon. Member that it will lead to a significant economic
empowerment of the farmers, especially in the North-Eastern region of India.

Hon. Members do know it that agarwood is a very valuable tree like sandalwood
tree. It can be cultivated in tropical humid climatic conditions. When insects attack a
matured agar tree, it gets infected with fungus and from the fungus-infected wood, chips
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and later oil can be produced. | am told that the cost of per kilo litre agar oil costs from
Rs.10 lakh to Rs.40 lakh. Depending upon the source of origin and quality of oil, it costs
from Rs.10 lakh to Rs.40 lakh per litre. At the same time, the chips which are produced
from agarwood cost around one lakh rupees per kilogram. | am just told that this is its
present market price per kilogram. | am lucky enough that, as Shri Biplab Kumar Deb
has said, it is mainly produced in Assam. | very proudly say this about Assam, Tripura,
Nagaland and other States of the North-Eastern Region, including Sikkim. Karnataka is
also there. Let me say a few words about agar tree. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): He is a new Member.

SHRI PABITRA MARGHERITA: Agar oil, agarwood chips, and perfume made out of it
are in high demand in Middle East countries. These are in high demand in ASEAN
countries also. Traditionally, the people in the Middle East like it. That is why these
products are in high demand. Keeping this in mind, my appeal to the Government is that
there should be an apex body to monitor, govern and empower the agar cultivators and
its cultivation. There should be R&D in this area. We need to explore new area with
proper soil testing where its cultivation is feasible. There should be grants-in-aid and
subsidy to farmers. We need to encourage Self-Help Groups and cooperative societies.
It needs insurance. We need to patronise agar-based industries. It needs market
linkage. We have seen it in our local area that some brokers exploit cultivators. There
should be proper market linkages and single-window clearance where all the documents
and official work can be completed.

Lastly, | would like to thank my State Government led by Dr. Himanta Biswa
Sarma. Recently, this Government has taken a path-breaking decision to empower and
encourage commercial cultivation of agar and other associate woods. About Assam, |
am very proud to say this. A huge population of more than one crore agar trees on non-
forest land has been grown there. This is done by private individuals. There are about
1,000 agarwood-based industries in Assam. It is almost like a capital of agarwood
industry. Two particular decisions have been taken by the Assam Cabinet. It cleared
two game-changing rules, namely the Assam Trees Outside Forest (Sustainable
Management) Rules, 2022 and Assam Wood Based Industries (Promotion and
Development) Rules, 2022. This initiative of our State Government has encouraged
commercial cultivation of agarwood. This is an encouragement which has been initiated
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by the State Government under the guidance and cooperation of the Central Government
led by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change under the leadership of
Shri Bhupender Yadav. ...(Interruptions)... | am told CITES has limited the maximum
quantum of supply of agar oil. Maybe it is a statement that | have read which says that
maximum 75,000 kilo litre is permitted by CITES to export from India. So, that particular
maximum limit should not be there. At last, again, appreciating the moves by our
Central Government and the Government of Assam, | would say, with these initiatives, it
is expected that Agarwood tree population will reach five crore in 2026 in Assam.
Presently, the population of Agarwood tree is approximately one crore and by 2026, it will
reach five crore. The production of Agarwood will reach two lakh kilograms and the
production of Agarwood oil will reach one lakh litres. So, it is expected that there may be
trade to the tune of Rs.7,500 crore to Rs.10,000 crore. As said by Shri Biplab Kumar
Deb, Tea Board and Coffee Board are doing very good business; they are providing
service to the stakeholders. There should be one other board which will cater services to
Agarwood cultivators because only in Assam the potentiality of Agarwood cultivation is
more than Rs.10,000 crore. Target set by the State Government is Rs.10,000 crore by
2026. So, for this, | think the Central Government should extend support -- it has
already extended -- in a very systematic manner, making an apex body to cater to all the
things which we have mentioned and my friend, Shri Biplab Kumar Deb, has mentioned.
So, we appeal once again that it may be made. It may be in Tripura or Assam or
Nagaland or any State where Agarwood has been commercially cultivated by people for
a few decades. So, this is our appeal and | do support the Resolution moved by my
respected colleague, Shri Biplab Kumar Deb. Thank you.

DR. AMEE YAJUNIK (Gujarat): Thank you, Sir, for this opportunity. First of all, | would
like to congratulate hon. colleague, Mr. Deb for coming up with a Resolution that speaks
of some kind of a sustainable cultivation of a product which is called agarwood. Sir, this
Resolution that is moved speaks of bringing about cultivation and empowering the
farmers of a particular region. ... (Interruptions)... Sir, if | am not audible...
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please continue, | am hearing.
| am listening. You address to me. Everything is going on record.

DR. AMEE YAJUNIK: Sir, the sustainable cultivation will empower the farmers of that
particular region. It is a very, very laudable and an ambitious way to bring about this
Resolution and | fully support it.

There is only one thing | would like to say, and would concentrate on a few points
as far as this particular Resolution is concerned. The Resolution speaks of it that it will
bring out potential of the farmers and thereby it will create an economic revolution within
that region. Today, when we talk about meeting our Sustainable Development Goals,
where sustainable agriculture and empowering farmers is one of the issues in the
country, here, we are trying to see that the farmers promote their products and they
come out and get empowered in a way that the agriculture sector has not done so far in
that particular region. |, certainly, feel that bringing about this Resolution and talking
about empowering a certain section of the society, that is, the agriculture sector and the
farmers within, they may come up with innovative suggestions. They may come up with
different patterns of farming. | think, it is a wonderful idea. But the prayer made is that
the House urges the Government to come up with Agarwood Board of India. That Board
should be empowered. Sir, 3-4 important points come out of this particular Resolution.
The first is that you empower the farmers; secondly, the Resolution Mover has sought
some kind of promotion of these products with the MSME. MSME is the backbone of our
economy. If this backbone of economy is not strengthened, specially in the backdrop of
demonetization and Covid--and right now they are struggling to survive at this point of
time; if Agarwood Board makes it one of its objectives to promote this Agarwood farmers
and sees that the counterpart MSMEs, on the other hand, buy their products, then it
would shift the burden from wherever they are; they will come up. You will also see that
the MSME sector also gets a boost by this measure. That is one point.

The second point, which nobody has touched, is the prayer that has been made
by the Resolution Mover is that the Self Help Groups are one of the other backbones,
which are coming up in the Indian economy. The Self Help Groups and cooperatives
today are looking for some kind of credit facilities, some kind of hand-holding, some kind
of support. If this Board is created, it would give a boost to these cooperatives and Self
Help Groups in order to see that the products that come up are bought from the farmers
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after the farming; it would go a long way. Maybe, it would take some time, but definitely
it would build the economy in that particular sector.

The third thing which is most required is the one that is required of any Board,
apart from the Agarwood Board. Sir, research and development takes a back seat in our
country. | wish, when the Government thinks of forming this Agarwood Board, the
Government will give sufficient investment and funds for research and development.
Apart from that, it should give chance to young entrepreneurs whether they are StartUps
or small companies. If these youngsters are given some kind of a role in the MSMEs or
with the Self Help Groups or cooperatives, especially the women cooperatives, then it
would go a long way. Then this Board would be able to do wonders.

| also would like to add to the Resolution of the hon. Member here. The Board
composition should also be thought about. There should be experts because this is a
new kind of a Board. There should be technical experts, more experts in order to see
that the Board meets with the objects for which this is formed. The ultimate goal of
empowering the farmers in that particular area will go a long way if the counterparts buy
them and support them. When the farmers come up with their products, if there is
nobody on the other side to promote their products, then we can’t go a long way in the
economic uplift of that particular area.

The fourth important point is that we are talking of innovation every day. The
Government today has got many schemes that promote innovation. Who are the people
who would promote these innovations? The farmers don’t have the wherewithal or the
knowledge, right now, of the upcoming projects or programmes which the Government
have. | think, there should be some awareness programmes which the Board should
conduct.

This is one way
of economic empowerment of a certain section of the people. Here, there are farmers.
We should not forget that 50 per cent of India is totally dependant on agriculture. The
other day | was talking about the global warming and | was talking about cropping
patterns that need to be changed in the agricultural sector. Here, the word that is used is
‘inter-cropping” by the Resolution Mover. It is one of the innovative ideas which will go a
long way in fighting the global warming and going further in our goals for the sustainable
development goals which are set internationally. There are too many multiple issues in
this. It is not a simple Resolution.
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| would, once again, congratulate the Resolution Mover for bringing this kind of a
Resolution where there are multi-pronged approaches to a particular sector,
empowering that sector which should be provided by the counterpart, the Government,
whether State Governments or the Union Government or the Local Government. Sir, this
Government should look into this when it comes before it. When the Board is formed, it
should be manned by technical experts. They should know the knowhow. They should
know what the region is about. They should know what the product is; how the product
is going to be at the international market, if it is submitted so, and it should also try to
find out whether such boards, where there are local products like this in the country, can
be formed. We cannot just take examples of one or two successful boards, but we need
to promote such boards wherever in India in order to see that these different sections of
people get empowered economically. Economical empowerment goes along with
educational empowerment and so the board should also have some kind of an
awareness teaching programmes where education or knowhow or some kind of
knowledge can be imparted to these people because we can't imagine that one farmer
who just cultivates wheat would also know something about rice as well or something
about agarwood as well. So, these kinds of specialized knowledge banks should be
formed by the board and the board should be having a lot of investments, fund facilities
and this would go a long way. Sir, often we miss out on making rules for these boards
and that is why we somewhere crumble. Whatever regime or reign we have, whatever
products we have in a particular area should be cashed in specifically by way of bringing
knowledge, experience, technical knowhow into the sector. It is very easy to form a
board, but unless and until the objectives are not met with, if there is no human power
and if there is no human resources there, it will fail. Hence, | completely support the
Resolution and | think the Government will come up with a proper formation of this
board. We will see that the pharmas in that particular area, in the North-East region, are
empowered both technically and economically and they have the knowhow in order to
see that they function and they get economically empowered. This would be one of the
wonderful steps if the Government takes up this Resolution positively and comes up with
a Board. Thank you.
