SHRI B. LINGAIAH YADAV (TELANGANA): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | rise to support the
Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Second Amendment) Bill, 2022.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

The Government of Tamil Nadu requested to include Narikoravan and Kurivikkaran
communities in the List of Scheduled Tribes in the State of Tamil Nadu. On the basis
of the recommendation of the State of Tamil Nadu and after consultations with the
Registrar General of India and the National Commission this Bill has been brought
before this House. # 39 fac &1 WIS B &7 gl ""Deputy Chairman, Sir, | thank

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you for allowing me to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Second
Amendment) Bill, 2022. The Government of Tamil Nadu reguested to include the
Narikoravan and Kurivikkaran communities in the list of Scheduled Tribes in
respect of the State of Tamil Nadu on the basis of the recommendation of the State of
Tamil Nadu and after consultations with the Registrar General of India and the
National Commission. Sir, | support this Bill. As per the census of 2011, the
population of the Schedule Tribes has increased in the State of Telangana. Many
years back, the Chief Minister of Telangana, Shri KCR passed an ST Reservation Bill
increasing the reservation for scheduled tribes by 4 per cent, from &é per cent to 10 per
cent. The Bill was sent 1o the Government of India for obtaining the assent of the
President. On behalf of the BRS Party, | request the Hon. Minister to take cognizance
of it.

Sir, the Government is responsible not only for the inclusion and exclusion of
tribal communities in the list of scheduled Tribes but the responsibility of providing
facilities to these people is also vested with the Central Government. Sir, through you
| would like to bring to the notice of the Central Government that, the responsibility of
inclusion of some castes under the Tribal Category should be entrusted with the State
Governments as the State is the local administration and is in a better position to take
better decisions for the development of tribal communities and deliver justice to them.
Earlier, there were only 90 Gurukul Schools in Telangana. Chief Minister K
Chandrashekhar Rao has also increased this number to 180 schools and also
facilitated them in many ways. The BRS Government has taken up the responsibility
of enabling children from different tribal communities from remote villages to attend
schools without any dropouts.

Sainik Schools have also been established for Scheduled Tribes in Telangana.
Also, Atma Gaurava Bhavans with a Budget of rupees fifty lahks for each building
were constructed for Banjaras and Adivasis in Hyderabad. A hostel facility is also
provided for facilitating their children's education. My State Telangana has given
importance to the education of Scheduled Tribes in all 33 districts. In the same way,
we are providing them with the drinking water through Mission Bhagiratha. The way
we are implementing KG to PG should also be implemented throughout the country.
In Telangana, KCR's Government is providing electricity 24 hours, drinking water and
irrigation facilities to the remote villages too.

The way KCR's Government is working for the development of Scheduled
Tribes in the State, it should be done with the same intensity throughout the Country.
Earlier, Shri G.V.L Narsimha Rao was saying that the people are claiming ST status
by marriage. | would like to mention that in my State of Telangana, if a man marries a
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scheduled tribe woman, he cannot claim ST status. It can only be claimed when a
woman marries a man from the Scheduled Tribe community. BRS Party demands that
the Central Government allocate more funds in the Budget for the Scheduled
Tribes. Thank you."

SHRIMATI MAUSAM NOOR (West Bengal): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | thank my
party, All-India Trinamool Congress, for giving me this opportunity to speak here.

| rise to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Second
Amendment) Bill, 2022. This Amendment adds entry 37 entry under Tamil Nadu to
the Schedule in the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order, 1950, including
Narikovaran and Kurivikkaran Tribes to the list of STs.

An estimated 30,000 individuals or 8,500 families in Tamil Nadu belong to this
community, forming 0.1 per cent of the State’s population. They were classified as
the Most Backward Classes till now. But, that put them in competition with more
affluent communities. For example, in 2005, the percentage of STs below the poverty
line in rural Tamil Nadu was 32.1 per cent, which is below the national ST average of
47 .3 per cent; but, that of the rural OBC and others was 129 per cent.

The Lokur Committee in 1965 and the Joint Committee of Parliament in 1967
had recommended the inclusion of this community, pointing out their deprived and
vulnerable situation. In 2013, the Union Minister of Tribal Affairs, on the
recommendation of the Tamil Nadu Government, and with the approval of the
Registrar General of India had agreed to the proposal for inclusion of these
communities. Yet, it has taken nearly a decade for the Government to bring an
amendment to include them and to extend them the benefits and safeguards which
they require and are entitled to.

The 2011 Census said that 8.6 per cent of the country’s population was
composed of tribal people, amounting to 10.4 crore people. | urge upon the
Government to conduct the 2021 census at the earliest so that we can update our
data and provide benefits to our most vulnerable citizens. There is a need to release
the previous data of the Socio-Economic Caste Census, and conduct the 2021 SECC
as well.

Let me share some data about the situation of the Scheduled Tribe people in
today’s India. A 2022 study by the Research Institute for Compassionate Economics
says that life expectancy of adivasimen 5 years lower and advisa/women was 4 years
lower than the so-called upper-caste Hindus.

The NCRB Report of 2021 says that atrocities against the Scheduled Tribes
have increased by 6.4 per cent and 12,159 cases of atrocities against the Scheduled
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Tribes were pending at the end of the year. There was also an increase in violence
against advas/women at 26.8 per cent, with rapes against the STs, accounting for 15
per cent of the total rape cases. Similarly, 95.4 cases of atrocities against the STs
were pending trial at the end of the year.

And, what is the Government doing? To pave way for an ecologically
devastating NITI-Aayog-proposed project of the Andaman and Nicobar Islands
Integrated Development Corporation, the Government has approved the destruction
of the forest homes of the particularly vulnerable tribal group, called Shompen, and
the Scheduled Tribe Great Nicobarese.

Now, new Eklavya Model Residential School guidelines also require 15 acres,
and for the school to be set up in sub-districts where more than 20,000 ST people
reside, comprising at least 50 per cent of the population. The Parliamentary Standing
Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment had recommended that the criterion
be reviewed, pointing cut that many forest and hill districts would have trouble finding
15 contiguous acres of land for setting up of schools, and scattered population of
tribal pecple will have to travel far distances to access education. | urge the
Government to review these requirements.

The educational situation of Scheduled Tribe communities also raises
concerns. As per the 2011 Census, the literacy rate for Scheduled Tribes was 59 per
cent as compared to 73 per cent for the general population. The Gross Enrolment
Ratio(GER) of SC and ST students at the under-graduate level, standing at 23 per
cent and 17.2 per cent respectively, is short of the national average of 26.3 per cent.
The Central Educational Institutions (Reservations in Admission) Act, 2006,
mandates 15 per cent, 7.5 per cent and 27 per cent quotas for SC, ST and OBC
students. However, the acceptance rate of applications for SC, ST and OBC in [IMs
has been below four per cent for the past four years. The IIM, Ahmedabad, received
78 Ph.D applications from STs between 2018-19 and 2021-22, but only two have been
accepted. The IIM, Bangalore, accepted only three out of 188 applications by SCs
and none out of the 52 applications by STs. Only 2.5 per cent or 137 ST students out
of 3,430 eligible applicants were admitted across all lITs in the last year. In contrast to
that, there are 23.51 per cent SC and 5.8 per cent ST of the total population in my
home State of West Bengal. According to 2011 Census reports, the STs’ literacy rate
in India was, male -68.5 per cent and female — 49.4 per cent. Whereas the West
Bengal STs literacy rate was male — 74.15 per cent and female — 43.51 per cent. We
have put in place an SC/ST Pension Scheme to take care of the vulnerable elderly in
these communities. We have also established various lending programmes to help
grow entrepreneurship in these communities. Bengal is the only State in India where

a dedicated Scheduled Caste Advisory Council has been set up. This is our vision for
the welfare of the Scheduled Caste, which is sadly not being mirrored at the Union
level. Our Constitution recognises group identity and its importance for social
empowerment of the marginalised. Via these provisions, the Constitution balances
between the history of injustice faced by certain groups, and personal liberty. People
must be given an assertion of their group identity. Treating every person as an
individual would not be sufficient to gain equality and equity of personhooed, as it will
ignore their different lived realities and caste/tribe identity which require the protection
of law. It is the duty of the State to ensure these protections reach people in the best
way possible, in both letter and spirit. Thank you.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, this is one of the rarest
opportunities we get, to support a Bill moved by this BJP Government. | stand to
support, on behalf of the DMK party, the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order
(Second Amendment) Bill, 2022. This Bill provides for the inclusion of two
communities, Narikoravans and Kurivikkarans, in the Scheduled Tribes List.

At the outset, we would like to thank our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu,
Mr. M.K. Stalin, who has written a letter to the Prime Minister explaining the deprived
conditions of these two communities and their vulnerability, and requested to include
these two communities under the Scheduled Tribes List. We are also thankful to the
hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modijfi, for having brought this Bill, including these two
communities. Sir, it is a very great step. | have something else to say. Before that, |
would have moved an amendment to this Bill, which would have been conceded to by
the Government also.

But | didn't do that because if at all it has been accepted by the Government, and, if it
is passed here, it has to go to the Lok Sabha again. Sir, since such a historical move
after so many long years has been brought in, | didn't want to give an cbstruction.
So, | would like to make it as a request, before the Minister, to keep it in
consideration. It need not be through an amendment because | didn't also move it. It
could be brought while framing the rules. The main thing, Sir, is the nomenclature. It
is the 'Narikoravan' and 'Kurivikkaran'. It is a disrespectful manner of calling a
person. In the least, my acquaintance with Hindi in these past two decades, it is like
the difference between 'tum'and ‘aap'. That's it. It could be 'Narikoravar' and
'Wurivikkarar'. That is the last letter of these two nomenclatures. Instead of 'n', it
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could be replaced with 'r'. That would treat those communities with respect. |
request the Minister to take it into consideration and do that while framing the rules.
Sir, this is very, very important.

Sir, | am very sorry to say that after seven decades of Independence and
becoming a Republic, now only we are identifying some communities to be brought
under the "Tribes'. ...(Interruptions )... For that, | have already thanked.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: That too because of our Chief Minister who had represented to
the Prime Minister. This is not politics, Sir. This is about a community. Mr.
Narasimha Rao, my esteemed colleague, was telling only 'just 27,000", It is 27,000
precious human lives. Even for one or two persons who are suffering, languishing in
another country, we are trying so much to evacuate them. These 27,000 or their
population census has yet to be arrived at, because now only they are going to get...
...(Time-bell rings ...

May | remind you, Sir, that when the BAC met last time with regard to these
Bills, | suggested that all the Bills could be taken up for four hours, but the Leader of
the House said that every Bill will be given two hours and those who are from those
respective States, will be given more time, and the Parliamentary Affairs Minister also
accepted that. So, please consider it. This is a Bill with regard to our State.

So, Sir, we are identifying them only now. Tribal people are our ancestors. We
would have also been -- once our ancestors would have been tribals only. They live
with the nature; they are the protectors of the nature, but, Sir, because of
industrialization and mining operations, sc many ftribal villages have been totally
uprooted. Now, that they are deprived of their livelihood, their way of living, and they
are not able to mix with the mainstream, how sad it would have been! It is banned all
these years. And especially, in the same House -- | remember very well, Sir, and, if
you want, | can lay the document -- in the same December, 2015, | had raised the
same issue because everyone knows that in the 1871 Act of British Rule, they were
under the Criminal Tribes Act because the British wanted to keep them as slaves or to
control them. Later, after Independence, that Act was repealed, and a Committee, a
high-level Committee, under B.S. Lokur was appointed, and that Committee has
recommended that these two communities should be included. Later it has not
happened. But in 2013, the then Minister of Tribal Affairs introduced the Bill. That
couldn't be passed because of the dissolution of Lok Sabha. So, in 2015, | made a
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reference here to include these two communities. At last, it has come now. Thanks
to our Chief Minister and our present Prime Minister.

Sir, understanding our situation, this is a message to our people there. These
people are nomadic. They were living by way of hunting. Now, hunting has been
banned. So, they don't have any other way of living. | know, Sir, some youth in this
community who have been graduated with an engineering degree but they are not
getting employment because of the reservation. But now this Bill provides them that
they come under the Scheduled Tribe, they will be eligible. Sir, why we are telling all
these things is because we have miles to go even now. We have to bring out many
other communities. Through this reservation, by way of bringing them under this
order, by way of including them as Scheduled Tribes, so many will be benefited. So,
Sir, this community which has been a deplored community all these years, now, Sir,
this Bill enables it, | have to support it. | had a lot to say. But you are nodding your
head. That makes me to understand.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have two more speakers.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Of course, Sir, but only Tamil Nadu is more concerned and we
accept it and | have nothing more to say. Simply, | would like to say that much more
has to be done to bring up this community. The reservation policy alone has helped
those who have been downtrodden, suppressed, sidelined and discriminated. [t is
the right place to mention that the First Amendment to the Constitution was brought
in for reservation to the Scheduled Castes and Tribes by way of our struggle in Tamil
Nadu by Perivar Anna Kalaignar and Kamaraj. Now, these steps have been moving
forward and | thank the Government for having conceded to the request of our hon.
Chief Minister. These two communities are going to flourish in the coming days and
much more has to be done. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Sant Balbir Singh. Yes, Shri Devegowdaji, do
you want to say something?

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA (Karnataka): Sir, since this Bill was passed in the Lok
Sabha, in the morning, | wanted to meet the hon. Chairman to explain what has
happened in Karnataka, not to abuse any Government. It is a sin that | have
committed by coming to Rajya Sabha. That is the mistake | have made. What has
happened in Karnataka is that a street fight is going on there on this very same Bill.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Devegowdaji, regarding communities in Karnataka, it is in
the Fourth Amendment Bill.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: Sir, | am from Karnataka. When will your goodself tell me
to rise up, with your own permission? If you don't allow me, what for should | sit
here?

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: | will allow you to speak when the Amendment relating to
Karnataka comes up for discussion. Okay, you can speak.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: Sir, this reservation Bill is for only one community. There
are so many other communities left. Even in this Kuruba community, only one
community has been included. | want to remind the House that we have to be
honest. Even in Kuruba, there are so many communities which have been left out.
We want these communities to be brought under reservation. But only one
community, that is, Kadu Kuruba, has been included. Like that, there is Jenu Kuruba
community. They have made a mistake. Now, other than that, there are other
fishermen communities in the State, like Besta, Koli Dhor and Mogaveera. The
Government of Karnataka has recommended so many times, but they have not even
considered that. They are the poorest of the poor. But, the demand has not been
met, and this discrimination is going on. The so-called left hand is of the poorest
community. Sir, today, so many communities have been fighting on the streets. All
these communities have been fighting for the last thirty-forty years. You all know that
in Andhra, Chandrababu Naidu straightway took a stand regarding the Madigas. | am
sorry to say that. They went to the Supreme Court. The Supreme Court said that it
has to be decided by the Parliament and directed them to go to the Parliament.

When the matter came up in Parliament, it was said that this matter has to be
taken up by the State Government. The State Government has taken a decision but
here the matter was pending. | do not want to say all the things. | know what is
going on in the country. Some of the States requested you to allow them. You are
hearing everything.

Today, Kuruba community want to be included in the Constitutional
(Amendment) Bill and that Constitutional Amendment will be adopted. This matter is
here.

Sir, | do not want to take much time but | would like to request your goodself
that the injustice which has happened, must be set right. Otherwise, let me tell you,
with the permission of the House, | made a mistake by coming to this House. | am
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here not to challenge anybody. A mistake was committed by me. Both the parties
requested including the Prime Minister, including so many others.  Nobody
contested. The mistake was committed by me. | was asked to come to any House.
| am so sorry to say that unless these things are set right, it won't help. Even in
Kuruba community and other communities, there are so many issues. This Bill has
come but they have committed a mistake. In Kannada, there is a saying: ™ "Street
fight'".

We are sitting here and doing all these things. It should be sent back to the
State Government. So many communities are fighting. What are the issues? They
are agitated and they are sitting on dharna in Belgaum. Please, Sir. | request the
Government that for the mistake that has been committed, this Bill should go back to
the State Government and it should be set right. This matter should be sorted out...

. and then come back to the Lok Sabha or the Rajya Sabha to wriggle out the
problems. That is the only request | want to make. | don’t want to comment on the
State Government or the Central Government. This is my humble request.

Lastly, what the Prime Minister has said from day one on the Covid issue and
the advice of the Government on Covid issue, | have gone through it. But | have
never commented on one issue so far as Covid is concerned. | listened to the
Statement of the hon. Health Minister. He has taken advance action because so
many countries are suffering. He himself has taken the decision. | totally agree with
what our hon. Health Minister has said. India is always well ahead of neighbours on
matters of control of even diseases or things like that.  Anticipating all these things,
the hon. Prime Minister takes these decisions. | never commented on what decision
he has taken throughout. | appreciate the advance action taken by the hon. Health
Minister. | fully support him on the issue of Covid. Whatever steps the Government
has taken or is going to take, | will stand by them. Thank you.

SHRI SANT BALBIR SINGH (Punjab): ~"Hon. Deputy Chairman Sir, thank you very
much and my affectionate greetings to all. | am going to speak for the first time and
therefore, be considerate towards me."

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SHRI SANT BALBIR SINGH: """l wish to make this request that | am going to speak
for the first time and speaking also on a Bill through which something is being given to
some poor castes. So | would say that it is my good fortune and | fully support this Bill
and our Party also supports this. Good deeds should be done through consensus but
certain things, Mr. Deputy Chairman Sir, through you, | wish to share with everyone.
That is that as the Gurbani tells us, that the entire world has been formed by the One
divine power and that, all are equal. So now, on our planet, though we have entered
the age of science but even now, we have not been able to fully do away with the
caste system or the feeling of high and low. This is also there because for a long time,
all the schemes that we have been making, are for the poor, the tribals or the poor
who have been dwelling in the forests; all the schemes we have been making for the
poor only but unfortunately, even then when we look outside, around every town, we
see such people; we feel pained when we see that jhuggies catch fire and their
families are burnt to death. It happens because it is a small jhuggi, made with
combustible material and it caught fire due to a lamp and as a result, their children
also got burnt. So, today there is a need and we all talk about poverty also but to
understand poverty, if we have actually not experienced poverty in our life then we
can only say that that person is poor or that, he is below poverty line. But in what
condition is he living below the poverty line, it is very necessary to understand this.
There have been Governments here at the centre and slogans to abolish poverty have
been raised but even then, why is this poverty visible everywhere 7 We need to ponder
over this and that all the funds and all the benefits should actually reach those who are
really poor. The benefits do not reach them that is why | have seen that even their
basic and bare minimum fundamental right to life, of clear air, clean water and food,
even these are not being provided. You would see near Delhi, on the sides of river
Yamuna, wherever you see, or see near Ludhiana or on the sides of ‘Budhhe Dariya’,
you see Kalasingya drain, Tungdabh drain on Ghaghar river- all the poor people are
squatting at all such places where they don’t even get clean water. So my intention to
say all this is only that all these laws are enacted for the poor people and these
benefits should reach those poor people or the people who we have been exploiting
till now and we have been insulting them by terming them as lowly placed, and who
have been facing disrespect due to untouchability. So now, there is a big need and
when we elevate them, then only will it be a proof of our richness.

Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modi's commitment to social justice through which alone
economic justice and poverty alleviation can be established in our country.

Sir, | would be failing in my duty if | don't pay tributes to the Dravidian
movement and its leaders like Thanthai Periyar, former Chief Minister Anna, former
Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivar MGR, former Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma
and former Chief Minister Shri Edappadi Palaniswami, who along with many other
reformists dedicated their lives to establishing social justice, making SCs, STs and
OBCs of this country benefit through reservation in educational and job opportunities
in the Government sector.

Sir, fishing is also hunting in the sea. Therefore, there is a demand in Tamil
Nadu that fishermen have tc be included in the ftribal communities. Valmiki
community, Bodugar community, Oddar community and Kuruba community must be
included in the list of Scheduled Tribes.

Sir, as we see in the history of free India, the concept of reservation in
education and jobs for the socially and educationally backward, and deprived people
is the greatest contribution of the Dravidian movement. It looks like the word
'Dravadian’ is not understood properly and there may be a few uncomfortable about
its usage.

Supreme Court has, in fact, applauded and asked
all States to emulate, and the United Nations Organization has also acknowledged as
a milestone in removing poverty and hunger leaders of the Dravidian Movement were
the ones who contributed these and several other thoughts for establishing social
justice and through which economic justice can be achieved, and this has been
established on a large scale in our country.

When this Bill was passed in Lok
Sabha, our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Mr. M.K. Stalin, conveyed his thanks
to the Union Government. | would like to record his gratitude in this House. My hon.
colleagues from the Bharatiya Janata Party, Shri G.V.L.Narasimha Rao and Dr .K.
Lakshman participated in this debate in this House. They pointed out that this
opportunity is given to a community which has a meagre population of 27,000 only.

Sir, | would like to record the view that social justice is not given on the basis of
population. Social Justice is to be given to the people who are socially and
educationally marginalised, who are deprived of their opportunities. | would like to
record the fact that this right is guaranteed in the Constitution of India.

Our party, Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam (DMK), is always a pioneer in
championing the cause of social justice. | would like to point out that it is a known fact
to this House and to the hon. Members of this House that our party, Dravida
Munnetra Kazhagam (DMK), has always been a role model to other political parties
on the issue of ensuring social justice.

Sir, as per Article 275(1) of the Constitution of India, basic facilities such as
road transport and drinking water facilities have to be given to the people of tribal
communities. Sir, through you, | would like to request the hon. Minister that internet
connectivity also should be given to these people. ...(Time-bell rings)... This is our
state issue. Please give me more time.

The provision for internet connectivity should be included in basic amenities. |
say this because, the basic aim of reservation is to ensure education and employment
opportunities to the marginalised people. In the present age, holistic development in
education and employment opportunities are possible only through having an access
to internet connectivity. Private telecom companies are not providing internet
connectivity to remote hilly areas, inhabited by people belonging to the community of
Scheduled Tribes. Therefore, the Government has to take necessary steps to include
provision of internet connectivity also in the basic infrastructure, to be given to the
inhabitation of the people of Scheduled Tribes. As per article 275(1) of the
Constitution of India, hon. Minister, who is responsible for the welfare of Scheduled
Castes and Tribes, has to take steps to provide internet facilities also.

Moreover, as per the request of Government of Tamil Nadu, many
communities including Kurumba, Gounders and some sub-castes affiliated to the
community, also have to be included in the list of Scheduled Tribes. The Union
Government has to take necessary steps accordingly.
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With these words, | conclude my speech. | once again thank you for giving me
this opportunity.”

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra pradesh): Thank you, Mr.
Deputy Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. This Bill relates to the State of
Tamil Nadu. Merely including certain communities in the ST list and giving them the
status is not sufficient. It is the duty of the Government to create infrastructure like
drinking water, housing, hygienic conditions, healthcare, education, employment,
roads and transport, etc.

The people belonging to the Scheduled Tribe communities are subjected to
discrimination and humiliation. In order to avoid this and prevent crime against them,
Section 21(2) in the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities)) Act states about the identification of the areas where the members of the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes are likely to be subjected to atrocities,
and adoption of such measures so as to ensure safety for such members. Then, the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Rules, 1995,
have been framed. Rule 3(1) of the said rules castes duty upon the State
Government to delineate the 'identified areas' where the members of SC/ST
communities are vulnerable to being subjected to atrocities and adoption of necessary
measures toc ensure their safety.

As of now, in Andhra Pradesh, Srikakulam, Kadapa and East Godavari
districts have been identified and declared as atrocity-prone areas under the said
rules. But given the present situation in the State of Andhra Pradesh, the entire area
where the ST population is living is not safe.

The Panchayats (Extension to the Scheduled Areas) Act was enacted in the
year 1996 to give effect to the provisions inserted in the Constitution vide 73"
Amendment Act and were made applicable to the Panchayats in the Scheduled
Areas. The Act specifically states that a State shall not make any law under Part-IX of
the Constitution which is inconsistent with certain features including the provision that
a State legislation on the Panchayats may be made that shall be in consonance with
the customary law, social and religious practices and traditional management
practices of community resources. The Gram Sabha or the Panchayats at the
appropriate level shall be consulted before making the acquisition of land in the
Scheduled Areas for development projects and before re-settling or rehabilitating
persons affected by such projects in the Scheduled Areas. The actual planning and
implementation of the projects in the Scheduled Areas shall be co-ordinated at the
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State level. But, the State Government is doing all the activities contrary to the
above said law which is detrimental to the welfare of the Scheduled Tribes.

Previously, Andhra Pradesh granted permission to projects to private
companies in the Scheduled Areas leasing out the land in viclation of the Land
Transfer Act. In 1997, the same was set aside by the High Court. Moreover, as per
the National Hydro Power Policy, hydro projects are given to private companies
without competition. Due to the present Government's actions, the tribal culture is in
danger and being destroyed with the stoppage of hydro projects.

) Further, in the name of SEZs, assigned lands of tribals have been abolished.
They wanted to sell it to private companies. " Several other allegations are also there.
He also promised free electricity up to 200 units to the tribals. (Time-be// rfngs.) l am
concluding, Sir. They did not give it to anyone except those who are in the fandas.
They have stopped opening their mouths on the promise of converting tribal tandas
and hamlets into Panchayats. The State Government should immediately withdraw
the decision. The tribal culture and their lands should be protected. It cannot be
allotted to the bauxite mings or any other hydro projects in tribal tandas. Thank you,

OBSERVATION BY THE CHAIR - contd.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, before | move to the next Bill, there is one
clarification.

Hon. Members, the hon. Leader of Opposition on 13”‘, 14" and 16" December,
2022 had demanded that | must express regret or say that | had no powers in allowing
him and others to speak in respect of notices given under Rule 267 and | had
promised that | will be back with facts. So, | am keeping facts before you.

Hon. Members, levelling unfounded allegations against the Chair is a serious
matter. With reference to the same, | wish to point out this. Hon. Members, rulings
made by the hon. Chairman on 8" December, 2022 and several times thereafter are
binding on all of us and | too am not an exception in following that. Forgive me to
repeat, on 13™ December, 2022, hon. LoP was allowed to speak despite that his
notice not admitted and, on 14”‘, he had not given any notice and the Chair reminded
him about this. It was just a factual correction as, in his submission, the hon. LoP had
said that he had given a notice. | would also like to underline that there is no direction
or indication in the records which suggest that | stopped him from making his
submission. In fact, on 13" December, | allowed him to read his notice on the floor of
the House.

Hon. Members, regarding the allegation that | do not give Members from the
other side a chance 1o speak and that | do not look towards them, | would like to
clarify that this is factually incorrect. How can the Chair prevent hon. Members from
whichever side from speaking whose notice has been accepted and listed under the
rules? Besides, there is a freedom of speech available to Members to raise any issue
on the floor of the House. However, such freedom is subject to the provisions of the
Constitution. It is not free for all. The proceedings of the House need to be conducted
in a structured manner. If everyone is allowed to speak at the same time as per their
wish, there will be utter chacs and no meaningful discussion will take place. It would
