Need to provide mobile connectivity to all villages of Odisha

SHRI MANAS RANJAN MANGARAJ (Odisha): Sir, mobile service is fast moving and
has become an essential part of the daily life of common people. In this context, it is
highly disappointing that Odisha has been a connection-deficit State for a long
period. The tele-density of Odisha is 74.38 per cent against the national average of
84.88 per cent as on 31 March, 2022. The State of Odisha has the highest number
of uncovered villages among all States in India w.r.t. mobile connectivity. In the most
recent survey carried out by the DoT, LSA, Odish, 6,278 number of such villages have
been identified as of March, 2021, out of approximately 51,000 villages. Considering
their geographical location, about 1,000 mobile towers are required to provide mobile
network connectivity to these villages.
