Need for comprehensive Cancer Control Programme for Assam

SHRI KAMAKHYA PRASAD TASA (Assam): Sir, the State of Assam is witnessing an
alarming rise in the number of cancer patients and a corresponding high fatality rate in
recent years. As per a report, the North-East has the highest incidences of cancer in
India. And, the number of cancer cases is projected to increase in the region by
13.25 per cent by 2025.

The cancer cases in Assam have increased rapidly and Kamrup reported 170
cancer cases, per one lakh population, among women, according to data released by
the ICMR. The above alarming facts have been revealed in the National Cancer
Registering Programme Report for 2020, released by the ICMR and the National
Centre for Disease Informatics and Research (NCDIR). In Assam, around 33,000
people are affected with cancer, per year. The number is based upon the crude
number of cancer patients registered in three Population-based Cancer Registries of
Assam, stationed at Guwahati, Dibrugarh and Cacher districts, considering 60 per
cent of the population are from rural areas. In India, Kamrup district showed the
highest annual increase in the incidents of cancer at 3.8 per cent. Dibrugarh district
showed a decline of 1.3 per cent in the incidents of cancer among men. In Assam,
the population of tobacco-related cancers for men was 52 per cent and 22 per cent
for women.

The Assam Government, in collaboration with a private trust, established
nineteen cancer hospitals in Assam. Though Ayushman Card and Atal Amrit Card
provide financial help, yet | think it will not solve the problem. Hospital will be used
after the disease takes place.

So, | urge upon the Government, through you, that there is an urgent need for
developing a comprehensive cancer control programme in Assam. A special study
should be done in the area. A special awareness drive should also be undertaken to
prevent cancer.
