ST, ST &5 R &S i & STaifore = garar f& scrutiny of the Bills by
the Standing Committees and, at times, by the Select Committees is very important
because it is required for a better legislation. Unless the Bills are scrutinised properly,
either by a Standing Committee or a Select Committee, at times, mere discussion
here will not be helpful. This is my second submission.

My Party’s further suggestion is that we require either one Short Duration
Discussion or one Calling Attention Motion per week. There is Rule 267 which is very
sparingly adhered to for reasons not known to us. But, there were times when we
experienced that on greater issues, national issues, discussion under Rule 267 was
allowed very frequently. My only suggestion would be that at least, per Session, one
issue under Rule 267 may be taken up. This is my submission, and, Opposition-wise,
in a democracy, as you know, the voice of dissent is also to be heard. Otherwise, the
idea of participating democracy will be a futile exercise. With these words, | wish you
all the best for the coming years. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | bestow upon you my profound wishes
profusely, on behalf of the DMK party on your assuming the Chairman of the Second
Chamber in the Parliament. When our party leader, the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu,
Mr. M. K. Stalin met you to congratulate you on your having been elected as the
Vice-President, you had expressed your wishes on how to run the House. He has
assured you that the DMK will extend its fullest cooperation in running a smooth
House, and | stand by his words. | assure you again, on behalf of the Members of my
Party here, that we will ensure that we will cooperate in all ways for smooth running of
the Parliament.

Sir, you are the 14™ Vice-President of the largest democracy in the world.
Nowhere in any other democracy does this system exist. By virtue of being the Vice-
President, you are part of the Executive and, as per the Constitution, you are the ex-
officio Chairman of the Rajya Sabha and, by that you are part of the Parliament. So,
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you have two caps. You have dual capacity. You are the Vice-President and part of
the Executive and you are part of the Parliament. Everyone knows very well that you
are an expert in the Constitution; you are thorough with the Constitution. Your legal
track record is a very good example of that. Now, we know, during the inter-session
period, after you won the elections, everyday, you have been here in the Parliament
attending office and now we are sure that you are thorough with the rules of
procedures and rules of conduct in the Rajya Sabha. We expect a lot from you. We
expect you to be impartial. The Opposition parties should have equal share as that of
the Treasury Benches and the numbers of the Members in the House should not
decide the guality of the debate. | met you twice at your residence and yesterday in
the B.A.C. meeting. On all the three occasions, you have made us realise, which
was very consoling, that you have great concern for the smaller parties in the
Parliament, the Nominated Members, the Independent Members and those who are
in smaller numbers in the House. Their party maybe bigger outside, but the Members
will be lesser here. You said that time should be distributed to all of them and that
was a great consolation to all of us because we were suffering all these days only
because of that. We hope that the coming days would be very bright. India is the
largest democracy and the Parliament is a debating forum. When | met you first, you
asked me the way to avoid Members from coming into the Well of the House. So,
you have inferred rightly what is happening here than what should not. | told you very
simply that if we are heard, we won't be compelled to come to the Well of the House.
The Members of the Parliament come here to voice for the people, their issues, their
concerns, and when we are not heard or when we are not allowed to speak, we have
to resort to democratic processes of coming into the Well. That has happened for
years together. So, whenever we have an issue and we rise to say something, if we
are heard for a minute or two, automatically, we will cool down since we have let out
our feelings. Sir, we have so much of hope on you. | should mention what Ms. Maya
Angelou, a great African-American poet, said when Mr. Clinton took his office. She
said, you may have he grace to lock up and out; your country, lock upon our faces
and say simply with hope -- Good morning.’

Every New Year dawns with the hope that the coming year will be very
prosperous. So, everyday dawns that the day will be very bright. | wish you good
morning every day, Sir. And, you also please wish us not only good morning but also
ensure that Parliament will be very productive in the coming days. We are very
hopeful and |, once again, assure you that the DMK will extend its fullest cooperation.

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SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA (Kamataka): Respected Chairman, Sir, | am the only single
Member in this House from my party who have had the bitter experience during the
last twenty years. It is very difficult to get an opportunity to speak. The decision
taken by both the Houses is that a single Member cannot take more than 2-3
minutes. That is the bitter experience | have had either in this House or in the other
House.

Sir, being a farmer, coming from the rural area, | used to take a lot of time on
subject of farming community and on the subject of rural development. But,
unfortunately, the time fixed is only 2-3 minutes. This is the bitter experience that |
have got. So, | humbly request you, Sir, that whenever these issues come up before
the House for discussion, the experience | have had is that | used to get only 2-3
minutes. This should be reconsidered when a subject belongs to rural India or
farming community or any development on these issues come up for discussion. |
don’t want to take unnecessary time of the House. This is the only request | would
like to make to the hon. Chairman and Vice -President of India.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO (Telangana): Sir, first of all, without risking the repetition, |
would share the sentiments expressed by all my colleagues regarding your personality
and the challenges that this House is going to, perhaps, throw at you. The little
experience that | had yesterday with you, interface in the BAC, assures me that things
are going to be very peaceful and normal. This, | say, repeating, of course, what my
hon. colleague said, "You would look to the Opposition first, to the Ruling Party next
no doubt, because they have to respond; then go back to the Opposition.’ This fulfils
the very spirit of parliamentary democracy.

The other day, yesterday morning, we had the All Party Meeting. The total
brunt of the discussion was that 'This Parliament should represent the voice of the
Opposition.” This came from the TMC. | would rather say, it is not 'Opposition’, but
'voice of the people', 'the sufferers’; the people who are suffering. So, everybody
must get some chance to speak, and the answer to that is 'time management’.

Sir, | would not take much time but must tell you, this is nothing but "time
management'. Rules are rules, but some have to be kept by the spirit and some by
their word. And | tell you, you might be an expert in Constitution, which you are, we
would not try to challenge, but the rules and the Constitution are always not going to
pay in a deliberation like this. We need to understand the moocd of the pecple, the
spirit of their saying and also the needs because we are not at crossroads. We are at
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'crossed roads'. The total things are crossed. So, the things require an entirely
different light.

Sir, the last sentence | would say, there seems to be a big discussion
yesterday morning and also yesterday evening with you on the 'small parties.' Sir, we
are 'small parties'. No doubt. But it is a relative term. 'Small’ is a relative term. But
what | am concerned is about the Union Territories, the North-Eastern States where
the membership is only one. This is not a 'small party’. It is 'sole party'. So, they need
time. It is the Council of States. If the State is not represented in the Council of
States, there cannot be a greater perplexing paradox than that. So, we need to see
that we do not forget the 'small parties'. We need to look at them from an entirely
different angle because they need to be represented in this House.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (Kerala): Sir, | extend my hearty congratulation to you for taking
up the post of Chairman of this Upper House. Sir, we had a meeting yesterday, the
all- party meeting, the meeting of leaders of all the parties.

Secondly, when | first came to the Parliament, this House, the hon. Vice
President before you, Shri Naidu gave me the support and the opportunity to speak in
Punjabi, and the problem that | had placed before him, | am thankful to him and also
wish to thank all other M.Ps here that they appreciated my difficulty.

| also wish to especially say that when | first came to the Parliament, then
parliament could not function for eight days and | was so disappointed that the very
purpose for which | have been sent here, that purpose is not getting served. But |
would submit that the reason for that was that the opposition had raised one issue of
price rise and the time for discussion on that issue was given after eight days. If that
time for discussion had been fixed earlier that the discussion would be taken up on
this day, then all this shouting and disruption would have stopped much earlier. So,
that discussion did take place but eight days also got wasted.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Leader of the House, Shri Piyush Goyal; hon. Leader of the
Opposition, Shri Mallikarjun Kharge, hon. former Prime Minister, Shri H.D.
Devegowda, hon. Ministers, hon. leaders of respective parties and hon. Members,
deeply moved and touched by the indulgent words of welcome by the hon. Prime
Minister, hon. Leader of the Opposition, the Leader of the House and those who
followed; grateful to the hon. Members of Parliament for affording opportunity to be in
service of Bharat as Vice-President of India and Chairman of this august House;
locking forward to contributing to growth trajectory of the largest vibrant democracy in
the world and vindicate its trust and confidence.

Hon. Members, availing this historic opportunity to share some concerns with
the distinguished Members of this august House, the terms ‘Upper House and
‘House of Elders’, though not part of the official glossary, amply reflect uniguely
significant importance of this institution. Nation justifiably expects the House of Elders
to take decisive, directional lead in reaffirming and enhancing the core values of the
Republic and setting up the traditions of Parliamentary democracy exemplifying the
highest deliberative, emulative standards. Today, as we are in Amirit Kaal, we cherish
one of the world’s finest Constitutions as our own. The Members of the Constituent
Assembly were enormously talented with impeccable credentials and immense
experience. The Constituent Assembly, given the scenario then, was as
representative as was practicable. Hon. Members, with each election, there has been
progressively authentic enhancement in the representation gradient. Presently, the
FParliament reflects with authenticity the mandate and aspirations of the people as
never before. Hon. Members, the Constituent Assembly addressed sensitive,
complex and critical issues exemplifying sublimity, engaging in dialogues,
discussions, deliberations and debate marked with cooperative and consensual
attitude. Diverse issues were traversed without there being any disruption, any
rancour. Obstruction and disruption of proceedings of parliamentary practice are
options that are antithetical to democratic values. Contemporaneous scenario on this
count is concerning and makes it imperative for us to follow the high standards set in
the Constituent Assembly. We need to be cognizant of severe public discomfort and
disillusionment and the lack of decorum in the temple of democracy. Hon. Members,
democracy blossoms and flourishes when its three facets, the Legislature, the
Judiciary and the Executive, scrupulously adhere to their respective domains. The
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sublimity of doctrine of separation of powers is realized when the Legislature,
Judiciary and the Executive optimally function in tandem and togetherness,
meticulously ensuring scrupulous adherence to respective jurisdictional domain. Any
incursion by one, howsoever subtle, in the domain of the other, has the potential to
upset the governance apple cart. We are indeed faced with this grim reality of
frequent incursions. This House is eminently-positioned to take affirmative steps to
bring about congeniality amongst these wings of governance. | am sure, the hon.
Members will reflect and engage in way-forward stance.

Hon. Members, essence of democracy lies in the prevalence of the ordainment
of the people, reflected through legitimized-platform. In any democracy,
parliamentary sovereignty is inviolable. We all here are under oath to preserve it.
Power of the Parliament of the day to act in exercise of its constituent power to
amend by way of addition, variation or repeal, any provision of this Constitution in
accordance with the procedure is ungualified and supreme, not amenable to
Executive attention or judicial intervention, except for the purpose of deciding any
case involving a substantial question of law as to interpretation of the Constitution
envisaged in Article 145(3) of the Constitution. Using this constitutional power to
amend, Parliament enacted wholesome structural governance-changes to further
spinally strengthen our democracy. This has been by way of incorporation of Parts @,
9A and 9B in the Constitution providing comprehensive mechanism for Panchayati
Raj, municipalities and cooperative societies.

Hon. Members, in similar vein, the Parliament, in a much-needed historic
step, passed the 99" Constitution (Amendment) Bill, paving way for the National
Judicial Commission. There was unprecedented support to the above. On August
13, 2014, the Lok Sabha unanimously voted in its favour with there being no
abstention. This House too passed it unanimously on August 14, 2014 with one
abstention. Rarely in parliamentary democracy, there has been such massive support
to a constitutional legislation. This process fructified into a constitutional prescription
after 16 State Assemblies, out of 29 States, ratified the Central legislation. The
President of India in terms of Article 111 accorded his consent on December 31, 2014.
This was culmination of a basic fundamental parliamentary process. This historic
parliamentary mandate was undone by the Supreme Court on October 16, 2015 by a
majority of 4:1finding the same as not being in consonance with the judicially-evolved
doctrine of basic structure of the Constitution. Hon. Members, there is no parallel to
such development in democratic history where a duly legitimized constitutional
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prescription has been judicially undone, a glaring instance of severe compromise on
parliamentary sovereignty and disregard of the mandate of the people of which this
House and the Lok Sabha are custodians. Hon. Members, we need to bear in mind
that in democratic governance any basic structure is the prevalence of primacy of the
mandate of the people reflected in the Parliament. Parliament is the exclusive and
ultimate determinative of the architecture of the Constitution. It is disconcerting to
note that on such a momentous issue, so vital to democratic fabric, there has been
no focus in the Parliament now for over seven years. This House, in concert with the
Lok Sabha, being custodian of the ordainment of the people, is duty-bound to
address the issug, and | am sure it would do so.

Hon. Members, authorities in constitutional positions in any institution are
required to exemplify their conduct by high standards of propriety, dignity and
decorum. It is time for all constitutional institutions to reflect and give quietus to
public display of adversarial challenging stance, trading or exchange of advisories
emanating from these platforms. | urge the Members of the House to proactively
catalyze evolution of a wholesome cordial ecosystem ending this aberration. It is
institutional seamless character marked with mutual trust and respect that generates
the ecosystem best suited for serving the nation. This House needs to catalyse this
wholesome environment to promote synergic functioning of constitutional institutions
emphasizing the need to respect the lakshman rekha.

Hon. Members, as Vice-President, | had the honour to represent the country
at the India-ASEAN and East Asia Summits in Phnom Penh, Cambodia on November
12 and 13, 2022, and at the FIFA World Cup inaugural ceremony in Doha, Qatar, on
20" November, 2022. | share with you my deep sense of pride and satisfaction at the
level of respect India commands amongst world leaders and their hopes and
expectations that our growth trajectory generates global peace and prosperity.
