(a) to (e) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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Statement referred to in reply to Parts (a) to (e) of Rajva Sabha Starred Question No. *154
to be answered on 21.12.2022

(a) & (b) Yes Sir. The Department of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India,
provides financial assistance to NGOs/ Voluntary organisations (VOs) etc. for maintenance of
senior citizen homes (old age homes) in Assam also under the Integrated Programme for Senior
Citizens (IPSrC), a component of Atal Vayo Abhyudaya Yojana (AVYAY).

(c) As on date a total of 35 senior citizen homes are operational under IPSrC in the State of
Assam, with a total capacity of 1,145 indigent senior citizens and one Sr.Citizen Home is
maintained by the State Government. Details are given at Annexure-1.

(d) To increase the working efficiency of these Homes, awareness is generated about the scheme
through the Website of the Ministry, Social Media, Regional Conferences held from time to time
and Radio Channels also. To increase the coverage of the Scheme, new senior citizen homes are
assisted in such districts where there are no senior citizen homes, on the basis of proposals
received online from the respective State/ UT Government as per guidelines of the scheme.
Through the use of technology, this Department generates awareness through elder line (14567)
also. This Department also builds capacity of NGOs through provision of information as well as
by arranging conferences and meetings for efficient working of Sr. Citizen Homes.

(e) This Department has already taken action to release grants for the current financial year
2022-23 against proposals received for Sr. Citizen Homes working in the state of Assam. The
details of funds released under [PSrC, including for Assam are given at Annexure-II.
