10.02.2023 REGARDING NEW RAILWAY PROJECTS FOR NER

(@) to (c): Railway projects are sanctioned Zonal Railway-wise and not State-wise, as Indian
Railways’ projects may span across State boundaries. However, as on 01.04.2022, total 19 railway
infrastructure projects of total length 1,909 km costing X77,930 crore, falling fully/ partly in North
Eastern Region including Assam are in different stages of planning/ approval/ execution, out of
which 409 km length has been commissioned and an expenditure of 330,312 crore has been incurred
upto March, 2022. These include-

(i) 14 New Line Projects covering total length of 1,181 km at a cost of ¥61,520 crore, out of
which 361 km length has been commissioned and an expenditure of 327,458 crore has been
incurred upto March, 2022.

(if) 5 Doubling/Multitracking Projects covering total length of 728 km at a cost of 316,410
crore, out of which 48 km length has been commissioned and an expenditure of 32,854

crore has been incurred upto March, 2022.

The details of ongoing projects falling fully/ partly in North Eastern Region including
Assam along with the funds allocated for these projects during last three years and current year with

present status are appended.

Since 2014, there has been substantial increase in fund allocation for infrastructure and safety
work Projects and commensurate commissioning of Projects in Indian Railways. Average annual
Budget allocation for infrastructure projects and safety works, falling fully/ partly in the North
Eastern Region, during 2014-19 has been enhanced to %5,531 crore per year from 32,122 crore per
year during 2009-14, which is 161% more than average annual Budget allocation during 2009-14.
These allocations have been increased to 4,909 crore in Financial Year 2019-20 (131% more than
the average annual Budget allocation of 2009-14), ¥4,669 crore in Financial Year 2020-21 (120%
more than the average annual Budget allocation of 2009-14) and 7,542 crore in Financial Year
2021-22 (255% more than the average annual Budget allocation of 2009-14). For Financial Year
2022-23, highest ever budget allocation of 39,970 crore has been provided for these projects, which
is 370% more than the average annual Budget allocation of 2009-14 (2,122 crore per year).

During 2014-22, 1544 km sections (377 km of New Line, 972 km of Gauge Conversion and
195 km of Doubling), falling fully/ partly in North Eastern Region have been commissioned at an
average rate of 193 km per year, which is 190% more than commissioning during 2009-14 (66.6 km
per year).

It may be due to the poor quality of track or due to not utilizing modern technology. |
want to know from the hon. Minister if the Modi Government can take an initiative to
utilize modern technique to protect the railway line in the hilly area.
