1460 Dr. Dharmasthala Veerendra Heggade:
Will the Minister of Chemicals and Fertilizers be pleased to state:

(a) the total consumption of generic medicines in the country in the last three years;

(b) the mandate of Pharmaceutical and Medical Devices Bureau;

(c) the action plan made by Government to increase production of the said medicines and to
provide affordable and quality medicines to the general public;

(d) the number of PMBJP Kendras opened, the details thereof, State-wise and districtwise;

(e) the requirements for opening PM Janaushadi Kendras by organisations/individuals other
than Government nominated; and

(F) whether Jan Aushadhi Scheme has become a means to both service and employment in the
country and if so, the details thereof?

ANSWER

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF CHEMICALS & FERTILIZERS

(a) and (c): As per information provided by the National Pharmaceutical Pricing Authority, the
total sale of medicines by stockists/ dealers to retailers in the country is estimated as under:

2021-2022 1,69,234.82
April 2022 - December 2022 1,40,865.31

No separate data, is however, maintained regarding consumption of generic medicines
in the country.

Department of Pharmaceuticals has taken various steps for increasing production of
drugs in the country. In order to encourage the domestic manufacturing of pharmaceutical
drugs, including generic medicines, two Production Linked Incentive (PLI) schemes have been
launched, viz., PLI Scheme for promotion of domestic manufacturing of critical Key Starting
Materials (KSMs)/ Drug Intermediates (DIs)/ Active Pharmaceutical Ingredients (APIs) within
an outlay of Rs. 6,940 crores and PLI Scheme for Pharmaceuticals with an outlay of Rs. 15,000
cr.
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In order to provide quality generic medicines at affordable prices to all citizens,
especially the poor and the deprived ones, Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Janaushadhi Pariyojana
(PMBJP) has been launched by the Department of Pharmaceuticals wherein about 9,182
dedicated outlets known as Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Janaushadhi Kendras (PMBJKS) have
been opened till 28.02.2023.

(b): The mandate of Pharmaceuticals and Medical Devices Bureau of India (PMBI), a society
under the administrative control of the Department of Pharmaceuticals, include providing
medicines available at affordable costs to masses through dedicated outlets, promoting generic
medicines, increase employability of youth and sponsor research and consultancy in pharma
and medical devices sector.

(d): The details of State/ UT-wise and District-wise Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Janaushadhi
Kendras (PMBJKSs) opened across the country till 28.02.2023 are enclosed as Annexure-I and
Annexure-11 respectively.

(e): An individual having D. Pharma/B. Pharma degree holder himself or any
individual/organization who has employed D. Pharma/B. Pharma degree holder for getting
drug license from concerned State Government, are eligible to open Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya
Janaushadhi Kendra (PMBJK). The requirements for applying to open PMBJK are as under:

i.  Minimum 120 sq. ft. space duly supported by proper documents.
ii.  Registration details of the pharmacist with State Pharmacy Council.
iii.  Applicants under category of women entrepreneurs, divyang, SC and ST have to submit
suitable certificate/proof from respective authorities along with undertaking.

(F): Besides providing quality and affordable medicines to the citizens of the country, the
scheme also provides good source of self-employment with sustainable and regular earnings.
An incentive up to Rs. 5.00 lakh, subject to a ceiling of Rs. 15,000/- per month is provided to
a Kendra owner. Further, one-time additional incentive of Rs. 2.00 lakh (as reimbursement for
IT & infra expenditure) is provided to the PMBJKs opened in North-Eastern States, Himalayan
areas, Island territories and backward areas mentioned as aspirational district by NITI Aayog
or opened by women entrepreneur, ex-servicemen, Divyang and SC & ST.

The scheme has provided direct source of sustainable employment for about 18,000
educated unemployed youths of the country by engaging them in the scheme. In addition,
empanelled pharmaceutical manufacturers, NABL accredited laboratories, raw material
suppliers, logistic channel partners are also part of the ecosystem.
