(a): Premier technical institutions such as Indian Institute of Technology (IIT), Roorkee and National 

Institute of Technology (NIT), Uttarakhand, are functioning in the State of Uttarakhand. Government 

has launched various schemes to promote research and development in the Higher Educational 

Institutes of the Country, including Uchchatar Avishkar Yojana (UAY), Impacting Research 

Innovation and Technology (IMPRINT), Impactful Policy Research in Social Science (IMPRESS), 

Start-up India Initiative for Higher Educational Institutions (SIIHEI), Scheme for Trans-Disciplinary 

Research for India’s Developing Economy (STRIDE), Scheme for promotion of Research and 

Academic Collaboration (SPARC), National Initiative for Design Innovation (NIDI) and Scheme for 

Transformational and Advanced Research in Sciences (STARS). University Grants Commission 

(UGC) is already implementing various fellowship schemes to encourage higher education in all

to fund outstanding peer - reviewed research and to actively seed research in Universities and 

Colleges. The Expenditure Finance Committee (EFC) / Committee on Establishment Expenditure 

(CEE) recommended for approval of the creation of National Research Foundation (NRF). NRF was 

allotted Rs. 0.01 crore in 2022-23. A budgetary provision of Rs. 2000.00 crore in 2023-24 is made for 

NRF.
