(a) : Under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Samagra Shiksha, financial assistance is provided to States/UTs for
strengthening of Teacher Education Institutions including District Institutes of Education and Training (DIETS);
establishment of new DIETS; in-service training of teachers, head teachers and teacher educators; supporting
activities of State Councils of Educational Research and Training (SCERTS), etc.

In terms of para 5.23 of the National Education Policy, 2020 NCTE has introduced 4-Year Integrated Teacher
Education Programme (ITEP) in selected NAAC ‘A’ accredited HEIs on pilot basis. ITEP seeks to ensure that the
prospective teachers are given the highest quality education in content, pedagogy, values and practice.

The Department of School Education and Literacy has launched a National Mission to improve learning outcomes
at the elementary level through an Integrated Teacher Training Programme called NISHTHA — National Initiative
for School Heads’ and Teachers’ Holistic Advancement under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Samagra Shiksha
in 2019-20. NISHTHA online was launched on the DIKSHA platform in October 2020. Subsequently, NISHTHA
training has been extended to secondary stage teachers and to Foundational Literacy and Numeracy (FLN) and
Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE) for training of master trainers.

(c) to (e): In pursuance of the directives of NEP 2020, CBSE has developed a Capacity Building Programme on
“Use of Artificial Intelligence in Classrooms” to empower its teachers with the knowledge of artificial intelligence
