(@)  The Govt of India, under the Skill India Mission (SIM), aims at skilling, re-skilling and
up-skilling to ensure all young Indians are prepared for the large number of opportunities
coming up as the economy expands and India moves to become the third largest economy
in the world. SIM aims to equip the youth of the country with market-relevant skills.

Under SIM, the Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE) delivers
skilling, re-skilling and up-skilling programmes through a comprehensive network of skill
development centres/institutes across the country under various schemes viz. Pradhan
Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY), Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS), National
Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme (NAPS) and Craftsmen Training Scheme (CTS) through
Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs). The district-wise number of Skill Development Centres
under these Schemes of MSDE in Chhattisgarh is at Annexure-l.
