The present installed nuclear power capacity in the country is 7480 MW and the
electricity generated from nuclear power plants in the current year (April to
October 2023) is 27,592 Million Units.

It has a huge potential and can provide the
country long term energy security in a sustainable manner. Expansion of nuclear
