(a) to (d): The work for construction of Road Over Bridge (ROB) in lieu of Level Crossing (LC)
No. 114 at Km. 126/12-13 near Dhandhuka in Sabarmati-Botad section in Bhavnagar Division
was sanctioned on deposit terms basis. This work is being executed by Road & Building (R&B)
Department, State of Gujarat as a single entity. Substructure work of ROB has been completed.

Both approaches have also been completed. Girder fabrication work is in progress. Railway is

coordinating with the State Govt. agencies for expediting the early completion of work.
