Producer Companies, NDDB Subsidiaries, Farmer Producer Organization (FPO)/ Self Help Group 

(SHG) registered under State Cooperative/ Companies Act). Under this Scheme is loans provided at 

subsidized rate of interest by eligible lending institutes for which this department provide interest 

subvention @2.5% through NABARD.
