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unfortunate. | would like to cite an example. Recently, | went on a study visit of the
Standing Committee for Labour to Andaman’s Cellular Jail. During British regime,
90% of the detainees were Bengalis. Now important figures like Netaji Subhas
Chandra Bose, Barin Ghosh, Biren Dutta Gupta have been forgotten, Ulaashkar Dutta
was termed as a deranged man and Savarkar has been hailed as a ‘Veer’. There is
only one light or lamp for all other freedom fighters and a separate light is there for
Savarkar. But | am sorry to say that he was such an inmate who had submitted
written petition for clemency time and again to be freed from jail. However, we know
that our history of the freedom struggle is not that of clemency petitions, not a history
of bowing down before the Britishers. Our history of freedom struggle is dotted by
great leaders like Gandhiji, Netaji, Vallabh Bhai Patelji, Ambedkarji and our own
Rabindranath, Nazrul, Deshbandhu Chittaranjan, Rashbehari Bose, Binoy, Badal,
Dinesh, Khudiram, Bhagat Singh, Lal, Bal, Pal, Matangini Hazra, Pritilata Wadedar,
Surya Sen and such other great souls who made our history stand tall, without
bowing head. It’s a history of sacrificing lives voluntarily with a smile on the face.

However, today our educationalists are forced to revisit history, rewrite history
chapters and discard the role and key figures, just to please the current Central
Government, | am sorry to say. | hope this Government doesn’t force them revisit and
edit the history of Sammaka, Sarakka, the legendary mother daughter duo who
passionately battled for the welfare of the community.

Sir, there are a large number of vacancies in the Central universities. As on
date, it is to the tune of 12,860, out of which vacancies are 62%, 63%, 61%, and
60% for SCs, STs, OBCs and economically weaker section respectively. Apart from
this, it is also unfortunate that the Central Government has given wrong information
regarding the Telengana Tribal University a few days back, like they generally do in
Parliament. This is highly unfortunate. Yesterday in response to the supplementary
question posed by our member Sh. Saket Gokhale about the GST due, Hon. MoS,
Finance had said that no GST is due to any state. And hon. Finance Minister Smt.
Nirmala Sitharamanji had herself said that for West Bengal the GST compensation is
due for the years 2019-20, 2020-21, 2021-22 as the AG certificate has not been
received. However, immediately, after that, | went out and checked the facts with the
Finance Minister of West Bengal Chandrima Bhattacharya and the updated facts are
here with me on my mobile, | can share the copy if you wish. AG certificates of GST
2019-20, 2020-21, 2021-22 have regularly been submitted by our State Government.
So the claim that since AG certificate is pending, therefore, the GST is due, is not
correct. Similarly, it is highly unfortunate that once they had said in Parliament that the
Government of Telengana has not sent any proposal for this Tribal University.
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However, the Tribal Welfare Minister of Telengana, Smt. Satyabati Rathore had
allotted 170 acres of land in the year 2017 for this university. This is how this dignified
House, this foundation of democracy, is being attacked time and again and we are
extremely pained to witness that. We say that this Government has made a mockery
of Parliament. It also appears that the Modi Government is willing to stop the welfare
of the people. ...(z‘ime-be// r/ngs.)...PIease spare me for one minute more, Sir.

For 100 days work Rs. 6561 crores, Rs. 9329 crores for
Awas Yojana, Rs.344 crores for Swachh Bharat Mission, Rs. 174 crores for mid-day
meal, Rs. 6334 crores for Bulbul cyclone affected people Rs.4022 crores for Yas
cyclone, total Rs.100968 crores. This is neither an example of federalism, nor an
example of respecting the Parliament. | would like to present some more statistics.
Like 13,626 students SC, ST, OBC students, who study in these prestigious institutes
of IT, IIM and Central Universities have dropped out in the last 5 years alone. About
35,000 students have committed suicides from 2019 to 2021. This is very unfortunate.
And in case of Central Universities also, there is no instance of any success of Modi
Government. | will say that in 2014, the expenditure of Union Government on the
education sector was 0.63% of GDP. It became 0.34% of the GDP in the fiscal year
2021-22. In 2023-24, this allocation become 0.37% of the GDP. The Government's
commitment to the Education Sector is reflected in its budgetary allocation.

The Telugu Desam Party was in power and
Shri Chandrababu Naidu was the Chief Minister at that time. Since 2014, we have
been strongly pursuing the Central Government for establishing the Tribal University
and also the Government handed over 525 acres of land. A campus was also
constructed by spending the State Government funds, but it has not commenced till
today. In the Sixteenth Lok Sabha, a Bill was also moved, but that was not passed.
Subsequently, another Bill was moved. That was passed after 2019. We know
that...(Interruptions)...

SHRI'V. VIUAYASAI REDDY: Sir...(Interruptions)...
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SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR?: Sir, he is interfering and disrupting the
House. ...(Interruptions )...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mr. Vijayasai Reddy, the hon. Minister is alert, and when the time
comes, he will hold the floor.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR?: Sir, my friend, Shri V. Vijayasai Reddy,
every time disrupts my speech.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Your friendship is inscrutable for me.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Now, Sir, as we are passing the Bill in
this House and we know that the site is ready, the Central Government has to take
further steps with regard to Andhra Pradesh Tribal University also.

As far as the other promises, which were made while passing the AP
Reorganisation Act, are concerned, there are several unfulfilled promises. These had
to be fulfilled within a period of ten years. Within four or five months, that time will also
lapse. So, with regard to the Polavaram Project, it is a major project. Then,
Amaravati Capital City project is also a major project. With regard to allocating the
funds for fulfilling Polavaram and Amaravati Capital City projects, the State
Government has totally abandoned these two projects. That is why the Central
Government has to take care of it and fulfii the promises. As far as Capital is
concerned, for the last four years, the farmers are agitating for construction of the
Capital where the hon. Prime Minister laid the foundation stone for the Capital,
Amravati. It has to be done. It is part of Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act. (Time-
bell rings.)

MR. CHAIRMAN': Please take your seat. Nothing is going on record. Now, Dr. M.
Thambidurai. You have two minutes.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | thank the Minister of Education for
bringing forward the Central Universities (Amendment) Bill, 2023, which proposes to
amend the principal Act by inserting a new Section 3G. The name of the proposed
university is 'Sammakka Sarakka Central Tribal University' and as far as its territorial
jurisdiction is concerned, it will extend to the whole of Telangana. It is being set up in
Telangana but many tribal people throughout India can avail the benefit of this
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University. In Tamil Nadu, there is one university, Thiruvarur but students from other
parts also take benefit.

Secondly, the major objective of the university is higher education and
research, which is very important. Nowadays, universities are not concentrating on
research aspect. They are only selling degrees. It is going on. | am talking about the
private and deemed universities. | am not talking about the State or Central
universities. | request the hon. Minister to take care of recent notification issued by
the AICTE whereby they are going to allow more sections if the facilities are there.
Already, many engineering colleges and affiliated colleges are in the stage of closure.
Therefore, why to monopolise a section of people with such kind of notification ?

Sir, | request the hon. Minister to look into this AICTE notification which is
misleading and which affects research and other facilities. (Time-bell rings.) Sir, |
am an academician. | have been a Professor. Please give me some more time.

MR. CHAIRMAN: You are more than an academician.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, research is very important in the universities. Affiliated
colleges are conducting courses but the recent AICTE naotification is allowing more
sections if facilities are there. Sir, the existing colleges are already in the stage of
closure. Some colleges are monopolising; some deemed universities are
monopolising; some private universities are monopolising. All these will make other
institutions suffer. Therefore, it is a very serious thing. Sir, as Professor in Anna
University, | have taught in the Guindy Engineering College for three years. There were
only two Mechanical Sections till now. It is 150 years old university. In computer field,
there are two sections. (Time-bell rings.) But if the private universities are allowed to
have 20 sections, 30 sections...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Thambi Durai, you have made your point. Thank you. Nothing
will go on record now. Now, Shri Javed Ali Khan, not present; Shri Sandosh Kumar
P, not present; Shrimati Vandana Chavan, not present; Shri Sadanand Shet
Tanawde.

SHRI SADANAND SHET TANAWDE (Goa): Sir, | stand here to support the Bill aimed
to amend the Central Universities Act, 2009, which is to empower and establish
Central Universities for teaching and research in various States. The Bill is welcome
as it seeks to establish a Central Tribal University in Telangana and will provide
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avenues of higher education and research facilities primarily for the tribal population of
India.

This Bill contemplates to impart quality education to the students to make them
employable and will also improve the quality of education in the country. Over the
past many decades, the backlog to fill up the vacancies reserved for unprivileged has
been increasing. This Bill will provide needed support to bring in more SCs and STs
in higher education system and universities. | also support the Bill for the reason it will
help fulfill the regional aspirations and regional distinctiveness. At this juncture, |
would humbly request respected Prime Minister, Modi ji, to consider setting up of a
Centrally-sponsored ‘International Sports University’ in Goa to include programmes in
physical education, sports, sports event management and sports medicine in the
State of Goa. The necessary infrastructure created by the Goa Government for
successfully hosting Lusofonia Games and the National Games also will be put to
better usage. The proposal in the Bill to convert the National Rail and Transportation
Institute, Vadodara, a deemed university, to the Gati Shakti Vishwavidyalaya, is in
tune with the Gati Shakti initiative and the vision of the National Logistics policy and
deserves a big welcome. Overall, the intentions and the actions of the Modi
Government seem to be perfectly in tune with the aspirations of the general public and
the requirements of time.

On my personal behalf and on behalf of the State of Goa, which | represent,
we stand firmly in support of this Bill. Thank you.

DR. PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Sir, | thank you for giving me an opportunity.
Whether it is two minutes or one minute that does not matter. But | thank you for that.

While supporting this Bill, | am proud to say that the curriculum, which is there,
will be a game-changer for the tribal youth. There is no doubt about it. Due to
paucity of time, | can't discuss the curriculum. Here, | would like to draw the kind
attention of the hon. Minister, who is present here, in the House to a Central
University in Koraput, which we can say is a Tribal District. There are some problems
to which | would like to draw his kind attention. Sir, you will be knowing that there is a
Central University in Koraput. There are 43 sanctioned posts of Professors but only
one Professor has been appointed and 42 posts of Professors are vacant. There are
88 sanctioned posts of Assistant Professors but only 15 Assistant Professors are
posted and 73 posts of Assistant Professors are vacant. Out of a total 154 posts, 143
posts are vacant. Out of 119 posts of staff, only 26 have been posted. In the
university, there are a total of 917 students. Much of them are tribals only. Whether it
is a tribal university or a university in a tribal district means the same for me because
we are thinking of the tribal people. With this kind of vacancies in those universities,
what will be the future of these students who are studying in those universities? | am
requesting hon. Minister to clarify as to why this is happening. | am hopeful for the
university which is now announced in this Bill for Telangana. | welcome it. Here, |
would like to make a request to him. Odisha has the third highest tribal population in
India and the tribal population comprises 22 per cent of the total population of the
State. We have been raising the demand for a satellite centre of the Central Tribal
University in Odisha. That is my request to which the Minister should respond while
giving importance to this particular university. Thank you, Sir.
