DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Mr. Chairman, Sir, this Bill, basically, proposes to
extend the facilities which had earlier been provided to jhuggis and unauthorized
colonies against demolition. It is also proposed to extend the period up to 2026.
What is so significant about the Bill, and for which | really compliment the hon.
Minister, is the passing of the National Capital Territory of Delhi (Recognition of
Property Rights of Residents in Unauthorized Colonies) Act, 2019, and the Rules
made subsequently.

Sir, this draws inspiration from a Peruvian economist, Mr. Hernando de Soto,
who says that if you give property rights, only then, empowerment and development
of not only the property but also of people will happen, and this has happened in this
particular case.

So, what is also important is, following this principle, in Odisha, under the
leadership of hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, we have enacted the Jaga
Mission in which we are also giving property rights to slum-dwellers, and now it has
covered almost all important slums in the entire State. This has resulted in not only
the land being taken care of but also amenities which have been provided to the
slum-dwellers for the development of city also being taken care of.

What is more significant in this Bill is that there is a Master Plan for 2041. The
purpose of the current Bill is to extend it temporarily, so that all these factors will be
taken into account while preparing the final Master Plan of 2041, so that the
development of Delhi will be in an orderly fashion and all these unauthorized colonies
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and jhuggis which have, probably, been suffering from lack of civic amenities will be
addressed in the final Master Plan.
Thank you so much, Sir. | support the Bill wholeheartedly.

SHRI KARTIKEYA SHARMA (Haryana): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity. Sir, | rise in favour of this Bill. There have been various provisions in
this Bill which are beneficial, especially to the downtrodden and a segment of society
which needs it the most. There have been a number of schemes consistently being
enacted by the Central Government which helped them. | would like to enlist some of
them. There have been 26 projects under AMRUT Yojana worth Rs. 675 cores. Out
of these, 18 projects worth Rs. 381 crores have been completed. Physical works
worth Rs. 587 crores have already been completed. An expenditure of Rs. 525 crores
is incurred so far. Under AMRUT 2.0 Scheme, the total Central assistance allocated
by the Central Government to the Government of Delhi is Rs. 2,885 crores. Out of
this, admissible Central assistance till date is in excess of Rs. 1,157.99 crores.

Not only this, Sir, under SBM(U), a total of Rs. 216 crores has been released,
out of a total allocation of Rs. 349 crores. This has really helped in the fundamental
aspects of Delhi which is the capital city of the country. Sir, of the Rs. 10,554 TPD
waste generated, 9,167 TPD waste which constitutes 92 per cent has already been
processed. Three C&D waste processing facilities are operational with a capacity of
3,000 TPD. Nine material recovery facilities are also operational with capacity of
about 51 TPD. Not only this, under the SBM(U) 2.0, a total of Rs. 1,192.6 crores has
been allocated for solid waste management. Coming to toilet construction under the
water management and capacity-building measures, out of this, so far, Rs. 410
crores have already been released.

Another very important segment, which has been a very intrinsical part of
Delhi’s development, is under the Deen Dayal Antyodaya Yojana -- the National
Urban Livelihood Mission, which the Central Government has enacted and which is
the need of the hour during the winter time as well -- 216 urban homeless shelters
have been sanctioned, out of which 193 are functional and 23 are under construction.

This is an area which thinks about the most downtrodden and
the people who needed the most at this point of time. There are 79,952 vendors who
would be provided with Certificate of Vending (CoV), along with identity cards. Out
of these, 56,422 street vendors have been issued CoVs. This is under the Deen Dayal
Antyodaya Yojana. ...(Interruptions)...

Sir, the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana has also been a game-changer for the
city of Delhi. It is implemented through verticals, that is, beneficially-led construction
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in the in situ slum redevelopment, affordable housing in partnership as centrally-
sponsored scheme and credit-linked subsidy scheme as a Central scheme. ...(Time-
Bell rings )...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Shri Hardeep Singh Puri to reply to the discussion.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Mr. Chairman, Sir, | am deeply grateful to the hon.
Members, eight of whom have expressed unreserved and unqualified support for the
Bill. | am equally appreciative of those Members who, in spite of their presence here,
have chosen to support the Bill without articulating that support.

Sir, | think the Bill, which is before the House, has a historical context and is
living testimony, if any were required, to what happens to a great city if it is allowed to
be subjected to neglect -- and | choose my words carefully, Mr. Chairman, Sir --
bordering on the criminal. The problems of Delhi did not start when the hon. Prime
Minster, Shri Narendra Modi, assumed responsibility of governance of the country in
May, 2014. Delhi is an ancient city. The land territory of Delhi, that is, the total land
available in Delhi, was the same in 1947 as it is today while the population has gone
up from seven or eight lakhs in 1947 to close to 2.5 crore today. The problems were
visible even 20 years ago. It is the then Congress Government, which in 2006, facing
action from the hon. Delhi High Court and the apex Court, the Supreme Court,
decided to bring in legislation to provide protection for one year. These problems
should have been attended to in 2006 and earlier, because the problem of large
demographic shifts, large numbers of people coming from rural areas, semi-rural
areas, tier-2 and tier-3 cities to Delhi, has been evident for so many years. The
problem should have been addressed by the GNCDT, the Government of the National
Capital Territory of Delhi, in 2006 or earlier, but was not addressed, and hence, one-
year legislation was coming in from 2006 to 2011. In 2011, again, the problem should
have been addressed, but a Bill was brought to provide this protection for three
years.

Sir, when | had the privilege of being associated with the Ministry of Housing
and Urban Affairs -- | am talking of September, 2017 -- we were in active consultation
with the hon. Chief Minister of Delhi and his colleagues and we were asking them,
'when will you complete the verification so that we can begin the process of
identifying the encroachments, the unauthorized colonies and provide relief'. Sir, it is
not the poor people who live there. They are poor because our policies were poor. A
large number of people move from rural areas and tier-2 and tier-3 cities to Delhi.
The city must be able to provide space for them and living habitation. | don't like to
use the word 'slums'. | think it is a term which we should never use. These are
informal settlements. But when people come looking for livelihood and they find
space, they will have the tendency -- this is a phenomenon visible the world over --
to settle down wherever they have space and something like jhugi jhopri and the JJ
clusters come into being. In 2017, after active consultation, we learnt that the Delhi
Government, including the Chief Minister, was not entirely -- we came to that
assessment -- seized with the situation. It is in 2019, we learnt, and they told us in
writing, that they needed another two years to complete the verification process. It is
at that point of time that the hon. Prime Minister decided to bring in the legislation into
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Parliament. Therefore, in 2019, this legislation came. | remember the day very vividly
because my daughter was getting married and instead of attending my daughter's
marriage, | was in the House presenting the Bill in the Lok Sabha. Under that, we
have, today, put in place a system which has identified the unauthorised colonies.
Some of my colleagues will say that there are some 69 belonging to a HNIs or High
Net Worth Individuals. But we have, on record, said that we will complete this work
sequentially and then we will move on to the other. Another reason why this
extension is required for three years is that the Master Plan - 2041 is in the final stages
and the Master Plan will require the agencies concerned, the DDA and the MCD, to
be able to manage the changes which are coming in on a variety of subjects which
were covered by the Master Plan and which have had the widespread consultation to
produce an orderly transition. It will be our effort that in the next three years we will
be able to complete a substantial portion of that because the verification has been
done. The legislation came into being in 2019 end and in the beginning of 2020, we
were facing the pandemic. In the pandemic, during 2020-21, virtually, no ground
level work could be done. Today we have registered four lakh households. There are
about forty lakhs people living in these unauthorised colonies. If an average household
has four, then, we have to register about eight to ten lakh households. We have
already done four lakhs and we need to do more and we need to expedite the
transition. The hon. Members, who have spoken today, have given us a lot of useful
suggestions. All of them have been taken on board. | can say with a degree of
confidence that what Dr. Thambidurai has said and what other Members have said
have already been incorporated in the Master Plan and we are, today, in the happy
situation of being able to say that the work and the identification is gaining pace and it
will be our effort to do more. | thank all my colleagues in the opposition. | would have
liked the participation of Members of the two Parties which should have addressed
the problem but did not address the problem. They are here today. | want them to
join in this effort to make up for the lost time, so that the orderly transition which is
required to be obtained will be done. | thank the House for the support.

MR. CHAIRMAN: The question is:
"That the Bill further to amend the National Capital Territory of Delhi Laws
(Special Provisions) Second Act, 2011, as passed by Lok Sabha, be taken
into consideration."

The motion was adopted.
