Need to take preventive steps to address the rising problems of malnutrition and
Anaemia across the country

DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH (Karnataka): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | rise today to
urgently address the pervasive issues of mal-nutrition and anaemia plaguing millions
of people across the country. Despite economic progress, our nation grapples with
alarming rates, particularly affecting vulnerable population like children, women and
the marginalised sections of the society. In the latest NFHS Report, the prevalence of
anaemia has shown a significant increase in children, aged from 6 months to 5 years,
experiencing a jump from 59 per cent to 67 per cent. This is an alarming state of
affairs.  Women, especially in rural areas, have been suffering from high rate of
anaemia, adversely affecting maternal health and contributing to pregnancy
complications. An increase in anaemia is seen from 53 per cent to 57 per cent in all
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women aged between 15 years to 49 years and an increase of 50.4 per cent to 52.2
per cent is seen in pregnant women due to poverty, lack of education, inadequate
healthcare, unequal resource distribution and mal-nutrition problem. Factors such as
food insecurity, limited access to clean water and inefficient healthcare infrastructure
contribute to unmet nutritional needs. My request to the Government is that
addressing these issues is not only a social responsibility but also a pre-requisite for a
thriving and resilient nation. The consequences go beyond individual suffering,
impacting the workforce, educational outcomes and overall economic productivity of
the nation. Therefore, | urge the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare to take
immediate steps to address the rising problems of mal-nutrition and anaemia,
especially among women and children across the country. Let me unite in our
commitment to build a healthier and stronger...(Time-bell rings. )...
