(@):  There are 6 Indian Institutes of Handloom Technology (IIHTs) under the administrative
control of the Office of Development Commissioner for Handlooms, Ministry of Textiles, situated
at Salem (Tamilnadu), Varanasi (Uttar Pradesh), Guwahati (Assam), Jodhpur (Rajasthan), Bargarh
(Odisha) and Fulia, Shantipur (West Bengal).

Punjab comes under the jurisdiction of 1IHT, Jodhpur and 03 seats for Diploma in Handloom and
Textile Technology (DHTT) Course have been earmarked for Punjab.

No proposal is presently under consideration for opening of an Indian Institute of Handloom
Technology (IIHT) in Ludhiana.
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
