(a) to (d): The percentage occupancy of trains with Flexi fare has increased from 89% (2019-20) to
93.81% (2022-23). There is increasing demand for rail transportation.

Indian Railways caters to various segments of the travelling public and, accordingly,
operates different types of train services like Suburban/Non-suburban ordinary train services,
Mail/Express, Amrit Bharat, Vande Bharat, Humsafar, Antyodaya, Rajdhani, Shatabdi, Duronto,

Yuva and Garib Rath services etc.

Further, review and rationalisation of passenger fare is an ongoing and continuous process.
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
