In this House, | have served two terms as an
independent MP, and one term as a BJP MP, eight years, in all, as an Opposition MP
where | saw and was a witness to the last decade; and, ten years as a Treasury
Bench MP, some of that time as a Minister where | have seen the dramatic
transformation of our country over the last ten years.

| have had this singular privilege of being involved in initiating debates on the
2G scam, spectrum auction, NPAs, One-Rank-One-Pension, the known celebration
of the Kargil War Victory, net utility, data protection, and many such topics in this
House. And, | must thank all my colleagues in this House who have supported me all
these years and have been steadfast in their support.
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Sir, | end by saying that | have certainly tried to work hard and, | hope, my
work and my performance in the House has met the standards set by all those who
have come before me and all those who will come after me.

| thank my hon. Prime Minister for the opportunity to serve in Government. |
also thank my Party President, Naddaji, and my colleagues in the House for this
opportunity to serve here and for their support.

PARSHOTTAM RUPALA): “"Sir. | thank the Bharatiya Janata Party for my journey
that began as a party worker, from a small village of Amreli district and brought me all
the way to the Upper House of the Parliament of India. | sincerely offer my gratitude
to the Bharatiya Janata Party. | do not wish to take much of the time. However, |
would, certainly, like to recall a few incidents. Sir, this is my third term as a Member
of Parliament. During my previous terms also, | had not delivered any farewell speech.
Hence, this is my very first farewell speech.

Sir, in 1990, under the leadership of Shri Lal Krishna Advani, a Rath Yatra from
Somnath Temple to Ayodhya was organized. On this occasion, | as a District party
worker along with the BJP party workers of Amreli district went to Somnath to support
the Yatra. At that time, while taking care of the arrangements of Rath Yatra, | did not
envisage that Shri Narendrabhai Modi would become the Prime Minister of India and
Ram Lalla will ascend to his seat in Ayodhya and | would welcome this event,
standing in the Parliament of India. | consider this as the blessings of Lord
Shri Ram. Sir, | belong to a family of farmers. River Narmada is the lifeline of Gujarat.
We had participated in many agitations pertaining to Narmada. We organized
agitations in villages, on roads, at state borders and even against Medha Patkar. Not
only this, but to get the permission for Narmada Dam, we raised our voices for five
long years in this August House, sitting in the opposition benches. But, we did not
get the permission. Today, through this farewell speech and as a party worker from
Gujarat, | want to thank our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendrabhai Modi, that due to
the changed political scenario of the nation and due to the blessings of the people of
India, hon. Shri Narendrabhai Modi was elected as the Prime Minister of India. Thus,
our long pending issue was resolved and the permission to build the Dam was
granted. The Dam was thus constructed. | am fortunate enough to be a witness of all
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these developments during my political career. As a farmer, | had participated in the
agitations demanding the Minimum Support Price (MSP). We indulged in a lot of
confrontations pertaining to the MSP. A committee was set up by hon. Shri Atal Bihari
Vajpayee, to look into the issues pertaining to the MSP. The Swaminathan Committee
gave its report on the MSP. No action was taken on this report for 10 long years. On
behalf of the farmers of the country, | would like to congratulate the hon. Prime
Minister of India, Shri Narendrabhai Modi, for accepting the decision on MSP and
accepting the recommendations of the report of the Swaminathan Committee. And
today the farmers of this country get the benefit of MSP. As Mansukhbhai said, we
witnessed this great event. Sir, | visited Delhi for the very first time in 1990. When Shri
Dilipbhai Sanghani, was elected as a Member of Parliament, | accompanied him to
Delhi. | witnessed the parliamentary proceedings, sitting in the gallery of the Old
Parliament House. Many changes have taken place since then. And today | am
speaking in this new parliament building on the occasion of bidding farewell to the
retiring members of the Upper House. | am thus speaking amidst such great learned
people, and it is indeed a great opportunity. | got to see the New Parliament Building,
the New Kartavya Path was constructed, | got a chance to proudly salute the idol of
hon. Shri Subhas Chandra Bose. As a member of the Cabinet, | was fortunate
enough to get a chance to interact with the dignitaries of foreign countries at Bharat
Mandapam. | got an opportunity to visit Yashobhoomi. | am happy that | withessed all
this. When | see in total, my progress from District Party worker to the Member of this
august House and the entire journey of the development of this great country, | feel
indebted to all the National Presidents of the BJP, past and present, Hon’ble Prime
Minister Shri Narendrabhai Modi, Shri, Jay Prakash Nadda and all the party workers
of Gujarat State. | thank them all from the depths of my heart.

Whenever you visit Gujarat, kindly be my guests. | extend to all
of you an invitation to visit Gujarat and take a glimpse of Dwarkadhish temple and
Somnath temple. | invite you and your families to come and pay tribute to the statue
of hon. Shri Sardar Patel. Sir, for the very first time it has happened that my name
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was announced by the Chair and | was not present. | deeply regret the same. Sir, |
would like to thank you. Bharat Mata ki Jai. Ram Ram to all."

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS; AND THE
MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI V.
MURALEEDHARAN): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me an
opportunity to participate in this discussion and this Farewell Speech. Sir, it is a
blessing for a person like me, who hails from a very modest background from the
State of Kerala, to represent the people of Kerala, even though | have been elected
from Maharashtra in this august House, which is the Upper House of the Indian
Parliament. So, | take this opportunity to express my gratitude to the Prime Minister
and the leadership of BJP for nominating me to be a Member of Rajya Sabha from the
Legislature of Maharashtra. | also take this opportunity to thank the Legislature and
the people of Maharashtra for electing me to Rajya Sabha. In fact, | consider this a
reflection of the admiration and affection of the hon. Prime Minister towards the State
of Kerala which, unfortunately, does not have a representation in either House who
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support hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi's Government. Despite such a
situation, the Prime Minister chose to have a representative from Kerala, through
Maharashtra, to be in this Parliament to work under him and to serve the people of
Kerala. It has been already mentioned by the hon. Prime Minister that politics is the
only single way of serving the people and representation in the House of People is not
the sole way of serving the people. As such, this viewpoint had been imbibed right

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, | thank you for giving me this opportunity to deliver my farewell speech
in this august House.

He was the Leader of the House
in Rajya Sabha. Now, today, | am in the New Parliament Building on the 8" February
and attending the last Session of my career as a Member of Parliament. | have no
hesitation in saying that the entire period of 2018 till now is full of experiences and
opportunities to gain knowledge. Since | became a Member of this august House, |
was allowed and permitted by the Presiding Officers, Shri Venkaiah Naidu, the
present Chairman, Shri Jagdeep Dhankhar, hon.

Sir, even after | retire, | am certain that my commitment to serving the people
will continue, transcending any specific role that | may have. My commitment for
service to the people of Odisha and the country shall continue in whatever role that is
assigned to me by my leader.

| am reminded of my favourite quote of the great revolutionary poet of Bengal,
Kazi Nazrul Islam, which | would like to quote. This is in Odia.

*"Weary of struggles, |, the great rebel,
Shall rest in quiet only when | find
The sky and the air free of the piteous groans of the oppressed.
Only when the battlefields are cleared of jingling bloody sabers
Shall I, weary of struggles, rest in quiet,
| the great rebel."

Members of
my party, the Punekars, my city with which | have a lot of strong bonds, have always
supported me. And, last but not the least, | am also thankful to my family which has
always stood by me through thick and thin.
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Sir, the last thing | would like to say is that we will be watching the Sansad TV
when we are sitting at home or when the Sansad is on. | would really like to see that
there is better coordination between the Treasury Benches and the Opposition,
whoever may be sitting wherever, and every criticism is taken as a piece of viewpoint.
