(a) to (c): The Ministry of Food Processing Industries (MoFPI) does not set up food processing
units on its own. However, it is incentivizing setting up of food processing units and creation of food
value chain infrastructure through its Central Sector Schemes named Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada
Yojna (PMKSY) and Production Linked Incentive Scheme for Food Processing Industries (PLISFPI)
and a Centrally Sponsored scheme named Pradhan Mantri Formalization of Micro-food processing

Enterprises (PMFME), across the country (including Punjab).

These schemes are demand driven in nature, under which financial support is extended to
selected entrepreneurs/entities for setting up of different kinds of food processing industries, as per the

guidelines of respective schemes.

The details of food processing units sanctioned by the MoFPI under the said three scheme in the

State of Punjab is given at Annexure.
