(a) to (c): ‘Land’ and ‘Colonization’ are state subjects. The data sought is not maintained 
centrally by Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs. 

 
However, by deriving powers from the concurrent list of seventh schedule of the 
Constitution of India, the Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Act, 2016 [RERA] 
was enacted by the Parliament to regulate the contractual relationship between homebuyers 
and promoters. RERA aims to ensure transparency & accountability in the Real Estate 
Sector, thereby protecting the interests of the homebuyers. As on 29th July 2024, 1,31,090 
Real Estate Projects have been registered under the provisions of RERA across the country. 
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
