FUNDS RELEASED TO REGIONAL CANCER CENTRES

81 SHRI M. SHANMUGAM:

Will the Minister of Health and Family Welfare be pleased to state:
(a) the year-wise and Centre-wise details of funds released to Regional Cancer
Centres under Health Minister's Cancer Patient Fund (HMCPF) and other schemes
for the last three years;
(b)whether any public awareness campaign is launched for prevention and early
treatment of cancer so that many patients can be cured timely, if so, the details
thereof; and
(c) whether any steps have been taken for ensuring availability of cancer treatment
medicines including procedures at reasonable price, affordable to common people,
if so, the details thereof?

(a)to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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STATEMENT REFERRED TO IN REPLY TO RAJYA SABHA
STARRED QUESTION NO. 81 * FOR 3*” DECEMBER, 2024

(@) The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare provides one-time financial
assistance upto Rs.15 lakh for treatment of poor patients living below threshold
poverty line and suffering from cancer through Health Minister’s Cancer Patient
Fund (HMCPF) which is a component of the Umbrella Scheme of Rashtriya Arogya
Nidhi (RAN). The financial assistance is provided for treatment of the patients at
Regional Cancer Centres (RCCs) / Tertiary Care Cancer Centres (TCCC), State
Cancer Institutes (SCI) and other Government hospitals/institutes having cancer

treatment facilities.

The year-wise and Centre-wise details of funds released for the treatment of poor
patients to Regional Cancer Centres under HMCPF component of the Umbrella

Scheme of RAN are at Annexure - 1.

The Central Government also implements the Strengthening of Tertiary Cancer
Care Centers Facilities Scheme under National Programme for Prevention and
Control of Non-Communicable Diseases in order to enhance the facilities for
cancer care at tertiary level. Under this scheme, 19 State Cancer Institutes (SClIs)
and 20 Tertiary Cancer Care Centers (TCCCs) have been approved. The status of

funds released during the last three years is at Annexure - I1.
(b)  Measures taken by Government to create awareness are as follows:

The Department of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, provides
technical and financial support to the States and Union Territories under the
National Programme for Prevention and Control of Non Communicable Diseases

(NP-NCD) as part of National Health Mission (NHM). The programme focusses
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on strengthening infrastructure, human resource development, early diagnosis,
referral to an appropriate level of healthcare facility for treatment and management
and health promotion and awareness generation for prevention, of
Non-Communicable Diseases (NCDs) including three common cancer (breast

cancer, cervical cancer and oral cancer).

A population-based initiative for screening, management and prevention of
common NCDs including three common cancer (breast cancer, cervical cancer and
oral cancer) has been rolled out as a part of comprehensive Primary Health Care in
the country under NHM. Screening of these common NCDs is an integral part of
service delivery. Further initiatives for increasing public awareness about NCDs
including cancer and for promotion of healthy lifestyle include observation of
National Cancer Awareness day, use of print, electronic and social media for
continued community awareness. NP-NCD gives financial support under NHM
for awareness generation activities for non-communicable diseases to be

undertaken by the States/UTs as per their Programme Implementation Plans (PIPs).

Healthy eating is promoted through Eat Right India movement of Food Safety and
Standards Authority of India (FSSAI). Fit India movement is implemented by
Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, and various Yoga related activities are

carried out by Ministry of AYUSH.

(c) National Pharmaceutical Pricing Authority (NPPA) fixes the ceiling price of the
scheduled medicines specified in the first schedule of the Drugs (Price Control)
Order, 2013. All manufacturers of scheduled medicines (branded or generic) have
to sell their products within the ceiling price (plus applicable Goods and Services
Tax) fixed by the NPPA. Further, as per the provisions of DPCO, 2013, the ceiling

prices of scheduled medicines are revised annually on the basis of Wholesale Price
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Index (WPI). In case of non-scheduled formulations, a manufacturer is at the
liberty to fix the maximum retail price of a non-scheduled formulation, branded or
generic, launched by it. However, as per the provisions of the DPCO, 2013, the
manufacturers of non-scheduled formulations are not allowed to increase the

maximum retail price of such formulations by more than 10% per annum.

NPPA has fixed the ceiling prices of 131 anti-cancer scheduled formulations
included in Schedule I of DPCO, 2013 under National List of Essential Medicines
(NLEM) 2015 and 2022, out of which ceiling prices of 120 formulations are fixed
under NLEM 2022 (including newly added formulations like Bendamustine
hydrochloride Injection 100mg, Lenalidomide Capsule 25mg and 5mg, etc.). This
has resulted in the reduction of around 21.06% from the existing ceiling price
under NLEM 2015, leading to annual savings of around Rs. 294.34 Crore to the

patients.

NPPA has also fixed retail price of 28 Anti-Cancer formulations as on 28.11.2024

that are applicable to the applicant manufacturing and marketing company.

Further, NPPA vide order S.O. 1041 (E) dated 27th February, 2019 put a cap of
30% Trade Margin on 42 selected non-scheduled anti-cancer medicines under
‘Trade Margin Rationalization’ approach. By this approach, the Maximum Retail
Price (MRP) of 526 brands of these medicines were reduced by up to 90%. This

resulted in annual savings of around Rs. 984 Crore to the patients.

Also, Department of Revenue, Ministry of Finance has reduced the Customs Duty
to Nil and GST rates from 12% to 5% for the three anti-cancer drugs namely,
Trastuzumab Deruxtecan, Osimertinib, and Durvalumab vide Notification 30/2024
dated 23.07.2024 (Sr. No III (iv)) and Notification no. 05/2024 dated 08.10.2024
respectively. Accordingly, OM dated 28.10.2024 has been issued by NPPA
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directing companies to reduce MRP on account of reduction in GST rates and
exemption from Custom Duties to pass on the benefit of reduced taxes and duties

to consumers.

As per the Para 20 of DPCO, 2013, NPPA also monitors the MRPs of all the
non-scheduled formulations including anti-cancer formulations so as to ensure that
no manufacturer increases the MRP of a drug by more than 10% of the MRP
during the preceding 12 months. Instances of overcharging are dealt with by NPPA
under the relevant provisions of DPCO, 2013.

All price notifications for the formulations of which prices have been fixed by

NPPA are available on NPPA web-site www.nppaindia.nic.in.

Further, treatment for cancer is also provided under Ayushman Bharat Pradhan
Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB PM-JAY). Under AB PM-JAY, cancer-related
treatment is provided under three heads Oncology — Medical, Surgical and
Radiation. The number of treatment packages and procedures for treatment of

Cancer in the national Health Benefit Package (HBP) is as follows:

4. Palliative Medicine 42 42
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Affordable Medicines and Reliable Implants for Treatment (AMRIT), a novel
initiative launched by the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare aims to provide

affordable medicines for treatment of cancer, cardio vascular and other diseases.

Presently, there are 217 AMRIT Pharmacies spread across 29 States/Union
Territories, selling more than 5200 drugs for cardiovascular, cancer, diabetes, stents,
implants, surgical disposables, and other consumables, including 289 Oncology

drugs at a significant discount of up to 50% on market rates.

As on 15th November 2024, total 559 Lakh patients have benefitted from AMRIT
Pharmacies with a savings of Rs. 6,064 Crores thereby reducing their out of pocket

expenditure.
