(a) the budget allocated to each State for the welfare of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes
and other marginalized groups; '

(b) the manner in which the Ministry is addressing the concerns of marginalized groups
regarding discrimination and lack of opportunities; and

(c) the details of financial assistance provided to States for the implementation of
programmes for the empowerment of marginalized groups, such as education, skill
development, and entrepreneurship?

(a) to (c) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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Statement referred in reply to part (a) to (c) of the Rajya Sabha Starred Question No.
271 for answer on 26.03.2025 regarding “Welfare of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes and other marginalized group”

(a) to (c) The mandate of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment is to take care of
the welfare of the poorest households of the socially, educationally and economically
marginalized sections of the society including Scheduled Castes (SC), Senior Citizens,
Sanitation Workers, Transgender Persons, Beggars, De-notified and Nomadic Tribes (DNTSs),
and Persons with Disabilities.

To address the concerns of marginalized groups regarding discrimination, the
Department of Social Justice and Empowerment has enacted two Acts: the Protection of Civil
Rights {PCR} Act, 1955 and the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) {PoA} Act, 1989. For the effective implementation of these Acts, Department of
Social Justice & Empowerment is running a Centrally Sponsored Scheme, under which the
Central Assistance is provided to the States/UTs. Further, the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment is working towards providing equal opportunities and level playing field for
the social, economic, and educational empowerment of the marginalized groups of society
through its various schemes, programms, and the four corporations of the Ministry namely
National Scheduled Castes Finance and Development Corporation, National Backward
Classes Finance and Development Corporation, National Safai Karamcharis Finance and
Development Corporation, and the National Handicapped Finance and Development
Corporation

Similarly, the Ministry of Tribal Affairs (MoTA) is implementing various
schemes/programmes for the welfare and development of the Scheduled Tribes (ST) in the
country. The MoTA through its two agencies namely Tribal Co-operative Marketing
Development Federation of India (TRIFED) and National Scheduled Tribes Finance &
Development Corporation (NSTFDC) have contributed significantly in promoting economic
activities including entrepreneurship among the tribal communities.

The State-wise details of the funds released for the welfare of Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes, and other disadvantaged groups during the financial year 2014-15 to 2023-
24 and for financial year 2024-25 (as on 20.03.2025) are at Annexure-1.
