(a) &(b) Yes, Sir. Constituent laboratory of the Council of Scientific and Industrial 

Research (CSIR) namely, Indian Institute of Chemical Technology (CSIR-

IICT), Hyderabad has developed an indigenous process for production of 

Hydrazine Hydrate at a commercial scale of 10000 TPA capacity.  The Process 

for Hydrazine Hydrate has been transferred to Gujarat Alakalies and 

Chemicals Limited (GACL). The scaled-up plant for production of Hydrazine 

Hydrate (HH) has been installed at Gujarat Alkalies and Chemicals Ltd 

(GACL), Gujarat. The first consignment of the developed Hydrazine Hydrate 

has been flagged off in July 2023. 
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
