Yes Sir, ISRO had developed Distress Alert Transmitter (DAT) for fishermen to support
emergency reporting for maritime search and rescue operations. ISRO has upgraded the DAT
by interfacing with the NavIC messaging receiver to provide acknowledgement of emergency
messages together with information like potential fishing zones and emergency broadcast
messages from control stations. This makes the Search and Rescue efforts more effective &
user-friendly combining both satcom & satnav features. The DAT- SG Mission Control
Centre (MCC) is installed along with Indian Mission Control Centre (INMCC) at ISTRAC,
ISRO, Bengaluru and operationalized.
