(a) the target for  procurement of paddy and wheat at Minimum Support Price (MSP) in the
last  three  years  along  with  their  quantities  procured  corresponding  to  the target, the details
thereof, State-wise; and

(b) the amount  spent  on  the  procurement of the aforementioned food grains in the last
three years, the details thereof, State-wise?

(a) & (b): A statement is laid on the Table of the House. 
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STATEMENT REFERRED TO IN REPLY TO PARTS (a) & (b) OF THE STARRED 
QUESTION NO. 17 (2nd Position) FOR ANSWER ON 04.02.2025 IN THE RAJYA SABHA.   

(a):  The estimates for procurement of Paddy and wheat are fixed during Food Secretaries’ 
meeting in consultation with State Governments concerned, Ministry of Agriculture and Food 
Corporation of India, before the commencement of each procurement season based upon 
estimated production, marketable surplus and agricultural crop pattern.  

Key Initiatives: 

The improvements in paddy and wheat procurement are the result of several farmer-
friendly initiatives undertaken by the Government of India:  

1. The Government has consistently ensured MSP calculations are based on scientific
principles, making cultivation profitable for farmers. Government of India in its Union Budget
for 2018-19 announced to keep MSP at a level of one and half times of the cost of production,
as a pre-determined principle. Accordingly, MSPs for all mandated Kharif, Rabi and other
commercial crops including paddy, wheat and coarse grains have been fixed with a margin of
at least 50 per cent over all India weighted average cost of production since 2018-19.

2. Extensive outreach programs are conducted to ensure that farmers across the country
are well-informed about procurement processes and MSP benefits. 

3. Farmer’s registration is streamlined to minimize delays and improve transparency in
procurement. 

4. Investments in storage, transportation, and procurement centers have expedited
procurement processes and reduced post-harvest losses. 

5. Digitalization and direct benefit transfers have ensured that farmers receive their
payments promptly. 

6. The Hon’ble Minister has conducted a review with wheat-procuring states to encourage
them to enhance wheat procurement efforts. 

Due to all these efforts the total procurement of Paddy was 782.25 LMT during KMS 
2023-24 and procurement of wheat was 266.05 LMT during RMS 2024-25. 

The State-wise procurement estimates and quantity procured for paddy and wheat at 
Minimum Support Price (MSP) in last three years is at Annexure-I & Annexure-II 
respectively.

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(b):  Procurement of paddy and wheat for central pool is carried out under Decentralized 
Procurement (DCP) system and Centralized procurement (Non-DCP) system. 

In the DCP system, State Governments and their  agencies procure, store and distribute 
wheat and paddy/rice  under National Food Security Act (NFSA) and Other Welfare Scheme 
(OWS) within the State. The excess stocks procured by the State and its Agencies are handed 
over to Food Corporation of India (FCI) in Central Pool. As regards the excess stock handed 
over by the State to FCI, payment are released to the respective state by FCI which is 
reimbursed by Government of India to FCI. Government of India reimburses the expenditure 
incurred by DCP State for distribution of procured quantity within the state under NFSA and 
OWS.   

In Non-DCP system, the procurement of wheat and paddy/rice in Central Pool is 
undertaken either by FCI directly or by State Government Agencies (SGA). Procurement 
carried out by SGA is handed over to FCI for storage and subsequent issue against 
Government of India allocations in the same State or for movement of surplus stocks to other 
States. Government of India reimburses the expenditure incurred by FCI on procurement of 
stock on its own as well as for stocks taken over from SGA.
