(¢) The Government assesses the impact of JSSK under the National Health Mission (NHM)
by undertaking periodic Regional/State level review meetings, field visits in various
States/Union Territories (UTs), and Common Review Missions (CRMs).

Other measures taken to address the gaps and effectiveness of the scheme by the Government of
India across the country including in rural and remote areas of Tamil Nadu are as follows:

e Regular Coordination and Communications with State Governments on various

issues related to maternal health.

e Popularizing the Scheme through Information, Education & Communication (IEC)
and Behaviour Change Communication (BCC) strategies including mass media.
e Field-level workers like ANMs, ASHAs and CHOs are promoting this programme at

the ground level through interpersonal communication.

e A system of regular supportive supervisory visits to the states and districts to monitor

the implementation of JSSK has also been put in place.
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
