concerned National Sports Federation (NSF). The Government recognizes NSFs at the national 

level in terms of the laid down criteria for grant of recognition of NSFs under the National Sports 

Development Code of India, 2011and subsequent guidelines issued from time to time. The 

Government recognition makes the NSFs eligible for financial and other forms of support from 

the Government. 

 

Currently, no Federation/Association for Pickleball has been recognized by the Ministry of Youth 

Affairs & Sports.  
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
