(a)  and (b): With the objective of attainment of universal access to equitable, affordable
and quality health care services, the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare is implementing

various programs and provides technical and financial support to the States/UTs for
improvement in health infrastructure. Details of a few major schemes promoting health
infrastructure are as under:

e National Health Mission (NHM): Under NHM, Budget Estimate (BE) for FY
2025-26  1s Rs. 37,226 Cr. and Revised Estimate (RE) for FY 2024-25 is Rs
36,000 Cr. As of now, an amount of Rs. 33,504 Cr. has been released. Funds are
released to States/UTs under flexible pools on a lump sum basis for Development of
Infrastructure, Reproductive and Child Health services, Non Communicable Disease
programs, Disease Elimination programs, Health System Strengthening, etc. to provide
greater flexibility to States to utilize the funds as per their felt need and priorities. The
State/UT-wise Central Release and Expenditure for the FY 2024-25 are at Annexure-I.

e Pradhan Mantri- Ayushman Bharat Health Infrastructure Mission (PM-ABHIM):
PM- ABHIM has an outlay of Rs. 64,180 Crores for the scheme period (2021-22 to
2025-26). Under PM - ABHIM Central Sponsored Scheme (CSS), support is provided
to the states for establishment of pandemic resilient infrastructure in rural areas. The
Budget allocation for the scheme for FY 2025-26 is Rs. 4,200 Cr. Against the Revised
Estimate (RE) for FY 2024-25 of Rs. 3,000 Cr. an amount of Rs. 1,477 Cr. has been
released to the States/UTs as of now. The State/UT-wise Central Release and
Expenditure for the FY 2024-25 are at Annexure-II.

e The Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana (PMSSY): The scheme provides
support for (i) Setting up of All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS); and (ii)
Up-gradation of existing Government Medical College/ Institutions (GMCls). PMSSY
and related Establishment expenditure of New AIIMS have got a Budget allocation of
Rs. 9,940 Cr. in FY 2025-26. Against the RE of Rs. 9,236 Cr. for FY 2024-25, an
amount of Rs. 8,487 Cr. has been released as of now.

e Development of Nursing services: This scheme which supports upgradation of
existing Schools of Nursing (SoN) into Colleges of Nursing (CoN) has got a Budget
allocation of Rs. 32.74 Cr. in FY 2025-26 (BE). Against the Revised Estimate of Rs.
22 Cr. for FY 2024-25, Rs. 19.08 Cr. has been released as of now. The State/UT-wise
details of funds released for 2024-25 till date are at Annexure III.

e Augmenting Nursing Education - Establishment of new Colleges of Nursing
co-located with Medical Colleges: This scheme has got a Budget allocation of Rs 200
Cr.in FY 2025-26 (BE). Against the Revised Estimate of Rs. 200 Cr. for FY 2024-25,
Rs. 14 Cr. has been released as of now. The State/UT-wise details of funds released
for 2024-25 till date are at Annexure I'V.



Establishment of new medical colleges attached with existing district/referral
hospitals: This scheme which aims at Establishment of Medical Colleges in

underserved areas and aspirational districts has got a Budget allocation of Rs 1500 Cr
for FY 2025-26 (BE). Against the RE of Rs 379.12 Cr in FY 2024-25, an amount of Rs
163.08 Cr has been released as of now.

15th Finance Commission (FC-XV): The Fifteenth Finance Commission (FC-XV) has
recommended grants through local governments for specific components of the health
sector to the tune of Rs. 70,051 crores and the same have been accepted by the Union
Government. These grants for health through Local Governments will be spread over
the five-year period from FY 2021-22 to FY 2025-26 and will facilitate strengthening of
health system at the grass-root level.
