Will the Minister of Ayush be pleased to state:

(a) the efforts made by the Ministry to achieve the vision to make India a developed Nation by
2047 in the last three years through more Research & Development in AYUSH sector;

(b) whether the Ministry has formulated any roadmap or action plan to realize the goal of Viksit
Bharat’by 2047 in AYUSH sector industries;

(c) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor;

(d) whether efforts by Government in the recent past have helped in increasing India’s position
in the field of medical research; and

(e) if so, the details thereof, and if not, the reason therefor?

ANSWER
THE MINISTER OF STATE (IC) OF THE MINISTRY OF AYUSH
(SHRI PRATAPRAO JADHAYV)

(a) to (e) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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(a) Ministry of Ayush has a mandate for coordination and promotion of research and
development including assistance in Ayush Systems of Health Care. Ministry has five
Autonomous Organisations working under it having a common objective of Evidence Based
Research in their respective systems of medicine. These five Research Councils are:

(1) Central Council for Research in Ayurvedic Sciences (CCRAS)
(2) Central Council for Research in Yoga and Naturopathy (CCRYN)
(3) Central Council for Research in Unani Medicine (CCRUM)

(4) Central Council for Research in Siddha (CCRS)

(5) Central Council for Research in Homoeopathy (CCRH)

These Research Councils are the apex bodies in India for undertaking, coordinating,
formulating, developing, and promoting research on scientific lines in their respective fields.
These Councils carry out their research activities through their peripheral institutes located all
over India and also through their collaborative studies with various Universities, Hospitals and
Institutes. The main activities of these Councils comprises Clinical Research, Drug
Standardization Research & Quality Control, Pharmacological Research, Literary Research,
Fundamental Research, Survey & Cultivation of Medicinal Plants & Research oriented Public
Health Programmes etc.

The details of efforts made in the last three years are at Annexure-I.

Ministry of Ayush is implementing an umbrella Central Sector Scheme namely
“AYURGYAN” with the aim to support Education, Research & Innovation in Ayush by
providing academic activities, training, Capacity Building, research & development activities
in the field of Ayush since 2021-22. The Scheme has three components, viz. (i) Capacity
Building and Continuing Medical Education (CME) in Ayush, (ii) Research & Innovation in
Ayush from FY 2021-22; and (ii1) Ayurveda Biology Integrated Health Research (ABIHR) is
also added under the scheme from FY 2023-24.

Further, Ministry of Ayush is implementing an umbrella scheme, namely,
“AYURSWASTHYA Yojana” from the FY 2021-22 which was developed by merging two
earlier schemes of this Ministry i.e. (1) Central Sector Scheme of Grant-in-aid for promotion of
Ayush intervention Public Health Initiatives; and (i1) Central Sector Scheme for assistance to
Ayush Organisations (Government/ Non-Government Non-Profit) engaged in Ayush
Education/ Drug Development & Research/ Clinical Research etc. for upgradation to Centre of
Excellence (CoE). This Scheme has been approved upto FY 2025-26. The components of the
AYURSWASTHYA Yojana are mentioned below:

(1) AYUSH and Public Health (PHI)
(2) Centre of Excellence (CoE)

The National Commission for Indian Systems of Medicine (NCISM) and the Nation
Commission for Homoeopathy (NCH) have notified their respective Ayush Graduate Degree
Courses regulations wherein Research Methodology subject is introduced at undergraduate
level to promote young researchers. For each department in Homoeopathy Medical College,
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methodology for Supplementing Modern Advancement, Research and Technology
Homoeopathy (SMART-Hom) included in regulation. The Commissions have conducted
research methodology training for post graduate students and teachers in association with
scientists of respective Research Councils of the Ayush System of Medicine. The programmes
such as Studentship Program, PG-Star Program, Publication Grant, Research & Innovation Cell
and Capacity Building and Training Programme are implemented in Research & Development
in ASU&SR sector. The details of these programme are at Annexure-I1.

(b) & (c): Ministry of Ayush has implemented a Central Sector Scheme Ayush Oushadhi
Gunavatta evam Uttpadan Samvardhan Yojana (AOGUSY), was approved by Standing
Finance Committee (SFC) on 16.03.2021. The total Budget allocation to this scheme is Rs.
122.00 crores for five years.

The objectives of the Scheme are as under;

i. To enhance India's manufacturing capabilities and exports of traditional medicines and health
promotion products under the initiative of Atmanirbhar Bharat.

i1. To facilitate adequate infrastructural & technological upgradation and institutional activities
in public and private sector for standardization, quality manufacturing and analytical testing of
Ayush drugs & materials.

iii. To strengthen regulatory frameworks at Central and State level for effective quality control,
safety monitoring and surveillance of misleading advertisements of Ayush drugs.

iv. To encourage building up synergies, collaborations and convergent approaches for
promoting standards and quality of Ayush drugs & materials.

Ayush Export Promotion Council (AYUSHEXCIL), is a newly formed Export
Promotion Council (set up by Ministry of Ayush and supported by Ministry of Commerce,
Government of India), launched at Global Ayush Investment and Innovation Summit held in
Gandhinagar, Gujarat on April 20, 2022). AYUSHEXCIL is registered as Section 8 company
at Registrar of Companies, New Delhi on January 4, 2022 and received DGFT notification on
July 31, 2023.

It is aimed to oversee exports of products of Ayurveda, Homoeopathy, Siddha, Sowa
Rigpa and Unani systems and address trade issues pertaining to these sectors. It mandates to
facilitate capacity building of its members on export procedures, organize business to business
meetings, international events, road shows, seminars and workshops on the export of Ayush
products and to safeguard the scientific research in the field of Ayush healthcare.

Harmonization of Drug Rules applicable to various streams of Ayush and reduction in
compliance burden in tune with the policy of ease of doing business as below:

1. Harmonization in respect of Pharmacopoeial Standard for raw material used in various
streams of Ayush through “One Herb One Standard”.

ii. Harmonization of License fee/Fee for product approval amongst various streams of Ayush.
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iii. Revamping of e-AUSHADHI portal with State Licensing Portals to make it more user
friendly and robust for online licensing.

iv. 35 compliance burden were identified for review from Drugs Rules 1945 made thereunder
out of which 33 compliance burden has been reduced.

(d) & (e): Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR) is supporting research on scientifically
validating traditional medicines and practices from both codified and non-codified systems,
which is helping to widen the acceptability of Traditional medicines worldwide. The presently
ongoing projects pertaining to traditional medicines/medicinal plants are at Annexure-III.

Ministry of Ayush has established Pharmacopoeia Commission for Indian Medicine &
Homoeopathy (PCIM&H) which lays down the Formulary specifications and Pharmacopoeial
Standards for ASU&H drugs, which serve as official compendia for ascertaining the Quality
Control (identity, purity and strength) of the ASU&H drugs, included therein, as per Drugs &
Cosmetics Act, 1940 and Rules 1945, thereunder and compliance of these quality standards are
mandatory for the production of ASU&H drug being manufactured, sell and stocked in India.

During last 15 years, 573 quality standards on raw materials (Single Drugs of
plant/animal/Mineral/metal/ Chemical origin) used in ASU&H has been published. Further,
276 quality standards of ASU formulations and 1,024 formulary specifications of ASU drugs
have also been published in respective Pharmacopoeias and Formularies. The details are at
Annexure-IV.

Nine (09) organizations of National repute have been funded under the Centre of Excellence
component during the last three years under activity-based/research-based Centre of
Excellence for enhancing research in Ayush. Details are at Annexure-V.

CCRS has published 241 research articles in National and International indexed & peer
reviewed journals and CCRS has been granted one Patent.

CCRS has initiated 25 new IMR projects in the last 3 years.

The Siddha Formulary of India, Part III (Tamil version) published in 2024.

The beneficiaries in health care services for the last 3 years is around 5.6 lakh population.
Integrated OPD for Diabetes in 3 peripheral Institutes/Units of CCRS has been started.
CCRS had conducted pre-clinical and clinical studies to assess the utility and
effectiveness of Siddha formulation in the management & treatment of COVID -19 and
published research articles in peer reviewed and indexed journal.

Academia-industry Research Incubation for Value-chain Up-gradation (ARIVU), maiden
initiative by CCRS to promote innovation and entrepreneurship by translating novel ideas
and innovation in various disciplines of Siddha Research.

International Classification of Diseases 11- Traditional Medicine- Siddha- Inclusion of
Siddha Morbidity Codes in ICD-11 Traditional Medicine Chapter 2 —331 disease pattern
plus 2643 National Siddha Morbidity codes.

Siddha Terminology has been included in WHO document — 2700 Siddha terminologies.
2 web applications and 4 mobile applications have been developed as IT modules by
CCRS.

CCRS have entered 7 MoU’s with reputed organization.

Establishment of Siddha Clinical Research Unit, Goa in the year 2023.

Siddha Central Research Institute, Chennai and Siddha Regional Research Institute,
Puducherry under CCRS obtained the NABL Entry Level Accreditation for Biochemistry
Laboratory.

Siddha Regional Research Institute, Thiruvananthapuram- obtained the NABL Entry
Level Accreditation for Pathology Laboratory.

CCRS-SRRI, Puducherry, (Siddha Regional Research Institute) Puducherry has initiated
actions for NABH accreditation. The online assessment has been completed and waiting
for certification.

1. STUDENTSHIP PROGRAM

o SPARK PROGRAM-

NCISM in collaboration with CCRAS under Studentship Program for Ayurveda research
Ken (SPARK), for 100 undergraduate students of Ayurveda colleges was launched last year.
A studentship of Rs 25000 per month for two months is being given.

o SPUR PROGRAM-

In Association with Central Council for Research in Unani Medicine (CCRUM), NCISM
implemented studentship program for Unani Research (SPUR) for undergraduate students
to promote research aptitude. A studentship of Rs 25000 per month for two months is being
given.

2. PG-STAR PROGRAM-

NCISM in collaboration with CCRAS has launched a Scheme for Training in Ayurveda
Research for Post Graduate Scholars (PG-STAR). This programme has a provision for a
studentship of amount Rs.100000/- to 100 selected PG students for their dissertation work.

3. PUBLICATION GRANT
NCISM is giving publication grant to eligible candidates for publication of research papers
in quality journals as per the guidelines issued by the NCISM.

4. RESARCH & INNOVATION CELL

A cell namely RESARCH & INNOVATION CELL has been introduced under the
Regulations of Minimum Essential Standards, Assessment and Rating for Undergraduate
Colleges and Attached Teaching Hospitals) Regulation, 2023 & 2024 for respective
Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani & Sowa Rigpa system medicine (ASU&SR) to facilitate activates
related to innovation, incubation, research, publication and IPR (intellectual property rights).

5. CAPACITY BUILDING AND TRAINING PROGRAM

MOU has been signed on 13/10/2023 at Hyderabad between National Institute for Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises (NI-MSME), an organisation of Ministry of MSME, Govt.
of India and National Commission for Indian System of Medicine (NCISM), and the
programme was launched on 18.12.2023. NI-MSME and NCISM decided to organise series
of Training of Trainers on Entrepreneurship Development for Coordinators of Research and
Innovation Cell of Ayurveda/Unani/Siddha/ Sowa Rigpa Colleges (ASUS Colleges) spread
across the country.

The objective of the Program:-
Training of Trainers (ToT) aims at equipping participants with skills and knowledge that are

essential for inculcating entrepreneurial values in trainees by guiding and mentoring their
progress towards entrepreneurial career in Indian Medicinal Sector.
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6. DEPARTMENT OF INTEGRATIVE HEALTH AND TRANSLATIONAL RESEARCH
IN POSTGRADUATE INSTITUTION

NCISM published regulations "National Commission for Indian System of Medicine
(Minimum Essential Standards, Assessment and Rating for Postgraduate Institutions and
Minimum Standards of Postgraduate Ayurveda/Unani/Siddha Education) Regulations, 2024
of respective system of medicine, for the establishment of the Department of Integrative
Health and Translational Research. In the regulation it is mentioned the following to
establish Department of Integrative Health and Translational Research in every ASU
Postgraduate Institutions.

"Each Postgraduate institution irrespective of the Postgraduate programmes being
conducted, shall establish the Department of Integrative Health and Translational Research.
The Central Research Laboratory, Quality Testing Laboratory, Animal House and Animal
Experimentation Laboratory, and Research committees such as Institutional Research
Committee, Institutional Ethics committee for Human Subjects, Institutional Animal Ethics
Committee, Clinical Research Cell, and Plagiarism Scrutiny Cell shall function under this
Department."

7. PRANA (PROTECTING RIGHTS AND NOVELTIES IN ASUS)

Considering huge number of innovations that ought to be patented, commercialization or
technology transfer of patented items, or establish start-ups, NCISM organized a two day
national conference to hand-hold the innovators in ISM. The national conference was
conducted in association with AICTE, MOE's Innovation Cell, Mistry of Education and
Kalam Program for IP Literacy and Awareness (KAPILA). The successful entrepreneurs
were guided through hand-hold, face-to-face interactions and focused group discussions.

Government has also recently launched five (5) AI-ACHIR (AYUSH-ICMR Advanced
Centre for Integrated Health Research) at AIIMS institutions that are expected to validate
Traditional medicines effectiveness and safety through rigorous scientific evaluation, which
consequently will enhance the acceptability of Traditional medicines worldwide. It will also
develop a dynamic and vibrant ecosystem of integrative health research through integrating
Ayush system with conventional bio-medicine, and modern technology to bring integrative
health care to the people through innovations related to diagnostics, preventive, health
promotive, restorative as well as treatment methods. AI-ACIHR will also help in achieving
the goal of “One Nation One Health” through evidence-based integrative preventive and
management approaches by integrating Ayush and conventional health system with cost
effective approaches contributing to the health economics and reducing the disease burden
and disability adjusted life years (DALYS).
