Will the Minister of Ayush be pleased to state:

(@) the number of Scheduled Caste AYUSH doctors practicing Naturopathy, Unani, Siddha and

Homeopathy, added/registered in the country in the last five years;

(b) the total number of AYUSH hospitals and dispensaries functioning across the country, State-

wise, especially in Maharashtra in the last five years; and

(c) whether Government proposes to set up new naturopathy hospitals and All India Institute of

Ayurveda in the country, especially in Maharashtra?

ANSWER
THE MINISTER OF STATE (IC) OF THE MINISTRY OF AYUSH
(SHRI PRATAPRAO JADHAYV)

(a): As public health is a state subject, the primary responsibility of maintaining the caste-wise
record of Ayush Registered Practitioners (Doctors) comes under the purview of respective
State/UT-Governments. However, the total number of Ayush Registered Practitioners (Doctors),
system-wise, in the country from 2019 to 2023, as reported by State/UT Boards/Councils is
furnished at Annexure-1.

(b): The State/UT-wise total number of Ayush hospitals and dispensaries in the country including
Maharashtra from 2019 to 2023, as per the data received from State/UT Governments is
furnished at Annexure-11.

(c): Currently, one National Institute of Naturopathy, under Ministry of Ayush is operational at
Pune (Maharashtra) and an All India Institute of Ayurveda (AllA) is operational at New Delhi.
Further, a Satellite Centre of AllA, New Delhi has been established in Goa. As public health is
a State subject, setting up of new Ayush hospitals in the country, comes under the purview of
respective State/UT Governments. However, under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of National
Ayush Mission (NAM) of the Ministry of Ayush, there is a provision of financial assistance to
States/UTs for setting up of 50/30/10 bedded integrated Ayush hospitals for which they have to
submit suitable proposals through State Annual Action Plans (SAAPS) as per the provision of
NAM guidelines.
