Concern over the rising use of narcotic drugs among adolescents and young adults

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM (Kerala): Thank you, Sir, for the opportunity. This
is a grave concern of the State of Kerala. The adolescents, young boys and girls are
dripping into the drugs at a very high level. | wish to draw your attention towards the
three instances which have actually shocked the entire conscience of Kerala people.
One was an instance that happened on the New Year’s eve in which a fourteen-year
old boy killed a thirty-year old man when he was questioned on using drugs in public
place. The police also confirmed that the weapon belonged to the minor, which
shows how deep the drugs have infiltrated into our society. The second instance was
from Malappuram where a son killed his own mother under the influence of drugs.
And when police arrested him, the boy smiled at the police. That is the kind of effect
the drugs have on the youth. In the third instance, a boy killed three members of a
family from neighbourhood, again under the influence of drugs. Sir, escalation in
drug-related crimes in Kerala is deeply concerning. The number of cases under the
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances surged from 5,695 in 2021 to 26,619 in
2022, a nearly five-fold increase. In 2022 alone, Kerala accounted for 27,545 drug-
related arrests, representing 29.4 per cent of India’s total NDPS arrests. Recent data
from the Kerala Police Department indicates that Ernakulam District alone recorded
8,567 narcotic cases from January 1%, 2023 to June 1%t 2024, the highest in the State.
Overall, 41,531 cases were registered under the NDPS Act in the same period. The
NCB has further confirmed that high intensity drugs like MDMA, LSD and cocaine are
being trafficked into Kerala from international sources, worsening the crisis.

A survey of the Kerala Excise Department indicates a sharp rise in drug
demand among adolescents, further exposing the failure to control this menace. The
Azad India Foundation’s 2019 report highlighted the nationwide increase in drug
addiction, with a UN Report estimating one million registered heroin addicts in India,
while unofficial figures suggest over five million. Given the gravity of the situation in
Kerala, | urge the Union Government to collaborate with the State in formulating a
comprehensive national strategy to combat drug addiction.
