Now, Dr. V. Sivadasan - Concern over problems faced by people living near
protected forests.

Concern over the problems faced by people living near protected forests

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): Respected Chair, the wildlife attacks on lives and
livelihoods are increasing. Hundreds of human beings have lost their lives in such
attacks. The data shows that in 2023-24, 606 persons lost their lives by the attack of
elephants. In 1991, the number of people killed by elephants was 213. But now the
number has tripled. There is a 300 per cent increase. In Odisha, 154; in Bengal, 99;
and in Assam, 74 people were killed because of the attack by elephants. In
Maharashtra, 82 people were killed by tigers. In India, 30 people are killed by animals
every day. In the world, India has the largest number of people killed by wild animals.
In my home State, Kerala, in 2023-24, 94 persons lost their lives because of wildlife
attack. In Bathery, Noolpuzha, Mananthavady in Wayanad, Aralam farm, Iritty,
Kottiyyoor, Kelakam and other areas in Kannur, a lot of animal attacks have been
reported. In a single area, Aralam farm, 14 adivasis were killed in the last ten years.
The Government of Kerala has taken a lot of measures for protecting the people but
the existing outdated wildlife protection law is acting as a barrier in front of the
measures taken by the State Government. The Union Government should change the

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anti-human nature of the laws. The law which was introduced by Shrimati Indira
Gandhi Government in 1972 and strengthened by the Vajpayee Government by the
amendments is basically neglecting the rights of the people. The Wildlife Protection
Act has become a human life destruction act. People are not able to do the
agricultural work. That is creating huge economic loss every year. Wild boars are
destroying banana, ginger, turmeric, tapioca and other tuber crops. People are afraid
to go to work in rubber, coffee and tea plantations. It is a big issue. The children are
afraid to go to school. People are unable to go to hospitals because they are afraid of
wildlife attacks. The attacks are not happening inside the forests, it is happening
inside the villages and even in cities. The animals which are attacking the human
beings are getting the protection and attention from the authorities. Sir, the SOP is a
joke. (Time-bell rings.) When a tiger or a leopard...
