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healthcare system, insurance and maternity benefits, leaving them vulnerable and
financially insecure. During the Covid-19 pandemic, ASHA workers played a frontline
role in managing health crises, conducting door-to-door screening, spreading
awareness and ensuring vaccination coverage, often by taking great personal risks.
Sir, | urge the Government to take immediate steps to address the long-standing
issue. ASHA workers must be provided with fixed monthly salary in addition to their
incentives, ensuring fair compensation for their invaluable services. Moreover, they
should be brought under the coverage of social security schemes such as Employee
State Insurance and health insurance to safeguard their future. There is also need to
set up structured mechanism to review their wages periodically and address
grievances related to the payment delays. Hon. Chairman, Sir, | urge the Government
to take decisive action and increase their salary to ensure that they continue to serve
the nation without financial distress. Thank you, Sir.

We are
grappling with an alarming rise in cancer cases, and this burden could exceed 45 lakh
in the coming 5-6 years. More and more cases are being reported from Southern
States also. So, we need to step up the awareness programme, and currently,
accessibility to the latest treatment in India must also be prioritised. Targeted
therapies, which can increase survival rates significantly, should be made widely
available.

If we establish a nodal agency to control cancer, that would be a big step. The
success seen in HIV control through the establishment of the National AIDS Control
Organisation (NACO) is a role model. The authority serves as a promising model for
similar advancement in cancer care also.
