Need for providing treatment to all persons diagnosed with hepatitis in the country

SHRI A.D. SINGH (Bihar): Sir, as per the Global Hepatitis Report 2024 released by
the WHO, India has the second highest prevalence of viral Hepatitis cases,
accounting for 11 per cent of the global burden in 2022. As per the report, India
accounted for 2.9 crore Hepatitis-B cases and 55 lakh Hepatitis-C cases. An
estimated 1.2 lakh people died due to Hepatitis in the country. The cause of concern
is that Hepatitis diagnosis and treatment remains very low in the country. In 2022, only
2.4 per cent of Hepatitis-B cases were diagnosed, while none received treatment in
2022. On the other hand, 28 per cent of Hepatitis-C cases were diagnosed and only
21 per cent received treatment.

Viral Hepatitis is an infection that causes liver inflammation and may lead to liver
cirrhosis or liver cancer. Both Hepatitis-B and Hepatitis-C can be transmitted through
blood transfusion, infected needles, and contact with infected blood or from mother
to child during delivery. Hepatitis-B can be prevented through vaccine. Otherwise,
one has to take medicine throughout one’s life. Hepatitis-C can be cured through
medication. Although, there is a National Viral Hepatitis Control Programme, but the
reach of the programme is limited. Not all are receiving treatment under this
programme. The Government’s Viral Hepatitis Control Programme also offers the
vaccine to high risk adults only. However, the condition is such that eight out of ten
people who have been diagnosed with Hepatitis remain ineligible to receive the
treatment. The Government should ensure treatment to all those who have been
diagnosed with hepatitis.
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
